F Howard Henderson, The Courier-
Journal’s political writer, quotes Gov-
ernor Willis correctly, the Governor

is giving a fair imitation of the late Huey
Long in this state reformatory matter.

According to Henderson, Governor
Willis set his jaw firmly and declared,
when told last week that the Legislature
proposed the passage of a resolution call-
ing for an m»emg‘dtmn by Ieglslators of
conditions in the LaGrange and Eddy-
ville reformatories:

“I have guards at the prisons. If nec-
essary 1 will call out the militia. The leg—
islators will not get in the prisons to in-
vestigate anything, I will see to that.”

Later, the. Governor in a spécial mes-
sage to the General Assembly presente
the claim that the Legislature canmnot
during the present special session, while
summoned to do anly threé spécific
things, legally adopt such resolutions.
But before that, he threatened to resort
to force to stop a legislative investiga-
tion. He wasn't using logic or the force
of argument then.

The better part of discretion, unless
there was a burning desire to prove the
valor of the militia’s arms, and unless
there indeed is some deep, dark secret
within the prison walls of LaGrange and
Eddyville, would have been for the Gov-
ernor to have called legislative leaders
of both parties into conference, imme-
diately expressed his willingness for an
impartial probe into the unsavory mess
and to have named a.bi-partisan board
of legislators to d¢ a thorough, conscien-
tious investigation.

THE TIMES cannot believe such an
offer would have been spurned by either
party.

Why Not a “Dogwood Trail?”

UBLISHED last week in the “This
Town-That World” column of THE
TIMES was a suggestion from 4 read-

er which is being accorded this addi-
tional endorsement, in the hope that
other Floyd county citiizens and the
county's school and civie groups will be-
come interested.

This suggestion, that “living memo-
rials” to the men and women who served
during this war could be beautifully and
smgulnrlx, as well-as aconomxcally, pro-
vided in Floyd county, is worthy of ser-
ious consideration.

A “Dogwood Trail” throughout the
county, formed from the native trees
which could be transplanted from neigh-
boring hillsides, and each tree dedicated
to a war veteran, is nothing fanciful at
all. The idea, esthetic and sentimental in
nature, is wholly practical.

Thus every family could have a part
in an enduring thing, a growmg and
blooming monument to the memories of
those who served. The dogwood, legend
has it; was dwarfed because it was the
umber of the Cross, and its petals are
marked by the blood-spots of Him who
suffered on the Cross.
