We
should, somehow, contrive to present
the local picture more effectively to in-
dustrialists.

The recent attempt .to organize a

Floyd County Chamber of Commerce, -

with all professional and business men
from all parts of the county eligible to
membership, should have met a better
fate. Thus would have been formed a
countywide organization to do the spade-
work hecessary to attract industries here.
Its seope would have been larger than
any similar group organized in any
single town of the county ; its over-all ef-
fect would have been commensurably
greater. :

Sporadic attempts of one individual,
or of a few, to “sell” Floyd county to out-
side interests work no harm and are ad-
mirable but they too often are ineffec-
tual. By this time we should have learned
this lesson.

Floyd county’s farms and mines and
small sawmill operations cannot absorb
the surplus of labor that is an inevitable
post-war problem. The farms, unless
scientific _conservation -and soil-building
are practised, will grow less in the future
as a source of revenue and employnient;
the mines, even in wartime and at full
production capacity, are well-manned.

Then to small, diversified industries
we must turn’if we would stabilize our
industry of the future.

It is no job for one or two, this work-
ing for the future. We all should do
something about it, for it concerns us
all,
