Tankman’s Death Told
In Chaplain’s Letter

Detalls of the death of T/5 Ches-
ter A. Allen, of Hueysville,.in
shell-shattered tank on May 30, 1944,
eight days after American forces
began their drive from the Anzio
beachhead toward Rome, are glven
in a letter from Chaplain Wilber K.
