HE murder of two Prestonsburg po-
licemen was a crime that shocked the
sensibilities of the community, a deed

of violence revolting to every instinet of
peaceable citizens.

But almost, if not quite, as shocking to
this newspaper was something else con-
nected with the apparently ruthless kill-
ing of two men who wore the uniform of
law officers. This was created by the
veiled hints that some citizens were glad
the two had thu‘s met their deaths. %

A spirit such as this among a few cit-
-izens, who' are considered reputédble is a
thing as dangerous and forbidding as a
smoking revolver. It supplies a sad com-
mentary on the moral fibre of 3 commu-
nity. :

Another disturbing factor throughout
Floyd county is the readiness of men and
women who are considered good citizens
to believe the worst always of officers of
the law. th unlike the too-doting moth-
‘er who rises to arms upon hearing one 6f
these highly-colored teacher-whip-baby
stories, they discourage law-enforcement
by siding with those opposing the forces
of law and order.

Certainly, this county and its towns
have had some bad officers; doubtless, it

_still has some who are no nonpare)ls But

WwHhat other class or profession can prove
sans peur, sans reproche ?

Officers of the law are human, like the
rest of us. They make mistakes. They
become - provoked. They have all the
weaknesses, and the strength, too, of the
ordinary cmzen. They have a lug job to
do and good citizens want to see them
do it, as eﬂiclentl) and'as peacefully as
possible.

But thelr task is made more exacting,
more arduous, even more dangerous, by
the encouragement folks offer to wrong-
doers.

+If you are.a good citizen, you will for-
get this teacher-whip-baby stuff and at
least give the officers the benefit of doubt.
If you are what you claim to be, you will
let Floyd county’s criminal element do
the copper-hating and for your own part
try to be helpful rather than an instiga-
tor of ill-feeling for those who represent
the law.
