REDUCE INTEREST
RATE ON LOANS

Interest 1ates on government life
insurance pclicy loans have been re-
| duced from 5 to 4 per cent annual-
|ly effective the first of August, th
Veterans Administration announced.
The VA explained the new rate is
in keeping with the present trend
of interest rates on policy loans
{made by commercial life insurance
companies.

Approximately 127,000 veterans of
both World Wars have loans of
more than $115000,000 outstanding
against Government or Na-
tional Service Life Insurance. On an
| annual basis the new rate will mean
a saving of over $1,000,000 to these
veterans

The new 4 per cent rate repre-
sents the second reduction in gov-
ernment life insurance rates within
the past seven years. The first was
made on July 19, 1939, when it was
cut from 6 to 5 per cent.

Loans may be secured on perma-
nent plans of U.S. Governmen and
National Service Life Insurance af-
ter the policy has been in effect one
year. The loan value is 94 per cent
of the cash value of the policy.*The
new 4 per cent interest rate will ap-
ply to all policy loans regardless of
their size.

VETERANS ADMINISTRATION
NEUROPSYCHIATRIC SERVICE
Approximately 60 per cent of all
hospitalized veterans are neuro-
psychiatric cases, for whom 38 hos-
pitals now exist and 13 more will be
constructed throughout the coun-
try. In addition, patients in general
medical and surgical hospitals will
be treated in mental convalescent
| centers or special Lmenb centers,
Mental hygiene cl treat
those 1ot needing hospltahzxc)on in
(‘Hoﬂ, preventive

A total of 1,117 more beds and 266
| additional doctors and nurses have
been added to the Veterans Admin-
istration hospitals. in . Ohio, Ken-
tucky and Michigan during the last
five months, the VA announced.

In Ohio, 426 more beds have been
made available. These include 300
at Cleveland’s Crile General hos-
pml which will eventually become

1,000-bed’ hospital, and 176 at
Gniflicothe. Total bed capacity in
Ohio is now 6532. Although 81 ad-
ditional doctors, dentists and nurses
have been added in Ohio’s VA hos-
pitals, 207 more medical personnel
are still needed.

Acquisition of Nichols General
hospital at Louisville increased Ken-
tucky's VA hospital bed capacity
from 1,237 to 1,742. Five months ago
only 96 doctors, dentists and nurses
were serving in VA hospitals ‘in
Kentucky. With the addition of 157,
210 are still needed.

BURIAL FLAGS

An American flag- to>drape the
casket of a deceased veteran may
be obtained by relatives or under-
takers by application to postmasters
at any county seaf postoffice. Flags
may also be obtained at other post-
offices designated by the Veterans
Administration or at any field office
of the VA. The flag will be given to
the next-of-kin after the burial,
Eligible for this benefit, are honor-
ably discharged veterans of any
ar, or a person honorably dis-
chargedl from the service after serv-
ing at least.one enlistment or dis-
Charged for disability in line of
duty. .

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

- Can one veteran have a loan
guaranteed by the VA to buy or
construct more than a single-fam-
ily home?

A.-Yes, but one veteran cannot
get a G.I. loan for more than a four-
family home. If more than one vet-
eran is buying, then the basic four-
family home is allowed for the
group and increased by one addi-
tional family unit for each veteran
participating in the loan. Thus, two
veterans can buy or build a six-fam-
ily home, three veterans. a seven-
family home, etc.

'Q. T am a veteran receiving dis-
ability compensation. 1f I accept
employment will my compensation
be cut?

A. No. Disabled veterans are en-
couraged to work as long as it does
not increase disability. Disability
compensations are subject to change
only as the disability itself changes.

e Just been discharged
from the army. I'm thinking about
going to college this fall, but I'm
not sire what I want to do. Am I
obligated to return to college if I
apply for a cersificate of eligibility
from the VA

A. No. lhe VA urges all veterans
starting school for the first time to
apply for certificates of eligibility
right now, so as to avoid delays
later. ‘After securing. your certificate
of eligibility, you might consult the
VA Guidance Center for advice as
to what course it would be best for
you to purste.

Q. My husband, a veteran, needs
hospitalization _ for ‘malignant

condition. I understand the treat-
ment he needs can be given at
Hines, Tllinois. Can he be admitted
there direct?

A. Direct. admissions - for the
treatment of malignant tonditions
are not made to Hines or other tu-
mor clinics unless {hey are those to
which Lhe applicent would normally
be admj v A n is made to
the nearest VA hosp!\‘.a] Thome or
center| with subsequent transfer to
‘tumor cllnl
. My son is a Datient at a VA
hospital. - Can he buy cigarettes,
candy and the like at the hospital?

A. Yes. VA hospitals have a can-
teen service and such items may be
purchased at a reasonable price. A
cart service is maintained for non-
ambulatory patients.
