COURT TERM BEGINNING HERE
MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 2:

S vou will doubtless recall, the Com-

monwealth, not the defense, at the

last term of the Floyd circuit court
sought changes of venue for two murder
trials.  That's un 1l procedure, hut
the Commonwealth declared that “such
a state of lawlessness exists in Floyd
county™ that it could not have a fai
chance in the trial of men accused of
murder.

That didn't mean that the state of
Jawlessness referred to was such that
folks were being killed off like flics, that
armed thugs were roaming the high-

shooting up and holding up every
body they met, or that the processes of
and order were being intimidated
by force or threat.
t that a relatively few cili-
some of them influential, were up-
holding crime and that the petit juries
of the county, on the whole, were falling
so far short of doing their duty that the
Commonwealth did not care to ris
trial in this county at that time.

It wasa blunt charge against us
all; more particularly, it was a sear-
ing indictment of the county’s petit
Jjuries. It named no individual, be-
cause a large percentage the

of this county want law
and order and some jurors at the,last
term of court were good jurors. The
trouble was, there were a few so weak
morally or mentally or so timid of spiri
that duty could not be seen or, if seen,
was disregarded.

So it’s up to vou to redeem us all in
the eyes of the law and in the esteem of
others,

You can do this in reazonably short
order. It will require the use of your
thinking faculties, for by moral
courage and a de our coun-
ty in a high order of service. Tt will not
permit of any vacation such as jury ser-
vice sometimes is regarded.  Your job
will be no sincure.

You will not be expected to conviet
every man or woman accused of an of-
fenze. It is common knowledge that a
grand jury indietment does not consti-
tute guilt. But you will have to consider
the forces of law and order a necessary
force in your lives and in those of others,
You will have to possess a desire to hold
guilty those who are guilty, regardless
of tion in life or the power of influ-
ence behind them.

Most of &ll, after you have decided
upon a defendant’s guilt, you must have
the nerve to fix his penally as long and
1s hard as deserved.

Above all, do not muke the tragic
mistake of evaluating a life al so many
dollars per head or of tagging the price
of a girl’'s or & woman's honor in dollars

You will have to decide who is cuilly
and who is innocent.  And if you would
make of tI law anything but a travesty

of justice, you will not déeide that a
man is guilty only a teehy-weeny bit. If
he is charged with murder and is guilty
of murder, he is due a penitentiary term
or the extreme penalty provided by law.
1f*he is innocent, certainly he should
not have to pay a fine or serve a jail
term—he 'should go free. There should
be no fence-straddling in this matter.

You know that; we know you do; we
are merely reminding you.

Election
Commissioners George W. Snodgrass
and Alex H. Spradlin and County Clerk
Jarvis Allen for doing their duty in mak-
ing the final purgation as directed by the
Roll officials.

It would have been easy for all con-
cerned to skip the whole thing—if the
election officers had failed to act and if
members of the Board "had agreed that
was the thing to do.

In some precincts, indeed, election of-
ficers did fail to do their legal duty to
start the registration purgation. It may
be asking a great deal of the Purgation
Board members, but THE TIMES hopes
they notify officers who were thus dere-
