Under this program. however, it
was stated tha: a'l limitations as to
sale prices and rentzls on all hous-
ing completed and now under con-
struetion remain in cffect, Roscoe
R. Daltor, director of the Federal
Housing Aéministration in Louis-
ville. said.

All construction started on and
afzer December 24 will be subject to
the tew rules which eliminate pri-
ovities. sale prices, mspecticns and
property standards

The new structures may not ex-
ceed 1500 square feet of flgor area
exclusive of hasements, parages,
open porches, ferraces and unfin-
ished attics. Lusury housing is not
possible under this Limitation. Only
one bath per living unit is permis-
sible, for example

Permts for all residential con-
struction—farm and non-farm—swill
be secured through the Federal
Housing Adm’nistration. Postoffice
Bullding, Touisville: Permits may be
securea by veterans and non-vet-
erans who desire to build for their
own occuparnicy.
