| HIGH TRIBUNAL B
HAS UMW CASE

Decision Not Expected
. For Some Time; Justice
Chides Legal Counsel

The last word was said Tuesday
in .the hearing of the case which is
expected to result in one of the
momentous decisions in the history
of the Supreme Court.

As- opposing counsel concluded
their arguments the tribunal had
the important job of deciding upon
the legality of the contempt fines
assessefl of John L. Lewis and the
United Mine Workers of America by

Tederal Judge Goldsborough. The
decision may be made in a matter
of weeks, or it may be months before
the opinion is announced.

A tart suggestion from Justice
Jackson that the Supreme Court is
trying to peychoanalyze Congress
rather than interpret the law cli-
maxed the historic contempt case.

‘The flare-up came after Attorney
General Tem Clark told the court
that Lewis' scorning of a federal
court order, designed to head off
last November's coal strike, was an
insult to the United States and an
invitation to “mob rule.”

1t ‘stmilarly followed a retort from
attorneys for the United Mine Work-
ers chief that Clark’s argument
“might better have been sounded in
a political arena.”
