G.I. INSURANCE BENEFITS

Although the time for reinstating
lapsed National Service Life Insur-
ance has been extended to next Jan-

uary 1 Veterans Administration this
week emphasized that Aug. 1 1947

still remains the deadline for apply-
ing for two other insurance bene-
fits,

The first concerns veterans who

may be entitled to waiver of premium.
payments because of total disability
existirg for six or more consecutive

months. Waiver in such cases gen-
erally is made effective from the

date the perlod of disability com-

menced, but not more than one year
before VA&# receipt of the insured’s

application for waiver.

If application is ready by Aug. 1
howeyer, and entitlement to waiver

is established, it may be made effec-

tive from the beginning of the }dis-

ability period as far bark as Aug. 1
1941 and premiums paid while the
insured was totally disabled will be

refunded,

After next August 1 waiver of
premium paid more. than a year

from date of application will be

granted only in special eases. where

it can be shown that the insured

was unable to apply within the time

limit.

‘The other deadlin affects bene-

ficiaries of deceased NSLI volicy-
holders who, prior to death either

in service or after discharge, became

eligible for waiver of premiums but

never applied. Such beneficiaries

may claim refund of waived pre-

Industrial growth is largely a state

of mind. This is especially tru in

Kentucky, where indifference, even

hostility in some instances, has let

cities and towns in such states as

Alabema and Georgia get ahead

Our state has too many people
who oppose industrial growth be-

cause they think it is Hable to dis-

turh ‘theix quiet and sometimes

smug community life, and then there
are the industrialists in the smaller

cities who do all they can, on the

quiet usually, to keep new factories

out because of fear of competition
in the loca: labor market.

Tn his ‘report on manufacturing
for the Committee for Kentucky Dr.

‘W Scott Hall, economics professor
at Transylvania College, gives us a

hopeful paragraph, on Kentucky&#3
industrlal state of mind.

“The attitude of Kentuckians to-

ward manufacturing yarles,” says

Dr. Hall. “Some people are luke-

warm, fearing increased wages for

farm and other labor, unsightly
plants, a ‘foreign’ element, unem-

ployment and relief costs during de-

pressions, and a break with our

agrarian heritage. But more people
appear favorable, New plants are

usually exempted from city taxes

for a five-year period and occasion-

ally a building i furnished on a

subsidized basis.”

Ona recent tour of the Deep
I couldn&#3 help comparing

sich cities as Macon, Columbus,

e, Gadsden, Decatur, Huntsville,

Florence and Montgomery with Ken-

tacky&# medium-sized cities, such as

Lexington, Owensboro, Henderson,

Paducah and Bowling Green. The

citie ‘way down south have just
about doubled their size in the last

decade, and their growth has been

du almost wholly to industrial de-

yelopment. Cheap electricity from

the TVA is a big factor in bringing

W factories to northern Alabama

cities but genérally the progress of

Alabama and Georgia can be ac-

counted for by a state of mind. The

people see industrial growth as their

greatest hope.

The industrialization of these two
states has hot disturbed the peaceful
lives of deep- and well-to-do
families as these complacent folks

feared it would do. Nor ‘has it robbed

the plantations cf their labo.” ‘The

drift of the shareeropper population
to factory towns has been offset by

mechanizatio of agriculture. And

so far as I can learn few if any fac-

tory owrlers hive had cause to com-,

plain that rivals have raided their

labor supply
Really the opposition to new fac-

tories in Kentucky towns and cities

f groundless. Stock fears are al-
most 100 per cent imaginary.
