Veterans Administraticn this week
answered the 10} questiors most fre-
quently asked by World War II vet-
erans about National Service Life
Insurance in aj recent VA survey.
‘The questiors and answers follow:
How can g G.I pelicy offer so
many advantages for so low a pre-
mium?

A. ‘Because the government as-
sumes all costs of administration
and of extra hazerds due to military
and naval servide. Also, there is no
charge calculatdd in the premium
for those engagdd in hazardous oc-
cupations, or for the waiver of pre-
miums in case of total disability for
six consecutive fonths or more.
