Withdriwal by Léiis
Costs Ky. Federation.
45,000-Member Loss

Withdrawal by John L. Lewis of
his United Mine Workers from the
American Federation of Labor means
a loss of about 45 per cent in mem-
bership and revenues to the Ken-
tucky Federation of Labor, it is esti-
mated. ‘

A report ‘submitted by Edward H.
Weyler, KFL secretary-treasurer at
the state convention in Ashland last
September showed 86,000 AFL u
members in the state, Of these the
United Mine Workers have beén
sying a 5ecent pér capita tax on
39,000 members. It was explained
that a union commonly pays taxes
on less than its full memberstiip, so
actually United Mine Workers mem-
bership in the state probably is sev-
eral thousand above that figure.

Counting members of other unions
and non-union miners, the total
number of miners in the §tate is es-
timated at 50,000 to 55,000.
