Nearly half of the veterans in
Ohio, Michigan and Kentucky who
are financing the purchase of homes
with the aid of G.I. loans are buy-
ing newly built houses at an average

—-— | selling price of $8,200, Veterans Ad-

ministration Branch Office officials
in Columbus, O, said this week.
Analysis of G.L home loan figures
over a four-month period shows that
more than 45 per cent of the loans
were on new construction, and that
the remainder were on homes pre-
viously occupied, for which the sales
price averaged $6,675.

A current, monthly average of 3,000
veterans in Ohio, 2,500 in Michigan
and 500 in Kentucky are using their
loan guarantee rights for home pur-
This means’ that about 1350
new homes per month in Ohio, 1,125
in Michigan 'and 225, in. Kentucky
are being sold to veterans under the
program. i
Since the first G.I, loan was made|
late in 1944, veterans in the three
states have negotiated 116,196 home
loans through lending institutions in
the amount of $§70,600,937. The state
totals includd: Chio, 62,337 Joans for
$372,700914; Michigan, 43,46 loans
for $245468,621; Kentucky, 10,413
loans’ for $52,431,402.

A revision in Veterans’ Adminis-
tration requirements for medical and
dental treatment and hospitaliza-
tion will become effective Jan. 1.
