HE PROMPTED
COAL STRIKE

UMWA Leader Is Forced
By Court Order To Make
; Appearance Before Board

Forced by a federal judge to ap-
pear Tuesday before a board inves-
tigating the coal strike, John L.
Lewis entered a blanket denal that
he caused the nation-wide walkout.

He declared that. the soft coal
miners left their jobs because “they
found out they had been gold-brick-
ed by the operators.”

The strike started March 15, three
days after Lewis told his United
Mine Workers in 2 letter that the
operators - had “dishonored” their
contract by failing to arrange pen-
sion payments.

But Lewis insisted the miners
walked out on their o

The board will report its findings
to. President Truman: When it does,
Mr. Truman can direct the Attorney
General ‘to seek a federal court in-
junction to stop the strike.

Modeling for those wio are cred-
ited with being the architects in
fashioning the future of children Is
the role of the teachers and puplls
of two Floyd county schools.

The “model school” plan, institu-
ted by Palmer L. Hall, Superinten:

dent of Floyd county schools, and
now coneluding its second year, 'was
born of necessity. Only two other
counties in Kentucky have such a
system, and Floyd's is the only
of its kind in Eastern Kentucky.

Because of the loss of so many
trained and qualified-teachers since
the beginning of the war period and
the consequent use of g large num-
ber of “emergency” teachers, school
administrators have had to do a lot
of searching, substituting and ex-
perimenting in order to keep the
schools going with the highest possi-
ble efficiency under existing handi-
caps. The shortage of trained prin-

cipals and supervisors Was nd less
than that for classroom teachers,
and so ways of bringing the greatest

possible. help to the teachers who|'

had not had the advantage of the
usual college training without the
help of suffigient. supervisory help
had to be found,

One of the methods used to over-
come this lack of training'on the
part of teachers and the lack of

personnel was the set-
ﬂng up of two “model” schools, one
at thé CUf school (District No, 3)
and the other at the Dark Hollow

school (District 43).

Roughly, these schools are sit-
uated in opposite sides of the county, |
choice of these schools béing deter-|
mined partly on account of theif lo-
cation in regard to the distribution
of ‘rural schools throughout the
county, partly because of the avails
ability of. the proper teacher and
| the ‘suitability of the school itself
for the purpose.

The“berm “mode] school” is some-
what misleading to one who thinks
as & model being an ideal example.
From the physical standpoint nei-
ther.of these schools could be classed
as ideal. Both buildings, in fact, are
of the old type, With windows on
both sides of the building providing
cross ventilation and cross lighting.
At the time the Dark Hollaw school
was selected 1t was hardly typical of
the old type buildings in that it did
not have cloak rooms. These were
added Dby, the Board of Education
under the supervision of the teacher
before the- opening of. the. school in
July, 1948,

intendent Hall and his helpers were
thinking’ of what was being done in
the dchool With the equipment avail-
able ather than what could be done
to make the physical aspects of the
school ideal.
