Improved financial status of Floyd
county is reflected’ in the recent
audit of the county's fiscal affairs
for the year 1946-47 made by the
office of H. N. Jones, Atditor of Pub-
He Accounts.

The county is “still in the woods”
but is gradually working its way out
of the morass of debt in which it
has been.bogged for years, the audit
shows. |

“The bonded indebtedness which
in 1938 was between $900,000 and
$1,000,000 stood, at the end of the
fiscal year icovered by the audit, at
little more than half that figure—
$537.000, to' be exact. And against
this the county treasurer counted as-
sets totaling $220,876.70, including
$12484690 in cash and $90000 in
government bonds.

The road to solvency has been long
and stecp, with a series of bond is-
sues voted since 1919 demanding
serious condition. In addition' to pay-
ing out on the bond debt, the coun-
ty long singe has cast aside the is-
suance of county warrants on which
heavy discounts were taken for cash,

The bonded -indebtedness, picture,
