But the Department of Revenue
imposes a uniform 80 per cent as-
sessment on the franchise compan-
ies by this method: It takes a five-
year averagé of quoted prices on
stocks and bonds issued by a com-
pany. Then it takes a five-year ave-
rage on net operating income. Tt
capitalizes the net operating in-
come at 6 per cent. It adds that fig-
ure to the five-year average price of
stocks and bonds,e divides. the result
by two, and declares hat to be the
100 per cent value of.the company.

Next, the department determines
how much of thé company is Io-
cated in Kentucky. Various yard-
sticks are used. For railroads, for
example, the yardstick is how many
miles of main track are in Ken-
tucky. For utilities, it is the Ken-
tucky mileage of 3,000-volt lines
Having found the value located in
Kentucky, the department reduces
from 100 to 80 per cent.

While Game Club

While systematicelly going about
the business: of setting marks for
other similar groups of the section
to shoot at, the Floyd County Fish
& Game Club has come into posses-
sion of a hen quail which is setting
2 record of her own.

Ken Vanderpool, of Midas, who
handles some of the club’s brood
quail, is authority for the statement
that this particular Bobbiewhite has
quail has already laid 91 eggs this
year since beginning of the laying
season around April.

Anyway, the club has been exper-
imenting, with marked success, in
keeping.its own quail brood and in-
cubating the eges. Tweniy-five pairs
of quail owned by the club are ave-
raging 17 eges a day. The club has
two_incubators of 125-egg capacity
each Which turn cut a hatching
every two weeks. At the present rate
the eggs are being set, the club fig-

eges during the Current season,
which will end around the last of
August.

The club is, otherwise adding to
the qugil supply by rearing birds
from the day-old stage. Of 600 birds
received July 1, 200 went to the ccl-
ony brooder constructed by the club
and kept at Langley by Bernard
Baldridge, county conservation of-
ficer. Only 12 of these had died as
of this week. The other 400 went to
Ken Vanderpool at Midas, and only
16 of these have died. The Pivision
of Game and Fish figures to lose 20
‘per cent of young quail cn the first
day after hatching.

Of the eges laid by quail kept by
the club, 81 eges comprised the sec-
ond setting, and of 77 quail hatched
not one died. The first setting was,
of eggs, some of which were as ald
‘as 20 days; but 36 of the birds are
living.

In the stream division of its acti-
vities, tHe club spent $450 for 3,300
smallméuth bass which were reléeas-
ed June 30, in the Big Sandy from
a mile south of Prestonsburg to
Banner. An allétment of bass from
the Division of Game and Fish, as
well as crappief is expected later in
the year. The crappie, it has been
decided, are destined for Beaver
Creek. These waters were decided
upon for crappic ‘upon proof that
this species is doing well there, with
several nice catches reported. A
month ago, between 7.000 and 8,000
sun fish from the Kentucky West
Virginia Gas Company’s cooling
ponds at Dwale were released in
Floyd streams before acid was ad-
ded to the water to kill weed growth.

The club’s sixth annual fish fry
will be held August 8 on the Mayo
farm, one mile south of Prestons-
burg. For this event the club has
planned a program which it expects
to be better than any of the pre-
vious five.
