the new supervisors because these
districts have large trade and indus-
trial programs in their cwrricula,
Hodgkin said. These programs re-
quire special hogkkeeping systems
which will begaudited by agents |
from the State Education Depart-
ment,

Also excluded from the new setup | .
are the independent districts of
Govington, Newport, Ashland, Lex-
ington, Owenshoro, and Paducah.
‘Thiese are second-population  class
cities having district bcokkeeping
systems which also will be handled
by special state agents.

Louisville, Somerset and Hazard
are excluded, tao, because of trade
and indbstrial programs, but will
get special attention from the state.

Weekly Newspaper ‘Took’
Dailies on Pound Robbery *

The robbery, a few months ago, of
the bank at Pound, Va., with a Floyd
countian allegedly taking part in the
hold-up, gave the webkly newspaper
at Norton a clean scoop on the. dail-
ies on one of the big stories in Vir-

1} ginia for 1948

‘ ‘The story of the scoop was recent-
11y told by the scooped dailies:

The subscribers of The Norton
Coalfield Progress, a modest but
growing ‘“country weekly,” were
reading about the bank robbery be-
fore many of the large newspapers
and. radio stations in the area knew
it had happened.

Tt wasn't one of those,stories that
Tappens right in front of the news-
| paper, either. The bank was robbed
| at Pound, Va. 20 miles to the nortn
over rugged mountain roads.
‘ It was shortly after noon in Nor-
| ton that The Coalfield Progress was
to g0 to press. The paper had been
made up with accounts of meetings
!and society items laboriously gar-
nered from the clubs and churches|
and P.-TA. through the v.eek

Carroll Tate, a lanky, dark-haired
soung man who.calls himeelf ~gen-
eral flunky” for the paper and who
is its eporter and business manager,
was relaxing in the office,

A pressman, just’returning from
lunch, walked in and remarked cas-
nally:

“We'd better throw out the front
page.”

Then he,added, still casually, “The
bank's been robbed af Pound.”

Tate jumped to life. He telephaned
Pound and confirmed what the press-
man had heard a state trooper re-
mark to passersby on tke corner.

Tate drove the 20 miles to Pound
0 a hurry over the winding roads
He interviewed Edd Barr, the benk
cashier, who had been ordered into
a vault by two armed men, who
neglected to close the vault door
tightly encugh to make 1t click.

Barr said he got out of the vault
and shouted an alarm. He fired a|

istol at one of the bandits and
wounded him on the bank steps. The
two leaped into a car driven by an-
cther man and drove off,

As Tate finished talking to Barr,
state troopers brought in the three

men for Barr to identify them. The
money was recovered.

Tate sped back to Norton, wrote
his stery and soon the presses of the
weekly rolled with a red-hot story
and a banner on the front page.
