Since 1940, Kentucky has been

As a result, Kentucky has been
forced to rely on.emergency teach-
ers who lack the qualifications of
1egular teachers. - The' number of
emergency teachers grew each year
until last year; when between 2200
and 5,300 of them were employed.

geney teachers and 1,329 more qual-
ified teachers in Kentucky schools.

His statement. was contained in a
letter to the chairman of the Clark
county board of health, Winchester,
where a severe outbreak had oc
curred. Excerpts from his statement
ollow:

Ringworm of the scalp is a fungus |

disease In which the fungus invades
the hair follices from which it is ex-
tremely difficult to kill or dislodge.
It is, largely a d'sease of children
under puberty, hence its tendency
to- become  epidemic in chxldren of
grade school age.

It is transmitted by passing the
fungus directly from child to child
in scales or on dead hair from the
Tesions of scalp infections. It occurs
six times more frequently among
boys than among eirls. In boys, the
early lesions first appear most fres
