Big Sandy Codl Increase
For Last Year, 39 Pct.;
Gain for Areals Less

Pikeville, Ky., Jan. 18—The five
high-volatile fields of Southeastern
West Virginia and Eastern Kentucky
mined 31 per cent more coal in 1950
than they did the preceding year,
according to figures released here
teday.

duced 73,495,752 tons last
¥ an increase of 17,453,942 tons
o\&‘d the 56,041,810 tons produced in
1949. And indications are that the

. | upward trend will continue in 1951

The greatest percentage increase
of the group was shown by the Haz-

ard field, which mined 52 per cent
more coal in 1950 than in 1949. This
field produced 8.420.000 tons last year
as against only 5531600 tons the
preceding year.

Next, with an increase of 39 per
cent, ws the Big Sandy field, which
prodnced 14,862,210 tons last year
’HT’EI mining but 10,661,740 tons in

’]‘he Logan field in West Virginia
showed a 30 per cent increase with
26 per cent increase by the West
vi Kanawha field, and an in-
crease cf 20 per cent by the William-
son field in West Virginia.

Disabled Vets of War
In Korea Are Entitled
To Rehabilitation Aid

Regulations outlining conditions
under which veterans. disabled after
fighting started in Korea, may be
entitled to Public Law 16 rehabilita-
tion training, have been announced
by the Veterans Administration.

This tralning, previously limited
to World War II veterans, was ex-
tended to many veterans disabled on
or after June 27, 1950, by Public
Law 894, signed by the President in
December.

Newly eligible veterans wil] fol-
low procedures similar to thcse in
effect for World War II veterans.
The same application forms will be

Under the new law, a veteran
must have been disabled after the
Korean conflict began and prior
to a date yet to be fixed. It is re-
quired that the disabilty be such
that VA may pay compensation at
full wartime rates. Such rates are
paid for disabilities or injuries re-
sulting from armed conflict, or
during extra-hazardous  service, -cr
while the United States is engaged
in war.

Social Security Law
May Now Affect 100
Floyd Farm Workers

Regular farm workers—perhaps a
hundred of them in this county—
came under the federal social secu-
rity law, beginning January 1, ac-
cording to Horace Gedbey, manager
of the Ashland office.

Dairy farming will lead to old-age
and survivors insurance protection
for the largest number of farm peo-
ple in this area, Mr. Godbey believes,
with cattle farming next. He.dmpha-
sizes that it is the regular farm
worker who is paid cash wages who
will come under the law—not the
itinerant, seasonal or part-time
worker.

A new lcaflet, “Notice to Farmers
with Regular Hired Help,” explains
how the farm operator can tell
whether any of his employes are
covered by the law. Issued by the
Bureau of Internal' Revenue, the
leaflet is available from the Collec-
tor of Infernal Revenue at Louls-
ville, the Soclal Security Adminis-
tration at Ashland, or from offices
of county agents or Production
Farm Marketing Administration,
Many banks also have copies of the
notice.

In ‘addition to explaining just
what workers are covered, the leaf-
Iet contains. a tear-off slip, Form
8S-4a, which the farm owner should
corplete and mail if he has em-
ployes who will be covered by the
law. Further information about
making the quarterly tax reports,
and coples of the reporting blanks,
will be sent to farmers who mail|c
this form to the collector cf internal
revenue.

“Not all farm workers are covered
by the new law,” Mr. Godbey em-
phasizes, The farm operatcr himself
does ot receive the protection of
dld-age and survivors insurance, nor
do farm workers who work less than
five months for one employer.

Before he can be covered by the
1aw, 3 farm worker must work ‘for
an employer during a qualifying pe-
riod of one full calendsr quarter.
This may be the last calendar quar-
ter of 1950—October, Novemnber, and

Of Public Aid Velunteer

Tn an all-out attempt|to marshal
the available manpower of Kentucky
fcr the national cefense program,
Vego E. Bares, commissioner, Der

, | partment of Economic Security, has

called or. recipicuts of public assis:
tance who might be qualified for
emplcyment to volunteer' their ser-
vices to help in the present emer-
gency. A lefter to tbis. effect from
the department’s Divisiort of Public
Assistance was sent to.each recipient
along with the January public assis-
tance chegks.

“The President has declared a
state of emergeney,” the letter to e~
cipients said, “and additional man-
power will be needed to carry on the
expanding defense pyogram. The
department's Division of Employ-
ment Service is the official agency
for supplying manpower to defense
industries in Kentucky, That divi-
sion is making a special effort to
utilize all  available manpower
skills.”

“The employment service has of-
fered its specialized skills, in coop-
eration with the Division of Public
assistance, to get jobs for the aged,
the blind, and the otherwise handi-
capped who want to help out their
country and at the same time in-

* |crease their ircome,” Commissioner

Barnes declared.

He poinjed out that in December,
there were 67731 perscns receiving
old age assistance, at least 24007
adults drawing aid for their depen-
dent children, and 2441 reciplents

shortage and there are'still many
active job seekers registered with
the employment service” Barnes
said, “un‘oubtedly many of these
public assistance recipients possess
useful skills which, if given the right
direction, will constitute a’ great
réservoir of manpower for Kentucky
employers to draw upon.

“There are indications that many.
public assistance recipients have al-
ready been_absorbed by expanding '
defenge industries,” he | continued,
“The Division of Public' Assistance
reported that December. brought a |
major drop in application intake,

All employment service offices
were alerted by the department to
give special considerstion to the
placement of recipients|of public as-
sistance. The letter to recipients
also reminded those who received .
employment. to report the fact to «
the division at once. According to |
the letter, in cases where a grant of +
assistance is discontinued, that per- *
sons re-application will receive pi
lority consideration at the end of t.he
employment, period.

Barnes emphasized that by u:cepc-
ing employment during the mobil-
ization period, many aged persons
can acquire wage credits under the
amended Old Age and Survivors In-
surance law.
