Under Wa in Floyd
Tribute Paid Smith

Attending the meeting in Louis
ville last week of the Kentucky

Tuberculosis Association,

gina B, Mayo, who has been assi
ed to the work of special tubercu-

losis nurse in Floyd county, found

leaders in the fight on TB urging
the same steps she is taking here

to reach tuberculosis cases, educate

the public in the care and treatment

of patients, and to warn against
and prevent the spread of the di-

sease.

‘The special TB work in this

county, heralded as a pionee effort,
was mentioned in discussions, and

Mrs. Mayo’s spot map of the county
showing not only deaths over past
years -but also the active and ar-

rested cases and the families in

which all over 15 had been x-rayed
and the children skin-tested at-

tracted special interest.

Steps to. prevent the spread of

tuberculosis were particularily em-

phasized. Dr. Underwood, head of

the State Board of Health, de-

scribed TB as “still a major epi-
demic” and added that coordinated

effort on the part of doctor and

patient are necessary °to stop its

spread.” He urged a law to isolate

spreaders and suggested the coun-

ties of the state should provide
isolation for those who may scatter

TB.

Dr. L. E. Smith, who for 20 years

hha served the Association as secre-

tary, announced his retirement, and

to this gentle man speakers
high tribute.
