The matter came up for Congress~
ional investigation as part of a
study made by the Joirit Committee
on eduction of Non-Essential Fed-
eral Expenditures. Figures “were
gathered on the number of govern-
ment jobs in each of the 3,070
ccunties in the United States as
of last June.

Their findings shoy a total of
112 people in the federal employ in
Floyd county. On a population basis,
this represented 2.1 on the payrolf
for every 1000 residents. Else-
where in the United States, ex-
cluding the District of| Columbia,
the average was higher—10.9 em-
ployed per 1,000 people; |

The local rate Was also| lower than
in the State of Kentucky|as a whole,
where federal employment amiount-
d to 68 per 1000, In ithe Bast-
South-Central States, there were 85 .
jobs for every 1,000 resitients.

Of the 112 civilian employees in
Floyd county, .09 are attached to
the Post Office Department,

The Joint Congressional Commit-
tee found that by September, 1950,
partly due to the defense prepara-
tions, federal. civilian employment
within the United States had reach-
ed 1947000 and was rising  more
than 1,000 a day.

Invited by Governor
To Safety Conference
At Lexmgton, May 18

Frankfort, Ky. May 10 (Spl)—
Forty-six persons from Floyd coun-
ty have been appointed by Gov.
Lawrence W. Wetherby as delegates
10 the Kentucky Highway Safety
Conference at the University of
Kentucky at Lexington, May 18.

Governor Wetherby called the
conference to seek ways of reduc-
ing highway accidents throughout
the state and called on all Ken-
tuckians to support the meeting
and to show an active interest in a
vigorous safety program.

He pointed out that motor acci-
dents killed 678 rersons in Kentuc-
ky last vear and that 1951 promises
to be just as bloody if remedial
steps are not taken. He said that
highway safety conferences in other
states have shown their worth in
reduced accident tolls and that the
same good can be done in Kentuc-
ky with the support of the people
of the’state.

“It is my firm conviction that]
the people of Kentucky want and
intend to meel the emergency of
increased traffic accidents and re-
duce this menace.” the Governor
said in the proclamatio e issued
in calling the confeernce, “It is my
good fortune to convey that ef-
Tective means for meeting it are
at hand through a statewide safety
conference in which all Kentuckians
can participate.”

The local delegation will join
some 7,000 other delegates in Lex-
ington. All city and county officials
in the state have been invited along
with officials of service clubs, vet-
erans organizations, highway and
mator clubs, school and church or-
ganizations and other groups.
