‘ Of Prosecutors, Says
| Reed in Opinion Given
Knott Official-Elect

In reply to a query from Afton M.
| Smith, Commonwealth's Attorney-
elect of the Knott-Magoffin judicial
district, Assistant Attorney General
M. D. Reed, Jr., this week expressed
the opinion that the county or coun-
tles of a judicial district may sup-
| plement the pay of their Common-
wealth’s Attorney up to the consti-
tutional maximum of $7200 a year
for local officials.

Reed says the state pays a Com-
monwealth's Attorney $6000 a year,
but the law provides that the coun-
ties he serves may add to his pay,
| the total of which must not exceed
1$7.200 annually.

Commonwealth’s Attorneys taking
| office next January will be eligible
“for the salary supplement if the fis-
cal courts in their districts agree to
‘ndd $1,200 yearly in pay to the post
‘befure the Commonwealth’s Attor-
neys are elected in November.

The state pays circuit judges $7.-
500 annually. The fiscal courts of the
counties they serve may bring the
judge's pay up to $8,400 annually,
the constitutional Mmit for circuit
Jjudges.
