Plan Envisions Mergeri
f Health Facilities

(Special to the Times)

NEW YORK, Nov. § — Better
care for the sick in Floyd county
is envisioned by the Federal Se-
curity Agency as part of a broad
plan, just announced, to: unify the
services offered by health de-
partments and general hospitals
throughout the country.

The plan was drawn up after the
American Hospital Association and
the American Public Health Associ-
ation drew attention to the -fact
that in the interests .of economy,
efficiency and superior health ser-
vice, the hospital and the health
department must be ‘“integrated
into a unlty.”

In Floyd county as In other parts
of the country, the local health de-
partment would be established in
or close to the general hospital
area. This linkage would give the
two services the joint use of ex-
pensive and speclalized 'diagnostic
equipment and would enable each
to share thet professional personnel
of the others

In orgenizing the plan, note was
taken of existing facilitles as well
as geographical and . population
problems.

supply because coal is plentiful in
nearby areas.
