HO KILLING

In Kentucky butchering can be

@on ftom Thanksgiving through

February. It is not necessary fo:

you to wait until freezing weather

to kill your hog. It is safe to kill

them if the temperature is! as low

as 38 degrees. Meat does not cure

in freezing weather,

You should greatly reduce the

hog’s feed at least 24 hours before

killing, but keep plenty of fresh

water by it, Water will keep the

hog quiet and st the same time re-

duce the contents of the entrails.

Avoid chasing the hog. Since this

causes it to become overheated. An

overheated hog doesn’t bleed well

and this may cause the meat to

spoil.

Shooting is not the best way to

Kill a hog, but if you practice shoot-

ing use small-caliber gun and

stick immediately. The best way to

killa hog is to stick it. Bleeding
ig more thorough if the hog is hung

up. Sticking is the least painful way

to kill a hog because as long as 2

wound is bleeding it doesn’t hurt.

‘A narrow, sharp-pointed knife is

excellent for sticking.

If you use a barrell to scald hogs,
the temperature of the water should

be 155 to 160 degrees Farenheit.

Higher temperature may scald the

hide and cause the hair to set. &

heaping tablespoon of lye to each

barrel of water will make it: easier

to remove t scruff.

The carcass will be easier to cut

if it&#3 chilled first. Split the car~

cass and°hang it in the smoke-

house. If temperature is unusually

low, it-may be necessary to wrap

the carcass in heavy cloth to keep
it from figezing. Frozen meat is

hard to handle and will not tak
cure.

Salt, saltpetér, and sugar in some

form are the preservatives general-
ly used in curing pork. Salt draws

water from the meat and ‘when

used alone tends to harden. the mus-

cle fibers. Sugar has the opposite
effect in that it preserves the juici-
ness and helps keep muscle fibres

soft, Only enough saltpeter should

be used to maintain the rich, red

color of the meat. A good dry-sugar

cure can be made of 7% pounds of

salt, 2% pounds of sugar, and

ounces of saltpeter, this being the

amount of mixture for 100 poun
of meat.
