was a part of Virginia, land grants
were given soldiers and militiamen
for their services to the state. Many
of these Virginia land grants were
for tracts in what is now Kentucky.

After Kentucky became a state in
1792, she also gave land grants and
some were for the same lands pre-
viously given away by Virginia. This
was particularly true in Wwhat is now
Eastern Kentucky.

Chaos and confusion in estab-
lishing land titles followed. Condi-
tions became so bad that the Ken-
tucky Legislature in 1905 passed the
Land Forftiture Act.

This law enabled Kentucky to
take over any land not on the as-
sessment rolls and on which taxes
had not been paid. But anyone who
had lived on the land and had paid
taxes on it for five years could re-
decm his portion of it. Further, any
interested party could buy back his
share of the land by paying 50 years’
back taxes'on it and proving title.

In 1907, the Commonwealth sued
a number of persons, including Tay-
Tor, in Pike circult court seeking to
Forfeit their title to the state on the
ground they had failed to list 750,000
acres for taxes.

The state won its suit in the
lower court, in the Court of Appeals
and in the United States Supreme
Court in 1908. Most of the land later
was Teclaimed, but the stete still
owns some of it.

Nothing further was done in the
matter until May, 1947, when Taylor,
defendant in the 1907 suit, filed &
motion in Plke circult court asking
the Commonwealth to sell & ‘portion
of the lands known as the “Haskell
Patent.”

“Taylor contended he Was an heir

to the 300,000 acres Which had been '

granted by Virginie to Benjamin
Haskell on November 26, 1785, Tay-
lor contended the land Forfelture
Act required the state to sell any
forfeited lends not purchasel back
by owners. ’

The late R. Morroe Fields, Who
was Pike circult judge in 1047, Te-
fused Taylor's request that the huge
tract be sold at public auction for
taxes. Taylor appealed.

Last December, the Court of Ap-
peals, in an opinion by former Judge
William H. Rees, reversed the lower
court decislon. But it later reopened
the case on & motion to reconsider
its decision.

Last week, the Appellate Court up-
held Pields’ refusal to order the land
sold. Taylor's abandonment of an
“unajudicated or  unconsumated
claim of right and his ‘acquiescence
in the'faflure of the Commonwealth
to take further steps to have the
land sold, created n new right in
the Commonwealth,” the court said,

"The opinion, written by Comrais:,
stoner Osso W. Stanlcy, said Ke
tucky acquired “the right of repose”
when Teylor waited 38 years to
assert his claim.

TIDBITS OF KENTUGKY FOLKLORE

On & recent visit to & good-sized
town in the state T found in pring
and was given a copy of a collection
of yarns as told by a neighborhood
yarn-spinner of a half-century ago, |
remembered and lovingly retold by a
local citizen of prominence. As I
thanked the donor of the copy of
this delightful collection, I said,!
very nzighborhood ought to en-!
courage or draft some one to put
wn in pcrmanent form the le-
ends, traditions, and yarns of that
rea. My friend, who is a walking
neyclopedia of local history, agreed
vith me. I begged her, in spite of
er busy life, to set down what shc
naws akout her country ard town,
ven to dictate to some younger per-
son the significant stories she knows
50 well. If T had some cxtra mone:
to spend wisely, I can think of noth-
ing that would be greater than to
buy recording materials to take
down the conversations and yarns
of just such local historians and
yarn-spinners.
Many times in this column I have
emmnea how I wished that I had
record of the songs that Aunt
Jane Underwood, of Fidelity, sang
50 well a half century and more ago.
Long before the commgreialization
of falk songs she song for the love
of singing and should be represented
in our time by some permanent rcc-
rds rather than by memories of
uch middle-aged pepple as I. In
he same fashion there ought o be
ecords of yarns, not the dry, liter-
1y recording of them in books, but
poken yarns, in the idiom of the
atural yarn-spinacr. Some Work of
his sort hes becn done, of course,
ut too often it has been spectacular
r unrepresentative. What would ke
most valuable would be on honest
account of some neighborhood event,
told plainly and ir. an unadorned
fashion by the neighborhood yarn-
spinner.
Some of us get riled because cer-
tain areas of America get more at-
tention than others Historians often
perpetuate the yarns that got into
t a long time ago and are not
inclined to listen to new oncs. It be-
comes customary tc regard all rec-
ords of older time as sacred and as
gospel truth; later ones are regard-
ed as chcap and unpeliable. From
some years of investigations' I have
often learned that the carlier yarns
are no more to be crowned as the
whole truth than many later ones.
Some of the recorders of the tales
told by the pioneers embroidered
their sup posedly historic stories with
‘avents that. did net take place and
never will. Careful investigation
will reveal many loopholcs in the
stories about Boone, Kenten, and
Audubon, and many others. Some of
their experiences sound too- much
like traditional ones to be bclieved
without further proof. But the his-
terlans like to teke thess ewlier
documents as a storting point and
weave fascinating yarns about the
ravery and canniness of the pio-
eers. Iieanwhile, in other parts of

re stories just as interesting, just
authcntic as these, but nobody
as ever taken the troutle to collect
and publish them. Tt seems easfer
