Educators considered approval of
a constittional amendment by the
legislature -the first step toward
vast improvement .in  the state's
school system. The measvre pro-
vides for a vote on the amendment
in November which would,authorize
the General Assembly to revise the
method of distributing the state
common school fund to the school
districts.

Hard fought by the school people

a measure which scts December
3las the birthdate deadline. for
school entry for six-year-old child-
ren, Under a 1950 law, a child
could not cnter School if his sixth
birthday occurred after September
1. Thenew law allows the six-year-
old child to start school ‘in Septem-
ber if his birthay is befors Decem-
ber 31.

Another approved _constitutional
amendment which will be submitted
to the people for vote in November
would create an appointive’ guber-
natorial cabinet. It changes from
elective to appointive the offices of
state treasurer, secrctary of state,
superintendent of public instruction,
clerk of the court of appeals and
commissioner of agriculture

Some school people fear that this
“short ballot” muasure may hurt
the chances of the education
amendment in the November elec-
tioni.

Much of the legislation voted in
the 1952 session was of the “house
keeping” variety and won quick
approval. These were such mea-
sures as appropriations to maintain
state functions and to grant pay
increases for emplqyees in keeping
with living cost ingreases. Sheriffs
came in for some pay bocsts in
three measures approved by the
House on the final day.

Of major import was the redis-
tricting bill cufting the State’s nine
congressional districts to eight.
There was no serious ‘threat to
passage of the measure as proposed
by the Wetherby administration.

The administration held control
of both Houses throughout the ses-
sion, although one pet measure of
Governor Wetherby, the “strip min-
ing bill” was killed in the Senate
Rules Committee,
