As uwnreconstrueted New Dealer

Leon Henderson put it ,last week:

“The party is strong because the di-

vergent elements are brought toge-

ther by an unspoken pac of mutuai

security.” The Democrats are cer-

tainly not lacking in principle;.each
of the: “divergent elements” has a

principle and a direction of its own.

‘What the Democrats lack are prin-

ciples held in common b all ele-

ments of the party.
