The politicians, who are al-
\ways looking around for a coat-
tail on which to ride into office
are leaping in platoons on the
trailing garments of Divinity
Men not previously known for
piety have suddenly become po-
lite and profuse in their public
references to God. Others who
seldom darken the Goors of &
church openly identified them-
selves and their causes with re-
ligion. Scriptural references crop
up unexpectedly in addresses,
and sometimes the holy name of
God is mentioned in the body of

the name of Deity simply cannot
fail to bring down the house.

Perhaps we ought to be g
ful that the things of the spirit
are getting all this attention,
but it makes us saG and a littie
sick. Nobody doubts that many
men in political life are as good
and sincere Christians or Jews
as anybody else and that” they
have a right to express their
views. Such men are entitled not
only to respect, but to support
and encouragement. But the
chuiches do have valid cause fox,
complaint over the exploitation
of religion for political ends. It
was never so evident as in the
present campaign. Too long this
exploitation has been tolerated
as just another peculiarity, like

of the politiclan

But these times

are too serious for that. Even

more important, it is wrong to

treat true Taith in God as if'it

\were somethingthat is worn

once in four veals, like a cam-

paign button. It is either far

more than that, or it is an of-
fense to heaven.

Part of thé trouble is that
both parties are in the grip of
public relations experts. Once a
public relations expert has spot-
ted a trend, all his fellow prac-
titioners rush to join the proces-
sion. Religion, say the trend-
spotters, is becoming more pop-
ular. Tts influence might be deci-
sive in a tight election. So there
will be no escaping the political
exploitation of religion in ‘the
next few months unless the
churches rise up and call a halt.
‘Both parties_have many men
Who often employ the language
of faith to serve their political
aims. President Truman does it
frequently, but he is not alone.
During the recent Republican
convention, Chicago saw at-
tempts to put over one candidate
by tireless identification of his
cause with “Onward Christian
Soldiers,” played over and over
by hired bands. In another de-
monstration it saw men ca
ing signs: “God and MacAr-
thur.” In the Democratic oon-
vention that is opening as this

“other call upon the name of the
Lord. . >

The religious leaders who are
asked to do the praying at the
conventions seem to have en-
tered, with few exceptions. into
the condpiracy to exploit religion
for  partisan purposes. They

know they are selected with
great care, as they should be.
But what is the purpose of the
program committee which is so
careful? Is it to select men
whose devotion and spiritual
stature are so unmistakable that
their prayers will be heard by
God, so the convention will in
fact receive aivine guidance? Or
is it to choose men from church-
es having in their memberships
st number of votes?

ter of the cardinals, bish-

ops, rabbis and other ciergy-
men who were asked to lead in
prayer answers that question be-
fore it is asked. Do they agree

with the politicians that God
is on-the side of the heaviest
voting battalions? |

Their prayers indicate that
they do. Were these petitions
really addressed to God, who
Juazes the heart and is not im-
pressed with windy intercessions?
Of were they tailored, as if they
were political speeches, to the
television audience? The length
and especially the substance of
many of the prayers indicate
they were designed for human,
and not aivine, ears. So the con-
ventions of 1952 will go down in
history as the political assem-
blies which occasioned the most
eloquent prayers ever addressed
to the American people. ‘With
some exteptions. the religious
Jeaders to whom was. entrusted
the exalted ministry of praver
at these conventions prayed as
though God were indeed a myth-
ical Uncle Sam. or possibly a
mythical Uncle Republican or
Uncle Democrat. True religion
is not served by such perform-
ances, and hollest politics does
not require them.

It is the duty of the churches
to bear witness to God. In an
election year, it is their job to
protest when Jis name is taken
in vain, Somebody has to stand
up apd point out that He alone
is sovereign, and that His rule
covers all mankind and all ages.
God is not a Republican, much
as that assertion may dismay
the citizens of Maine and Ver-
mont; or a Democrat, even
though that may be disbelieved
in the Solid South. He'is not even
an American. shocking as it may
seem to say'it. and it is just pos-
sible that he thinks no more of
the “Star-Spamgled Banner”
than he did of the battle cries
of the Philistines or the war
whoops of the Navahos.
