Stratton genealogy could go back
with ease to “Old Solomon” who
with Major Andrew Hood, and Mat-
thias Harman directed the laying off
of Preston’s. Station (Prestonsburg)
into town lots. But they knew noth-
ing of Solomon’s wife, not even a
name. Solomon died in 1819. Not an
inkling from the meager record in-
dicated his wife's name.

Hartley Law, or any modified ver-
sion of it remain on the statute
lsooks, labor can gain nothig by run-
ning to Washington.”

Discussing the “tragic divisions”
within labor’s ranks, Owens said
organized labor would be the strong-
est force in the land if all the 16,-
000,000 organized workers were
united “into one great fraternity
of workers with a common policy
under sound and courageous leader-
ship.”

Enactment of the federal coal-
mine safety law was ‘classified by
the speaker as another monumental
chievement by his union. This new
law, he said, marks a “tremendous
torward step” in coal-mine safety.

“Passage of this legislation came
only as a result of persistent and
diligent follow-up action by the
UMW. in the Congress of the
United States,” he asserted.

Invaluable assistance in enacting
the federal mine-safety law, Owens
added, was given by Congressman
Perkins, Democrat seeking re-
election. He was labeled by the
speaker as “one of labor's true
friends in Congress.”

Urzing his re-election, Owens
declared, “If any member of Con-
gress ever deserved the support of
labor, then Carl Perkins is that
man.”

From labor's viewpoint, ~Owens
said, the election of congressmen in
this campaign year is fully as im-
portant as the presidential election.
