That's an old story. but it points
the way to solving Kentucky's grow-
ing water problems.

Water problems in Kentucky? Wa-
ter problems in a state blessed with
more miles of streams than any
other of the 48 states? Water proh-
lems in the state which has the
world's largest man-made reservolrs?

Yes, there are water problems in
Kentucky. Despite sn adequate an-
nual rainfall—43-inch average over
period—there is  not
encugh to meet the farming de-
mands during the growing season
in three years out of four.
