COURT ANNULS CLAIM
OF TAYLORS TO LAND

‘The ancient Virginia land grant
case that has bobbed up from time
to time for half a century to an-
noy landowners in Floyd and
Pike counties was back in the
news again last week as the Ken-
tucky Court of Appeals acted in
the matter.

The Appellate Court last Friday
decided that claims of members
of a Richmond, Va, family to
Eastern Kentucky lands were in-
valid, thus uphdlding a
court decision.

Such a judgment was entered
in the Floyd circuit court in Octo-
ber,1955 by Cireuit Judge Edward
P. Hill when he held that George
T, Taylor and his sisters, all of
Richmond, had forfeited claim to
lands they claimed because they
were guilty of inexcusable delay
in bringing the action lo establish
their rights if any.

The case before the Appellate
Court involved 300,000 acres of
land, and in that suit Taylor and
his sisters sought to compel a tax
sale of the land in Pike county.
They claimed they were owners
of the land under a grant from
Virginia, known as the Haskell
Patent of 1707, and that they were
unaware of court action atfecting
the land in 1941.

Kentucky had contended that.
since it was a state in 1797, Vir-
ginia grants to lands in this state
carried no authority. In 1907 it
m | cleared titles of persons living on
the lands at that time.

Federal-aid for schoolhouse con-
struction Is perhaps one of the most
vital ‘issues facing public education
today. The President has endorsed
the proposal strongly and is spon-
saring one of the several bills which
have been introduced. The Congress
is devoting a great deul of time to
the construction of Federal aid and
is taking testimony from a number

of people.

Oollege, before the House of Repres-
entatives Subcommittee on edu-
cation to testify regarding the need
in Kentucky schools for additional
classrooms. It is my sincere beliel
that the people of Kentucky should

| also know the facts regarding our
achool bullding needs4n order that |

they too may help secure this vital
Federal assistance.

We have in Kentucky approxi-
mately 18700 public school class-
rooms. It s estimated that 7,500 of
these aré dilapldated and unsafe
and need to be replaced. We also
need 1,500 more classrooms to re-
| lieve badly overcrowded oconditions
and 1,000 additional to take care of
incressed enrollments. Thus during
the next five years we need to bulld
10,000 classrool

ms.

The need for additional class-
rooms does Dot reveal the complete
pleture. All over Kentucky children
are being cheated In other ways. For
example, 38 per cent of our children |
attend schools with outside tollet |
facilities and 25 per cent are in
buildings with hand operated water |
supplies. hty per cent go to
school in bulldings which do not |
have tentral heating and over 87
per cent do not have adequate hmd
Wighing facllities.

In the nation.wide School Paclli-
tles Survey reported in 1953 only
122 ‘school buildings in Kentucky
wére rated satisfactory by national
| standards. The people of Kentucky
have not been closing their eyes to
this problem. Sixty-four schoal dis-
tricts have voted bullding taxes over
| and above the $1.50 statutory maxi-
mum tax rate. These taxes will pro-
duce approximately. $8. for

57. In addition, $5.355.000.00 in state
funds Is being distributed to school
| districts under the Foundation Pro-

However, the plain truth is that
the sbility of school districts to
finance school bulldings Is deter-
mined by the assessed valuation of
the district, Kentucky even in the
wealthier areas, simply does not
have sufficient real wealth to fin-
ance the school construction needed
We must have assistance and It
must be forthcoming soon or anoth-
ar generation of our children will
recelve Inadequate education.

Since it isn't safe to try
to set the drag of the reel too close
to the rated strength of the line,
you will be uneble to exert over,
say. @ four-pound pull on the fish.
But the inexperienced angler can't,
If he gets excited, exert a heavier
pull to break his line, as he could
with a casting reel—the slipping
cluteh takes care of that. Nor does
the monofilament generally used
with spinning tackle weaken nearly
as rapidly as braided casting line,
50 @ six-pound spinning line will
almost surely stand a four-pound
pull.
How about fishing for bass among
dense weeds or snags, or where
there are sharp underwater boulders
which could cul your line? Here
Jason goes 10 a 12-pound line. And
he recommends that same for inex-
perienced anglers fishing In the
same spot.
