Frankfort, April 28 (Spl) —
Very few city and county treas-
urers have complieg with state
law in filing published itemized
statements, State Auditor Mary
Louise Foust reports. .

The law requires local officers
to publish arnual statements
showing collections and disburse-
ments of public funds in rounty
newspapers with largest bonafide
and to file the news-

paper copy with the State Audi-
tor on or before Aug. 31.

Only 13.33 per cent of county
sheriffs have filed their reports
as compared with 71.68 per cent
of county boards of education,
Miss Foust said.

“Treasurers of city education
boards are second highest with
an average of 57.14 per cent re-
porting,” the auditor continued,
“with treasurers of cities or towns
in fifth or sixth class averaging
3177 per cent, while county
treasurers' percentage is 44.16."

Miss Foust cited an opinion by
the attorney general which stat-
ed, “the annual financial state-
ments . . . should include a de-
tailed financial report of the op-
eration of a municipally owned
utility such as light plant or a
water works.”

Notices were sent by the audi-
| tor's office Jan. 2 to all public of-
ficials handling monies remind-
ing them to file an itemized pub-
lished statement for the close of
last fiscal year.

Failure to comply with this law
can result.in fines of not less than
$50, or more than $500 on each
count. the auditor added.

The Public Service Commissior
has granted Southern Bell Tele-
phone and Telegraph Company &
rate increase for intra-state tele-
phone service of $3,370,700 a year.
This is $1,337,100 less than the
company's  petition requested,
PSC officials said.

The rates became effective im-
mediately for toll and non-recr:
ing charges. Residence scrvice
will increase 20c to 80c a menth
with business phone increased
from $2 to $2.25 a month.

Frankfort, May 2 (Spl.) — Wel-
fare Commissioner Charles All-
phin has recommended that local
advisory committées” off Juvenile
delinquency, composed of repre-
sentatives from civie, business and
social organizations. be founded

Allphin  urged that county
judges, mayors, police chiefs.
school superintendents, ministers,
or other official or civic leaders
take initiative in organizing

The commissioner said the size
of the community, the number of
its civic, business and social clubs
and the nature of its juvenile
population would determine the
size, work and number of advis-
ory committees needed. .

Commenting upon the need to
check juvenile lawlessness, All-
phin said “Some method must be
found to do this kind of preven-
tive work at community level.”"

He declared that emphasis in
the treatment of juvenile delin-
quency “will have to be placed
or-prevéntion réther than on
diagnosis or corrective therapy.”

The commissioner said “The
biggest gap in our treatment of
delinquent children is our failure
to get into the maladjusted home
before serious problems have de-
veloped. School authorities, pro-
bation. police, family case work- |
ers and neighbors are often aware
of these situations, but frequently
théy do nothing about them be-
cauke of apathy or because there
appears to be no particular way
