Scientists attached to the Cum-
berland Field 'Station at West
Prestonsburg expected to stay
ten years and study intestinal
borne diseases in the area. They
will leave July 1 after only three
years but in these years they
found many things. ‘several be-
ing unexpected discoveries

For one thing they found that
Eastern Kentucky is beset by in-
testinal parasites but that hock-

other discovery of importance,
and a rather surprising one, was
a bacterial causative agent, the
Manchester strain of Shigella
flexneri 6, which had been isolat-
ed in Manchester, England a long
time ago. It had never been re-
ported in the United States be-
fore.

Now, preparing to end their

Jwork here, the scientists have

published results of studies and
issued progress reports. One treat-
ment study, written by F. O, At-
chely, D.N. Wyshham and E. C.
Hemphill, was published in the
American  Journal of Tropical
Medicine and Hygiene in Septem-
ber and the other report, “Cur-
rent Status of Intestinal Parasi-
tism of Man in Eastern Ken-
tucky,” written by Atchley,
Hemphill and D. W. Hunt, appear-
ed in the Journal of Parasitology,
in October. A progres report of
the station’s work was issued re-
cently.

It is from the scientific lan-
guage and the multitude of .ac-
companying graphs that the story
of the station's work is gleaned.
One finding, depicted by a graph,
shows the .diarrhea morbidity
rate in the under four years of
age group of children and the re-

The to-
tal sediment thus collected was
examined microscopically and

Ineligible To Receive

Pay For § Time

Veterans imprisioned after con-
viction of a felony or a misdea-
meanor will not be entitled to

which exceeds 60 days, VA an-
nounces.

Public Law 85-24, effective June
1, 1957, prohibits such payments.
' Pension payments are made
only to wartime veterans or their
eligible. dependents for disability
or death not connected with the
veterans' service.

Not affected by the new law
are compensation payments made
to veterans or their survivors for
disability or death incurred as
a result of either wartime or
peacetime service, VA emphasiz-
ed.

Imprisonment periods of less
than 61 days, or of any length be-
fore actual conviction, will not
stop pension payments, VA said.
To prevent hardships, the law
provides that VA may pay pen-
sion to the eligible wife or chil-
dren of a veteran who forfeits his
own pension during imprison-
ment,

VA pension being received by
a veteran's widow is forfeited
for her period of imprisonment
greater than 60 days. However,
if she has eligible children, pay-
ment may be made on their be-
half, VA pointed out.

The 60-day rule also applies.
VA said, to any part of a pension
heing paid on behalf of a child un-

But stories and fables concern-
ing the ‘locusts’ are not to be com-
pletely brushed off. The insects
do a great deal of harm to trees,
especially younger, transplanted
trees in orchards or nuseries.
Some damage often occurs among
older trees also. This damage is
caused by the egg-laying habits
of the female of the species. In
the egg laying the female punc-
tures twigs and smaller limbs and
these wounds give entrance for
disease and make teeding grounds
for insects that do damage to the
trees,
