‘The local market for strawberries

this year has again been above ex-

pectations Most all berries sold

locally have been of high quality.
Growers have learned that a top

quality product is easy to sell at a

fair price. The housewife of Floyd
county is demanding a high quality
product and is willing to pay more

for it.

‘Due to the small number of straw-

berries being shipped from Floyd
and Pike counties, the East Ken-

tucky Strawberry Association has

stopped running a “pick up” truck.

This doesn&# mean that growers

can&# ship their berries, but they
will hav to deliver them to Paints-

ville,

Except for a few days during the

rain, when berries were of low

quality and market demand was

light, berry prices have held up well.
Most berries are now being sold

direct to. buyers, bypassing the

broker.

Outlook for next year is improv-

ing. Some of the other states have

very poor quality berries this year

and are plowing some under. This,

‘on top of smaller average set the

last two years, should make a strong

market next year.

‘With this situation, every grower
should continue to take care of his

patch after harvest and try and

get as much production as possible
next year.
