Floyd county led ‘a few years
ago in the number of emergency
teachers, but Harlan leads this

year, it was noted.

Kentucky has now employed
for the year 1956-57 22,61 teach-
ers of whom 87.45 per cent are

qualified. Last year 88.11 per cent

were qualified under the certifi-
cation laws,

The names of Floyd county
teachers were not available this

week but it was said by Superin-
tendent V. O. Turner the emer-

gency situation in this county is
“somewhat improved.” A great
number of teachers are in the
throes of indecision as to continu-

ing a career in the public schools,
he pointed out, but more teachers
are back in college this summer,
seeking to add to their qualifica-
tions, Turner thinks the average
training will increase this year
about-10-college-hours:

“It cannot be denied that salary

tion in the Department of- Educa-

tion, the degre of qualifications
held by emergency teachers this

ye were higher than in the past
More than half of the 2,838 emer-

gency teachers employed during
1956-57 school year had more than

two years of college work. Emer-

gency teachers with A, B. de-

grees or better totaled 413.

The number of emergency
teachers increased slightly this

year because the. Foundation pro-

gram’s financial formula pro-

vides for one teacher for every

27 pupils in average daily atten-

dance. Superintenden attempted
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to relieve under

this provision by employing ad-

ditional teachers. However, due to

the Foundation Program&# salary
recommendations for degree

teachers, compared to those for

emergency teachers, those people
in the latter category have re-

cognized the value of additional

training and are goin after it.

William C. Quantrill, Kentucky
raider and Confederate guerrilla,
died ninety-two years ago
(Thursday) in a Louisville hospi-

tal after having been shot down
in a Spenc county barnyard by
pursuing Unionists. Frank James

The guerrilla Quantrill terror-

ized the Kansas-Missouri border

throughout the Civil War, claim-

ing allegiance to the South but

actually owing no one loyalty ex-

cept his own ruthless self. For

a while the Confederacy tolerat-
ed him, gave him a commission as

captain, When h strayed into

self-directed looting and murder
the Southerners disowned him, al-

though he continued to wear the

gray uniform.

Quantrill was in Kansas when

the territory was torn between
the abolitionists and pro-slavery
groups: He was at first an-advo-

cate of the former but he drifted

into plundering under the name

of Charley Hart, became fast with

guns and cards. Suddenly he

shifted his opinions from the

North to the South, joined the

Confederate army und Gen. Ben

McCulloch in Missouri.

Army life palled on. the restless

Quantrill and he deserted, assem-

bled together a hardbitten group
like himself, Their first raid was

on Aubrey, Kans,, in the spring of

1862. The Confeder eager for

Kansas recruits, enrolled his des-

peradoes into the regular army.

Raid followed raid, mostly o un-

Tt was August 21 186 that

Quantrill wreaked his hatred =the little town of Lawren

Kans. to take credit for the m
bloodthir act of his career.

After June 30 1957, a disabled

person cannot freeze his social

security record for a period be

ginning earlier than one year be-

fore the date he applies for the

freeze. This means that many

workers who have been disabled

for a long time will not be able

to get their record frozen if they
do not aply before June 30 1957.

Any person in the area wh is

severely disabled and who work-

ed regularly in work covered by
social securiay before becoming
disabled should immediately con-

tact the social security district of-

fice located at the corner of Sec-

ond and Division Streets, Pike-

By Henry P Scalf

Solomon Akers, a young man, was

one of the Bedford settlers,

Sylvester’s parents moved to

Abbott Creek some time after

their marriage where the Quan-
trill henchman was born, Dec. 6,

,
1834. Six years. after Sylvester&
birth they emigrated to Jackson

county, Mo. When the Kansas

troubles began Slyvester and Tom

Aker supposedly brothers were

in the midst of it. Tom becam
jailer of Miami county, Kansas.

Quantrill had manifested lead-

ership of the border desperadoes
early in the Kansas turmoil but

his activities landed him in the

Miami -county jail. Some of the

gang immediately left for Texas
but Quantrill got out of jail, talk-

ed Sylvester Akers into becoming
a recruit.The guerrilla told Akers

he was going to Kentucky and
would need his services,

Whether Akers was with Quan-
trill at the Lawrence pillage we

do not know. He may have been

with the guerrillas when they
attacked Baxter Springs, Mo., and

80 persons were killed, History is

silent as to that but it is prolific
of detail on the determination of

the mid-westerners to capture or

kill the gang. Slowly it was push
ed east and forced to cross the

Mississippi River, New Year&#

Day, 1865. Several Kentucky
towns were raided b it, includ-

ing Midway,
field, and Hickman.

Quantrill’s gang was slowly dis-
integrating under the relentless

hunt of the aroused countryside
and wherever he turned he had
to fight and flee. Chief antagonist
was a 20-year-old Union officer

named Ed Terrill who presse
him close in the western part of

Kentucky. The guerrilla, gettin |

desperat raced for the Salt
River valley, thinking to find as-

Many of them were drinking.
Even the usually alert Frank

James had let down his guard
and listened only to the rain on

Suddenly out of the nearby
woods swooped the soldiers of

Terrill, charging at the barn, fan-

ning ou to encircle it, Frank

James jumped ott his horse and

escaped with a few others. Quan-
trill went, down in the barnyard
with several bullets in him. one

lodgin in th spine and paralyz-
ing him almost completely.

‘There he lay in the mud for

several hours. He was finally
picked up and taken tora Louis-

ville military hospital where he

died five day later.

Only a few of Quantrill’s men

escape death or capture at the

battle of the barnyard and these

were able, like Frank James, to

straddle a horse and dash into

the rain-soaked Spence county
fields,

Of Sylvester Akers’ fate we

know nothing, Whether he was at

the last stand of his bloody chiet-

tain or not is not known. It may

be, though, that the Floyd coun-

tia dashed for liberty and life

with Frank James and liv to

ride again. It may be, that

like many of his fello H fell

and died in the mud and manure

of the Spen county barnyard.
