Regardless of what you like best,
many of the rules are the same:

1 Preserve only fresh vege-
tables or fruits.

2. Have food, jars, packaging
material and everything used for

[canning or freezing CLEAN.
3 Work quickly

freshness.

For canning prevent spoil-
age by heating food hot enough to
jmake bacteria and organisms

For freezing, blanch
the proper length of time.

5 Follow up-to-date instruc-
tions and timetables. Both avail-
able in Extension Office.

All common vegetables except
tomatoes are low acid and must

be processed in pressure canner.

Th satisfactory way to blanch
vegetables is in boiling water. For
each pound-of prepared vege-
tables, use one gallon of boiling

water, Put vegetables ,in basket
and lower into boiling water; cov-

er and start counting time im-

mediately. Then cool quickly.
Which you choose will be deter-

mined by the kind of vegetable
of fruit you have, your equip-
ment, and your family prefer-

ences. For a goo quality product,
kee in mind the above points.
