Frankfort, July 8 (Spl.) — At
the conclusion of a war bond
drive, May 15-July 4, 1950 Ken-
tucky received from the U. S.

‘Treasury Department an exact

replica of the Liberty Bell. The
original hangs in the tower of

Independence Hall, Philadelphia.
The replica, one of 53 donated

to the United States by the French
iron and bronze’ industries, was

brought into the front hall of the
Old State House in Frankfort
with great difficulty. It measures

7 feet and es in circum-

ference around the crown and 12
feet around the lip and weighs
about 2,00 lbs. It is suspended
under a thick wooden yoke sup-
ported by iron uprights. The
bell rests for safety upon two
horizontal iron bars.

Three assumptions about the

original do not stand the test of
historical criticism:

(1) ‘That it was rung on July
4 177 (2) that it was rung so

hard that it cracked, and (3)
that it.was known very early as

the Liberty Bell.

In 1750 the Philadelphia As-
sembly authorized erection. of. a

‘bell in its state house tower. The
bell, ordered from England, was

defective and was recast by John
Pas les Stow, Jr., Phila-
