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Ma Of Early Floyd County

Floyd county, Kentucky, was created by un act of the General Assembly and was signed by Gov. James Garred, Dec.
13, 1799, to become effective June 1 1800. It was formed from Mason, Montgomery and Fleming counties.

The new county was organized at the home of James Brown who lived on the prese Auxier Road but Preston&#3 Station,
renamed Prestonsburg, was designated as the county seat. Only six persons resided in Prestonsburg when it was made the
seat of government for a vast section of Bastern Kentucky and only 478 persons lived in the entire area.

Comprising the new county of Floyd in 1800 were all or parts of 15 present Eastern Kentucky counties. These are Floyd,
Pike, Martin, Johnson, Lawrence, Elliott, Morgan, Magoffin, Knott, Letcher, Perry, Breathitt, Wolfe, Menifee and Rowan.

The Prese Floyd county is very much reduced in area since it was formed but it has grown in population and industry
until today it is an important segment in the economy of the mountain section, The First National Bank of Prestonsburg, esta-
blished in 1904 has always been closel identified with its economi development.
