Col. William Whitley, the lead-
er of the “forlorn hope” advance
guard, was killed at the Thames
by a Indian chief, who was shot
and killed simultaneously by the
Lincoln County veteran.

onel Johnson and Whitley, with
the weight of evidence in favor
of’ the latter.

Johnson’s victim was partially-
skinned by Kentucky soldiers the

following day, But the Indians
with Tecumseh in the battle told
in later years that, not only was

the body not mutilated, but it
was removed during the night and
secretly buried. Witnesses from
the American camp early on the

ported that the Indian Whitley
had killed had been.removed dur-
ing the night. This seems to in-
dicate to many historians that
Whitley killed Tecumseh.

ut after 44 years, the evidence
is far from conclusive. It is more

likely, since Tecumseh was wear-

ing the simple dress of a brave,
that the bullet which entered his
heart and the butt which crush-
ed his skull were governed by
two separat yet unidentified
soldiers in Johnson&#3 command

‘The cost to an individual home-

owner will depend entirely on

the type of coal above which he
is living. Rough estimates by the
coal firm range from $1,00 to

$3,00

prices.
