Damage by polluted rivers
costs America at least a billion
dollars a year but new legislation
and modern sewage disposal
methods are bringing many rivers
back to usefulness.

So reports Peter Farb in an
October Reader’s Digest article,
“Let's Clean Up All Rivers,” con-
densed from National Municipal

view.

The new Middlesex County
Sewage Authority in Northern
New Jersey has built a 30-million
dollar pipeline and sewage dis-
posal system that will ‘allow the
Raritan River to flow clean next
year for the first time in nearly
half & century. The new system
will take care of waste from 19
municipalities and nine industries
—about 100 million gallons of
sewage per day.

The scrubbing given the Rari-
tan is being duplicated across the
United States. In the last seven
years Kansas has built or con-
tracted for 200 new sewage-treat-
ment plants, and almost all the
rivers in the state are washed
clean. In Illinois, 95 per cent of
the sewage systems are now the
modern disposal type. The beauti-
ful Willamette River in Oregon
is being cleaned up, and salmon
are running by the millions
again. Even the grimy Ohio River
Is getting a bath.

Each club must have a local
historian and a history-teacher for
sponsors, At least one of these
two must be a member of the
Kentucky Historical Society.
Each club above the sixth-grade
level must, in addition to the his-
tory sponsors, have an English
teacher advisor.

The authorized elub will, then,
be sent a charter of membership,
& subscription to The Register,
Historian. Individual fees will en-
title each member to a member-
ship card and to a subscription to
The Junior Historian.

The official journal is The
Junior Historian. It will be issu-
ed in the months of November,
January, March and May. At the
present time, manuscripts are be-
ing accepted, written by any boy
or girl in a Kentucky school be-
low the 12th grade, regardless of
club membership. Articles should
range from 300 to 400 words in
length, and while not required,
