Rather oddly, a great mapy ‘men and women spoke ex-
cellent English, with only a few left-overs and few bar-
barisms (words or pronunciations that have not been ac-
cepted). And in general most people were fluent, not
halting and stammering like someone who has grown up
in_some Mid-western state and had a yéar or two of
;schooling in some British university. Once in a while,
(especially if some high-toned company came, even the
i best speakers would try to uge some word that was either
not in the daily vocabulary or had some pronunciation
ithat the speaker regarded as tacky. One of my rural
\teachers went to have her teeth checked by our local
dentist at Fidelity. Several othér patients were sitting
around, in various stages of misery, waiting. their turn.
‘Aunt Jane, our ballad singer, was one of them. The teacher
told the dentist, somewhat obviously, according to Aunt
Jane, that she had come to have some work did, and she
emphasized that word as if to impress the less-skilled
ones in the room.

FIRE SEASON

Matlick Announces Fires
Have Started In State;

Several small forest fires have
broken out in various areas of the
state, sending some towermen to
their observation posts ahead of|
schedule, Kentucky Conservation
Commissioner J. O. Matlick has
announced.

Although the fall fire season
officially begins October 1, fires
normally do not begin to break
out until around the 15th, Mat-
lick added. That date was set for
towermen to-take their posts.

“It has been extremely dry in
most areas of Kentucky, partic-
ularly in the west,” Matlick said.
“We have had no indication from
vur “weather forecasters that
these conditions will continue,
but extreme caution is urged
where any fires are set.”

Matlick pointed cut that sec-
tions of the Kentucky statutes
pertaining to fires have been in
force since October 1. They pro-
hibit setting fires near woodland
or brushland during the season,
except between the hours of 4:30
| p:m. and midnight or when the

land is covered by snow. Setting

any fires without taking proper
| precautions to prevent their
| sPread is prohibited.

The fall fire season lasts
through December. Matlick warn-
ed that his department’s Forestry
Division organized a new section
on law enforcement this year and
that all violators of the statutes
will be prosecuted.

The Conservation Department
did not issue a blanket order for
all towermen. They went up
where needed, according to the
Jjudgment of each district forest-
er. Matlick said the others will
still adhere to the October 15
starting date.
