The marriaze records
of Flovd county, Kentucky, do not
show the marriage of John Gibson
and Elizabeth Hopper but there is
a record -of the marriage of John
Gibson to Betsy Harper, Jume 2,
1818. She i said to have been six-
teen years old when she came across
so that we must assume that she
had lived some time In Kentucky
before her marriage. She wag born
June 9, 1800.

““The carelessness of pronunciation
and the igporance and {iteracy of
these pigneers caused many mis-
takes nhd we feel safe in assuming
that Betsy Harper who married
i John Gibson June 2. 1818, was Eliz-
| abeth Hopper. We know nothing of
her father (possible Stephen ‘Harp-
er’ of Floyd county, Kentucky.) Her
mother Anna Hopoer died at James-
town March 23, 1838, aged 76 years.
She is buried in the old cemetery
back of the cannery. The Hoboers
are said to have come from North
Carolina.,

“John R. Gibson was married
twice, His first wife, Elizabeth, died
at Jamestown, September 9. 1846,
age 46 years, three months. John
R. was horn {n 1796 and died Jan-
tuary 13, 1072 age 76 vears. The
| name of the second wifc is unknown

and this marriage is not known to
have resulted fn issue, The known
children are the offspring of John
I R. Gibson and Elizabeth Hopper.

Family records indicate that the
| children left home early because of
| the trratment received from the
| step-mother. The children were
| Francis Marion. Matthew, Tempa
and George Washington,

*'Ezeklel Glbson, son of Archibald
Gibson, was probably born in North
{ Carolina_before 1800. He probably

went with his parents to Kentucky.
| The marriage record shows his mar-

riage to Jenny Johnson at Prestons-

‘burz. Kentucky, May 30, 1819. She
| was afterwards known as Lucinda
and Jane. There is no record of
ownership of land in Kentucky, He
bought land in Hendricks county, In-
diana, August 17, 1831, and he was
apparenlly the last of the sons of
Archibald to come to Indians.

“The movement of this family to
‘ Hendrieks county and tater to Clin-

ton county, Indiana, s definitely
connected  with the Kirk family.
Nathan Kirk was an early emigrant

This farm Hes between Kirklin and
Frankfort, a few miles from Kirklin
where Sugar Creek crosses the high
way.

Ezeklel dled in the latter part of
January, 1837, and Is said to have
been buried on his own farm
