What To Do In June
By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD

(UK College of Agriculture)
June is a month of roses, raspberries,

brides, dairy products, and as the poet,
James Russell Lowell, once noted,

“perfect days.& It is a month when blue-

gills and shell crackers bite best in farm

ponds and redeyes seem hungriest in the

clear, unpolluted creeks flowing out of

some parts of the Kentucky mountains

Unfortunately, June is also a month of

sod webworms, peach tree borers,

crabgrass, and lawn mowing. The

webworms and borers may take some

joy out of live, crabgrass may cause

some complications; and grass cutting
can become a chore—but don&#3 lose

heart. Sod webworms can be controlled

by spraying al intervals with Sevin or

Diazinon. Follow directions on the label

and start spraying about the last week in

June. Between July 15-20, spray again,
and then again around August 15. This

should solve the webworm problem.
For peach borers, spray peach trees on

July 1, August 1 and September 1, or

immediately thereabouts.

In the matter of lawn mowing in June,

University of Kentucky horticulturists

recommend cutting the grass at about 2

inches, that is, if moisture conditions are

favorable. If the rainfall is light and June

is dry, raise the mower blade so that it

will cut at a height of about 3 inches. The

resulting shade from such a cut will

discourage weed seed from germinating.
The first week in June should see

vegetable gardening already well un-

derway. Asa matter of fact, by this time

harvests of some vegetables radishes,
leaf lettuce, green onions, and some

other vegetables—should have already
been accomplished. Therefore, the

month of June is not too early to start

planning for the fall garden.

Book Review
ROBERT FROST. By Philip L. Gerber.

185 pages. Twayne Publishers, Inc. $3.95.

Robert Frost is generally regarded,

and rightly so, as one of America’s most

significant twentieth century poets
Because of his use of what he termed

According to the UK specialists, late

vegetable gardens can provide an

abundance of goo things to eat up until

frost. These gardens, however, require
more attention than those grown in

spring and summer. Insect and disease

problems are greater in late gardens and

must not be allowed to get out of hand.

The reason that insect and disease

problems are greater in late gardens is

that they have had a longer tim? to

develop and increase.

Providing adequate moisture for late

vegetable gardens the specialists say, is

the key to success. July, August, and

September are normally dry months and

if so, seedlings and transplants may not

establish and do well during these

months without regular and thorough
watering.
‘Any areas in the garden not already in

use can now b planted in beans, beets,
carrots, or chard for harvest in Sep-
tember. Seeds of broccoli, brussels

sprouts, cabbage, and cauliflower should

be planted in mid-June to provide trans-

plants to be set out in July for late har-

vests. The last week of June will also be a

good time to plant a few rows of corn for

late roasting ears that taste so wonderful

in September when garden vegetables
are decidedly on the wane.

No matter the number of chores,
remember that, as the poet Lowell said,

June is a rare month indeed—do not

make it a month of drudgery. Instead,
take the time to g fishing, to eat straw-

berry shortcake, to go sarvis (June-

berry) hunting, and to enjoy life and

the “perfect days” which, no doubt, God

made for human enjoyment.

He contends the old contour

method, which is widely used in eastern

Kentucky, would work just as well and
would be both cheaper and faster

Reclamation officials Thomas D

Williams, associate director of

engineering and operations methods, and
area supervisor Bill Harris disagree
“Although in other areas, the contour

method is best,” said Williams, “the
block cut is the only method that will

prevent landslides and acid drainage
ee

Backing up Williams and Uarris is

Danny Jasper, consulting engineer for
several mining operations in the area,
including the West Coal job.

His main argument in favor of block
cut mining in the area is money. It’s true,
he says, that the actual mining operation
may cost more if the block cut method is

used. But, he points out, if there are

landslides, reclamation bond will not be
released. A bond of bout $60,000 has been

posted for the second block cut site begun
by West Coal.

Gary E. Cann, Grayson city attorney,

explained that the city council has

become dissalisfied with the conduct of

th city police judge. Conn stated that the

judge has failed to impose fines for

violations of certain ordinances and has

otherwise neglected to perform duties

required of his office. He wished to know

what steps could be taken either to bring
the police judge lo trial or to insure thal

he enforces the law. The office of the

Attorney General expressed the opinion
that the city council has no authority
under the present city charter to remove

the police judge. The only method of

removal would be by impeachment
before the House of Representatives
However, a public official is guilty of

official misconduct in the second degree
when he knowingly refrains from per-

forming a duty imposed upon him by law
or clearly inherent in the nature of his

office. Official misconduct in the second

degree is a class&#39; misdemeanor and

carries a maximum jail sentence of 90

days and (or) a fine nt to exceed $250
John © Roberts, commissioner of the

Department of Transportation, asked if
school funds may be expended for the

construction of entrances to school

property within the right-of-way of state

highways. Even though property owners

are required by the department&# rules to

pay the entire expense of providing
entrances to their property, it is the of-

Could Benefit Kentucky

Frankfort, Ky. Long-range research

programs recently announced by
Columbia Gas Transmission Corp. could

increase Kentucky&# future supplies of

natural gas, slate energy officials say.
Two ptojecls to determine if natural

Bas can be economically produced from
the extensive Devonian shale beds of the

Appalachian region have been submitted
to federal agencies for approval. The

Devonian shale lies under large sections
of Kentucky, West Virginia, Ohio,

Pennsylvania and several other nearby
states.

Although the actual projects would be

carried out in other states, the benefits of
such research would be two-fold for
Kentucky, according to John Stapleton,
director of the Kentucky Energy Office

“Since Columbia Gas Transmission is

an interstate corporation with a sub-

sidiary here (Columbia Gas of Ken-

tucky), anything it does to increase

supplies would help Kentucky as much as

any other state,” he said.

Also, large areas of Kentucky are

amenable to the type of production
technique to be tested, he added. Suc-
cessful results could cause an increase in

Kentucky&#3 natural gas production in
later years

An $8.5 million program now under

review by the Federal Power Com-

mission calls for the drilling of 50 test

wells to determine the extent of

producible gas reserves in the Devonian
shale formations and to test new methods

of stimulating production from suc

formations.

billion cubic feet

“A large quantity of natural gas being
produced in Kentucky is from this
Devonian shale where natural fracturing

has occurred,” Stapleton said.

Hydraulic fracturing, he noted, is the

process of injecting pressurized water

and sand underground to release the gas
reserves, It is not anew process in the

industry, but is is a new process to be

used in the Appalachian shale beds, he
added

Stapleton said that as all fracturing is
done underground, surface en-

vironmental effects would be minimal:

“Nothing more than a surface wellhead.
just as in other types of drilling.””

Columbia Gas has reported that

preliminary evaluations of the Devonian
shale formations indicate that potential

reserves totaling several hundred trillion
cubic feet may be recoverable

When most fishermen are coming back
to the dock after a day on the water, there

is another group waiting for the sun to set
so they can begin pursuing their favorite

fish, the white bass

Afler the spawning runs are complete,
the whites return to the lakes and go on a

heavy feeding spree. One of the best

ways of catching them al this time is by
nigh fishing with live minnows

Fishing at night gives the angler an

advantage because he doe not have to

hunt for the fish—he lets them find him.

By anchoring his boat along a deep bank,
point or hogback and casting the beams
of a lantern or other artificial light into

the waler, the night fisherman attracts

schools of bait fish, which in turn attract

the bands of roving and hungry white

bass.

The experienced fishermen plan to

make their trip an all-night affair,
knowing that most of the activity takes

place from midnight to dawn. However,
many like to be on the lake before dark in

order to find a suitable location, anchor
the boat from both stern and bow s it

won&# swing around and generally get
organized,

White and silver pond minnows about
three inches long are th preferred bait,

and they are fished at various depths until
the anglers establish at what level the

whites are feeding. Usually the minnows

are hooked through both lips, lowered to

the bottom, then retrieved slowly back

toward the surface until a fish is hooked.
Then the angler counts the number of

turns of the reel handle to get an in-

dication of the proper dept to fish.

Some recommended equipment for a

night-fishing expedition is two anchors.

with plenty of line, warm clothing, rain

gear, an extra light or two and an ample
supply of coffee. Either spinning or bait

casting tackle can be used, and most

experienced fishermen choose a number

four or five aberdeen-style hook
With the spawning runs now almost

completed in Kentucky&#3 lakes, the night
fishermen are starting to get their gear

together in anticipation of the whites

returning to the lake. Already there have

been reports from Herrington Lake of

good night fishing, and the activity
should soon start at most of the other

major lakes as well.

The daily and possession limit on white

bass is the same—60 per person—and
when conditions are right, limit or near-

limit strings are not unusual for the night
fisherman

Besides the action, which at times can

be furious indeed, there is a special
appeal about being out on the water on a

warm spring night, watching the sun both

set and rise over the lake. If you&#3 never

tried night fishing for white bass, now is

the time to plan a trip to your favorite

lake.

You&#3 probably decide that it&#39 a kind

of fishing worth losing sleep over.

State Obligating
Highway Funds

Frankfort, Ky.—Kentucky ranks

eighth among the 50 states in obligating
its share of the $2 billion in impounded
federal aid highway funds released by
President Ford on Feb. of this year

According to the most recent report of
the Federal Highway Administration,
$62.7 million of federal money was

obligated to specific highway projects in

Kentucky as of April 28

“We could proceed rapidly in sub-

mitting projects for federal approval,”
said Kentucky Secretary of Trans-

portation John C Roberts, “because

Gov. Carroll acted quickly in making $15
million in state matching funds available

and because many of this department&#
employees worked hard getting the

project proposals ready.”
Kentucky complied with federal

guidelines that came with the release of
the $ billion in impounded funds. The

guidelines require that 80 pe cent of the

money released be assigned to con-

struction projects and that bids be taken

or work started within 45 days from the

date when funds are obligated. Special
attention also has been paid to areas of

high unemployment, to interstate

projects and to safety projects.
The early submission of Kentucky&#

highway construction plans and approval
by the Federal Highway Administration
has already resulted in many projects
being let to contract

Anti-Rabies Clinics

To Begin June 17

By DONNA J. GRIFFITH

(Health Educator)

No that summer is near, there will be

an increased threat of rabies. Rabies is

very prevalent in Kentucky wildlife. In

particular, foxes and skunks are high
incidence species. The possibility of a

“spillover” from wildlife to domestic

animals is what public health officials

fear.

By law, dogs and cats must be vac-

cinated in the county at the ag of three

to four months. This is safe and effective

for pets, regardless of size or breed.
If a person is bitten by any animal,

wash the wound immediately with plenty
of soap and water. Then apply a mild

disinfectant, such as tincture of iodine

and contact your physician for further

instructions.

The animal should be confined for 14

days and observed for signs of the

disease. Report the bite to the Floyd
County Health Department for

quarantine purposes and report any

signs of illness.

It is known through experience that if,
at least 70 per cent of the domestic dogs
and cats in a given community is im-

munized against rabies, an adequat
buffer or protective screen exists for

humans. Thus, each year Dr. Beecher

Scutchfield, veterinarian, and the Floyd
County Health Department promote a

low-cost group of vaccination clinics

throughout the county. This anti-rabies
clinic series will be conducted June 17 18,
19 and 20, Distemper and hepatitis shots
will also be available. The clinic schedule
