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Judge Says
Stream Job
Threatened

Blames Engineers
As Plans Changed
On Martin Work

The long-planned stream improvement
project intended to afford flood
protection for the town of Martin and
vicinity may be lost, after all, it was
conceded here this week

County Judge Henry Stumbo admitted
he is discouraged — and, perhaps, a bit
disgusted

He pointed out thatl after the county
and the city of Martin had worked for
months to acquire easements over
private property for the stream work,
had acquired easements over some 100
tracts and had filed condemnation suits
in a number of these, the U. 8. Corps of
Engineers has informed both the Floyd
fiscal court and officials at Martin that
the boundaries must be changed on
various strips of land and new easements
acquire

“It's all the fault of the Corps of
Engineers," Judge Stumbo said. “We got
what they asked for, made some people
mad doing it. and now they say they need
more."”

He expressed doubt that an attempt to
get more land after all the months of
negotiations and court action would be
worthwhile. *'It Iooks like all we have got
out of this is time and money spent while
making somie people mad,” he com-
mentes

The stream improvement project, now
in the planming almost five years, would
cost almost $3 million. The work would
have involved straightening and
deepening of the stream channel from
the confluence of the Right and Left forks
of Beaver- Creek, above Martin, down-
stream to a point near the Sammy Clark
Branch, below Arkansas Creek.

CoalRoads May Get
Severance Funds Cut

Floyd county's share of the coal
severance tax this year will be a
whopping $1,189,000, according to state
estimate, and it and other coal-producing
counties will be given greater latitude in
their use of the money

The broadened guidelines for spending
coal tax funds now permit expenditures
for roads and almost any other
legitimate purpose, and the allocation of
the money to various projects will be a
Jjob for the fiscal court

County Judge Henry Stumbo com-
mented this week that he thinks the court
should invite community leaders to meet
with it for an exchange of views on
needed projects. “It's the people's
money, and it should be spent where it
will do the most good,” he added.

Although he made clear that the final
decision will be the fiscal court's, Stumbo
said he will recommend use of the money
on coal roads, solid waste disposal,
recreation, industrial sites if they can be
found, and some road machinery.

The judge said he favors spending
some of the severance funds on roads
used by coal trucks, ‘‘because that’s
where the money is coming from.”

Last year's severance funds were
allocated to a county park system, the
courthouse annex proposed as juvenile
detention quarters and road machinery.

Soil samples from two additional solid
waste disposal sites have been submitted
for analysis, County Planner Claude
Swiney sald, and development of these, if
they are accepted, will get some of the
severance funds

Community representatives said they

Just now,
they say, the dust from coal trucks and

other vehicles is choking, and that is the
immediate problem

Lioyd Stumbo, principal of McDowell
schools, said:

*'Our schaol buses make four trips a
day, hauling at least 170 children to
school every day, We also have two
contract drivers who bring children to
our school each day, hauling about 55.
These roads are destroying our school
buses and the people’s homes . . . 1 would
like to ask that this road be fixed now.”

Lewis
said 11 cases were under the hood and 20
were stacked where the back seat had
been remaved. The vehicle, registered to
Sandy Hall, of Branham’s Creek, was
impounded and Howell was released on
bond the following day.

Lewis, Commonwealth’s Detective Lewis

Major crime in Floyd county
decreased three percent from 1973 to
1974, although the murder rate was up,
according to official figures released by
the Kentucky State Police.

The Uniform Crime Report (UCR),
which is published annually by the state
police, shows the following comparisons:

The UCR also indicates that police
made at least one arrest in 46 percent of
the incidents of major crime In the
county, which is up 16 percent from 1973.

Statewide, major crime increased by
22 percent with property-related crimes
rolling up the largest number of offenses
and biggest percentage Increases. For
example, burglary was up 22.7 percent
and larceny-theft up 28.9 percent

The minimum water rate in Prestons-
burg was increased from $3 1o $3.50 for
the first 2,000 gallons, and the old sliding
scale of charges thereafter was
eliminated. The new rate fixes the
charge for water for the next 98,000
gallons at $1.35 per thousand gallons.

The minimum 2,000-gallon charge
outside Prestonsburg was set at $5. The
rate for the next 98,000 gallons will be
$1.80 per 1,000 gallons.

The minimum for gas (2,000 cubic feet)
was increased from $3.25 to $4 inside
Prestonsburg. Outside, it was raised
from the $3.80 minimum for the first 2,000
cublc feet to $5.60. All gas used after the
first 2,000 MCF in Prestonsburg will be
charged for at the rate of $1 per 1,000,
while the same volume will be at the rate
of $1.40, to users outside the city limits

The sewer charge of 70 per cent of the

Previous altorney general opinions
also have said county offices could not
close two half-days a week.

But Runyan's opinion, requested by J.
Henry Martin, a Bardwell attorney,
appeared to go further and say the offices
cannot be closed even for one half-day.

Runyan corroborated that in-
terpretation in response to a newsman's
question, saying an office could stay open
for five or six days but not 5% days.

“The practical effect of lhe two
statutes is to guarantee a five-day work
week (offices open (o public) for all
county offices,” Runyan said. He said the
legislative Intent was to have the day
offices are closed to be a full working

y.

"“The statues do not expressly
prmrlbc the duration of a work day,” he

dded. ““However, a work day of seven to
eight hours would appear reasonable.

Jerry Frocht, executive director of the
Kentucky Association of Counties, said
many county offices now are open
Saturday mornings.

and played it back to his
guinea pig audience. After 90 hours of
exposure, some inner ear cochlea cells,
the primary source of sound tran-
smission to the brain, had shriveled

Some guinea pigs lost as much as 20
percent of their cells. The experimental
animals also developed swollen adrenal
glands, atrophied thymuses, and
duodenal ulcers. It is true that guinea
pigs are not men, but similar results
were later obtained with humans as
experimental animals. Loud rock music
has been implicated in a number of
studies.

Dr. Lipscomb also tested motorcycle-
riding freshmen at the University of
Tennessee and found that some had
hearing equivalent to 80-year-old men!
But deafness from modern society's
products is not the only ill effect of noise
In 1965 and in later studies, Dr. Samuel
Rosen of Mount Sinai Hospital, New
York, found there was a definite
correlation between sustained noise
levels and artersclerotic heart disease

He found that 70-year-old members of
an isolated Egyptian tribe had hearing
acuity similar (o that of young boys in the
U S.. and that the tribe had lower blood
pressures. The cxplanation, later sub
stantiated, was that noise causes a
narrowing of Lhe arteries which raises
the blood pressure and limits the blood
reaching the inner ear, which somehow
impais hearing

Dr. Rosen also found that excessive
noise caused excessive adrenalin to be
produced. This adrenalin increased
tension and nervousness. Another study
showed that mental hospital admission
rates were substantially higher in areas
classified as “maximum noise areas”
because of their proximity to airports
than in comparable areas not near air-
ports.

Other effects of excessive noise are
interesting. One large insurance com-
pany recently campaigned to eliminate
cammonly-accepted office noises. Once
accomplished, this noise reduction had
some surprising resulls. Typing errors
dropped 29 percent, machine operator
mistakes fell 52 percent. absenteeism fell
37 percent and employee turnover fell 47

School Lunch Prices May
Rise in Many Districts

By PAULA ALEXANDER

Frankfort, Ky. -- Many Kentucky
schools soon may be forced 1o raise the
prices of their lunches to keep up with the
inflationary costs of food staples, ac-
cording to C. E. Bevins, director of school
food services for the state Department of
Education

“I just don't see any other alternative
than a price increase for many of the
districts,”" he said. Bevins noted that
maost school lunches now fall in the 40-60
cent price range

He added (hat “several” recen:
mendations for higher fees recently had
been made by his department following
periodic visits to school cafeterias by
Education Department consultants. He

that such

were not mandatory and that final
decisions were made by the local school
district

Bevins also said his office never
suggests more than a nickel increase, as
parents seem more receptive to that
amount than to a 10or 15 cent jump.

When asked if the quality of cafeteria
lunces was being sacrificed in order to
hold skyrocketing food prices in line,

Local school districts are aided in this
inflationary battle by government
subsidies. Only recently the federal
teimbursement rale increased by 3%
percent, a rise that may temporarily
offset school lunch prices in some
districts. These subsidies help feed some
40 percent of Kentucky's 575,000 public
schuol students who receive Lheir meals
at no cost or through a partial payment,
Bevins said.

Several Eastern Kentucky counties
recently contacted indicated that they
could foresee no price increase, although
careful budgeting is necessary to
maintain proper food service. Pulaski
County Supt. Roy Holt said his school
system last had a price increase at the
beginning of the 1973-74 session. '‘We
haven't increased our prices because the
schools are making it. We're running
aboul the same as last year, thanks to
government reimbursement." Holt said.

Juanita Kocio, Ashland’s food services
director, noted, ‘‘We've got our feet on
the ground. We just want to feed the kids
and pay the bills."” Ms. Kocio added that
Ashland had an increase in lunch prices
at the beginning of the present school
year

Whitley county’s food director, Archie
Hill, noted that his county had a nickel
increase during the 1973-74 term. “We
will not change now," he said

The price range for school meals in the
three Eastern Kentucky counties con-
tacted falls in the 35 to 50 cent category
for students.

.American School Daze

-(An editorial in the Dallas Morning News)

The National Education Association, meeting last week in Los Angeles for its
annual convention, talked about the usual things — money, jobs and politics

A pity the NEA, as usual, showed so little interest in education — in the molding
of bright and intelligent youngsters  for then it would have found mueh else to
discuss besides the paucity of federal aid to the schools

That the public schools are educating more and more pupils with less and less
success becomes plainer every year. In 1966-67, 32,800 students scored 700 or
higher on the verbal Scholastic Aptitude tests; by 1973-74, the figure had plunged
to 16,200, for students scoring 600 or more, the comparable figures are 178,000 in
the earlier period, 134,000 in the more recent

“I'm appalled,” said Denver University Chancetlor Maurice Mitchell the ather
day, “by the general trend of nearly all college applicants to have enormous
deficiencies. They are afraid of math and science. They write and speak in an

.. infarmal manner which shows they have no real understanding of their language

or anybody else’s.”

Ina similar vein, Stanford University's admissions dean, Fred Hargadon, said
recently that “‘In general . .. students coming to Stanford — to any college, really
— do not know how to write very well. They have not had to do so in high school,
for the most part.”

The question before (he house is, simply : What in Horace Mann's name is going
on, when America's expensive and compulsorily patronized public schools
cannot do the job they were meant to do”

Mitchell blames society — rightly, we think — for trying to construct a royal
road to learning. complete with rest stops and by-passes. “Russian education,”
hie argues, “is working ina deadly way for the creation of brain power as a means
of world domination, while we are fumbling around to deal with society’s wish for
instant success for everyone

“Schools have been responding to the gencral pressure to make it easier to get
through, and teachers are desperately scratching around for ways to teach
subjects without making it hard to learn.”

The indictment is all too true, as most schoolteachers will privately admit. To
command a student is autocratic, to expect excellence of him is undemocratic
Well, we have a vast number of nonautocratic pedagogues and an even vaster
number of democratized pupils. We have also an educational system that is
failing

It has not failed yet: the public schools lumber along, turning out a fair number
of literate graduates. The trouble is that the number of literate graduates
diminishes yearly. The colleges are presently chafing at the dropoff in student
quality, soon, the business world will be. But perhaps meanwhile the NEA will
have elected to office a Congress pledged to doubling the federal education
subsidy For all the good that will do

The 'sewerage rate was not increased,
it was said, despite the system's expense
in the construction of a secondary
treatment plant required by the state
Water Pollution Control Commission
The $1,100,000 plant is now 90 percent
complete, it was said this week.

It also was explained that the water
system’s proposed expansion program to
meet mounting water needs will cost
more than originally expected. A loan of
$150,000 from a federal agency at 5
percent interest will nol be made, as
expected, Howard said the commission
has been advised. “That means we will
have to get the money elsewhere and
more than likely at higher interest,” he
added.

The system superintendent said the
average water consumer uses about 5,000
gallons per month. He cited these figures
to show that the increase in water rates
will mean an increase to the average
consumer of $1.35 a month

Under the present rate schedule the
minimum 2,000 gallons costs §3. The next
3,000 gallons cost $1.25 per thousand, or
$3.75, making a total of $6.75. The added
70 percent seweiage claige is $4.73,
bringing the current average bill to
$11.48. The new rates have the minimums
at $3.50, and the next 3,000 gallons at $1.35
per thousand will add $405. The 70
percent sewerage fee would add another
$5.29, bringing the total monthly bill, on
the average, Lo $12.84.

Water from the Prestonsburg plant is
sold, wholesale, to the Parkway water
district and the Auxier Water Company.
The wholesale rates to these are also due
for a raise.

Kentucky sportsmen are noticing
something different on fishermen's
lapels these days. And many fishermen
are making room on their den walls for a
certificate from the Kentucky Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources.

The department reports a predator fish
survey is in high gear. The pins and
certificates acknowledge cooperation by
the fishermen. So far, scales from about
115 black bass, rockfish, walleye and
muskie have been mailed to the depart-
ment.

Jim Axon, a research biologist and
leader of the predator fish study, is
asking anglers to send him four scales
from any legal muskie, rockfish or
walleve or black bass five paunds or
over. The scales aid in determining a
portion of the life history of the fish and
from them the department hopes to gain
information on these predator fish
stocked in Kentucky waters.

As of July 1, 60 bass had been reported
to Axon, the largest a 9% pounder from
Kentucky Lake. Scales from 40 rockfish
over 15 inches in length, mostly from
Lake Herrington, with some returns
from the tailwaters of Kentucky and
Barkley Lakes and Lake Cumberland,
have been received. The largest rockfish
came from the Barkley tailwaters. It
weighed 32 pounds.

Thirteen walleye over 15 inches have
been reported to Axon, primarily from
the tailwaters of Rough River and from
Lake Cumberland, the biggest weighing
in at 6 pounds, 1 ounces, from the Rough
River tailwaters. A 19-pound muskie has
been submitted from Cave Run Lake.

Axon is asking for at least four scales
from each fish. The scales can be mailed
in an envelope available from boat docks,
conservation officers and the Depart-
ment of Fish and Wildlife Resources in
Frankfort.

The envelope also serves as a
questionaire. Such information as when
and where the fish was caught and how it
was taken is obtained through the form

After Axon receives the scales, a
certificate and pin are malled to the
fisherman who submitted them. In less
than two weeks, a pin modeled after the
fish the angler submits and the cer-
tificate should be in the fisherman's
hands. The best scales come from behind
the opercle, or gill cover, of the fish,
midway between the lateral and dorsal
fin, Axon said.

The scales and questionnaires are
evaluated to delermine age and growth
of the fish and will be used in gauging the
effectiveness of the department’s
stocking programs. *

Fisheries officials say the study has no
termination date. As long as it proves
useful, it will continue. The fish scale
survey is expected to run several years.
Fisheries biologists hope this survey can
supplement information from creel
surveys,

The next time you're angling on
Kentucky waters and hook into a big
bass, walleye, rockfish or muskie,
remove about half a dozen scales and go
looking for an envelope to mail them in,
That could result in a lapel pin and
certificate which tells other sportsmen
you caught & big one and aided the
Department of Fish and Wildlife.

When Buying Mower

Nancy was mowing long wet grass, and
the grass began ‘lo back up al the
discharge opening. She reached into the
chute to brush away a clump of grass, but
she reached to far; her fingers were
struck by the blade and one had to be
amputated

According to the Consumer Producl
Safely Commission. this is a typical
accident- one of over 50000 injuries
associated with power lawn mowers last
year

Reel lawn mowers are frequently
considered safer than rotary mowers.
basically because their blades move
more slowly. However, most consumers
choose the more efficient, if more
dangerous, rotary mowers, with blades
reaching speeds of 200 miles per hour,
hurling objects 50 feet or more

If you are in the market for a lawn
mower, keep safety as well as cost in
mind

Safety instructions on use and main
tenance should be provided with the
mower and the machine itself should
carry a warning label. The lawn mower
handles should have “‘upstops,” which
prevent them from rising up when the
machine hits an obstacle. The discharge
opening should be aimed down-
wards. There should be a rear guard to
prevent your hands or feet from coming
in contact with the rotating blade. The
engine exhaust should nol be directed at
the grasseatching bag: sparks from a
backfiring engine could ignite the bag

‘The company also was charged with
removing all of its equipment except one
bulldozer before the final grading of the
mining site was completed and with
failure to reseed the area to the proper
rate

Wherefore, there being established by
the fiscal court of Floyd County a gar-
bage and refuse disposal district pur-
suant-to KRS 109.030, and the franchise
for operation of said district being given
by bid to Floyd County Sanitation, Inc.,

Wherefore, it being unlawful after July
1, 1975, to operate any collection system
or disposal method within said district,
or to dump any garbage or refuse at any
site other than one so established by the
fiscal court and approved by the
Department for Natural Resources and
Fnvironmental Protection pursuant to
KRS 109.090

THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by
the Board of Trustees of the City of
Wheelwright, Floyd County, Kentucky,
that said City shall join in and become a
part of the garbage and refuse disposal
district established by the fiscal court of
Floyd County, and shall contact the
holder of said franchise (Floyd County
Sanitation, Inc.) to have garbage pick up
service ta commence on a weekly basis
no later than July 1, 1975.

THAT this Ordinance is to be published
as provided by the laws of the Com-
monwealth of Kentucky in order to give
the citizens of Wheelwright, Floyd
County, Kentucky, a fair and reasonable
constructive natice of its existence

ENACTED this 19 day of June, 1975, by

Chicago Gasification Plant
Model for State Facility

By KEN W. SNYDER
FRANKFORT, Ky —A pilot coal
gasification plant in Chicago that could
serve as a model for-a smiliar facility in
Western Kentucky was inspected
recently by officials of the Kentucky
Development Cabinet and Texas Gas and
Transmission of Owensboro,

The inspection, part of the Develop-
ment Cabinet's study and evaluation of
gasification processes to select the most
promising, is included in phase one of a
two-part project for establishing a
Western Kentucky plant to produce
pipeline-quality gas from high-sulfur
coal

The gasification method, known as the
Hygas process, is in operation at the
Institute of Gas Technology—the first
large-scale conversion facility to produce
pipelinc-quality gas from coal

The plant presently is producing gas
from lignite coal but has pretested
Kentucky coal. It will request permission
froni the Federal Energy Research
Development Administration to use
Tilinois bituminous coal, which is very
similar to coal found 1n Western Ken-
tucky

Dr. Dee Ashley Akers, secretary of the
cabinet, lermed Lhe Hygas process a
“'viable" conversion method

“Once we. have selected the best
gasification method, we can begin
preliminary engineering design on the
Western Kentucky plant,” he said

The Hygas process, developed in the
19505, incorporates lwo coal conversion
methods within one reactor. Pre-treated
coal is fed into the top of a reactor where
it comes into contact with hydrogen. The
coal is then maintained in a fluid-like
condition and reacts with the hydrogen to
produce methane.

Residual char from the process moves
into a steam oxygen gasifier section in
the bottom of the reactor to produce
gases rich in hydrogen. These gases pass
upward through the reactor to mix with
the pre-treated coal to produce more
methane.

The methane, or raw gas, moves 1o a
purifier where sulfur is recovered in its
elemental form as a by-product, thus
reducing environmental impact.

‘The mixture is then cooled and steam
condensate is removed to produce
pipeline-quality gas.

Last year, 11 persons lost their lives in
traffic accidents during the In-
dependence Day holiday. The worst July
4th highway death toll on record was in
1966, when 22 died

State police officials said traffic was
much heavier this holiday period than
the vue last year, which was marked by a
significantly reduced traffic flow brought
on by concern over the anergy crisis. The

The permit was issued to Hurricane
Elkhorn Coal Corp for a mining site on
Poar Bottom Fork of Marrowbone Creek,
about 25 miles south of Pikeville, Jan. 3
by the Division of Reclamation, Ken-
tucky Department for Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection That
permit was modified May 23

Residents of Poor Bottom Fork, who
have continuously protested issuance of a
permit lo strip mine in thal area.
requested the recenl hearing

During Lhe lengthy hearing, John M
Rosenberg, of Prestonsburg, attorney
with the Appalachian Research and
Defense Fund which represents the Poor
Bottom Fork residents. atlempted to
show that the Livision of Reclamation
should nol have issued the permit be-
cause too few technical aspects of the
operalion were examined

The division and the coal corporation
argued otherwise

Both sides did agree, however. thal the
mine site probably was situated in the
most populated area cver permilted for
mining in Kentucky. They agreed that
{he closeness of the mine to a papulated
area did present a potential danger to
persons and property. They disagreed on
whether or nol that danger could be and
was being controlled

The dispute over the Poor Bottom Fork
began last November when Hurricane
Elkhorn Coal Corp first applied for a
permit. Then, residens of the area were
notified and several protested the im-
pending issuance of a permit.

On Dec. 4, the reclamation division
rejected the permit. According lo John
Raoberts, division director, the permit
was rejected primarily because the mine
was so close Lo houses. Roberts said there

method, enlarged silt control structures

and deletion of part of the lower of two

coal seams—should insure the safety of
the Pnor Botlom Fork residents.

Last February, about 95 persons from
the Poor Bottom area signed a petition
protesting the issuance of that permit. On
May 23 the permit was modified to
change the method of operation

Renewed protests which resulted in the
hearing followed the permil's
modification. Those protests were stirred
last month when a boulder about five feet
in diameter came off the mine site and
stopped about 100 feet from a trailer.

Fears were further heightened by
division of reclamation inspection
reports that document some problems on
the site. Those problems included ex-
ceeding the fill bench width, improper
blasting, failure to keep a dam in good
repair and failure to keep grading and
backfilling up to date

Roberls said the problems were not
seripus and had not resulted in non-
compliance citations. He added that
some problems are common on most
mining jobs and that an inspection report
calling attention to them is generally
considered a recommendation or warn-
ing and does not result in”a_ non-
compliance citation unless they are
repeated or serious

Roberts said the permit was evaluated
in the usual manner and that the
Hurricane Elkhorn mine was similar to
several others in the state. Al least une of
those mines is closer to houses than is
the one at Poor Bottom Fork.

Hearing officer Allen Prewitt will
submit the finding of facts and recom-
mendations to John $. Hoffman,
secretary of the Kenlucky Deparlment
for Natural Resources and En-
vironmental Protection, who will decide

if the permit will be revoked.

horses with gold and silver ™ Whatever
the Indians knew. they seem Lo have kept
the secret well. No deposil of precious
metal has cver been discovered in ap
preciable amounts in any county in
Eastern Kentucky

It would probably be a lossup which
has had more written aboul it. the Elliott
County diamond mines, or the Swift
Silver Mine. The main dilference scems
to be the location. The Elliott County
Diamond Mine has remained in the same
location; the Swift Silver Mine has
migrated all the way from Paint Creek in
Johnson county down (hrough the Red
River Gorge in Wolfe county. Wheher or
nol anything of value has been taken
{rom either place 1do not know, but the
many stories written aboul them have
made interesting and entertaining
reading

Just after the Civil War perind, there
wasa man in these parts who devoted his
entire life in an apparently fruitless
search for & silver mine. Although muore.
than a century has passed. you can still
see mounds of earth above the high cliffs
on Arab Fork of Sinking Creek in Elliott
county. This little stream 15 a tributary of
Litlle Sandy River. Today these mounds
remain as a silent reminder that one man
spent his entire lifetime in g lutile search
for the pot of gold al the end of the
rainbow

They called him Old Bob Tabar, not for
any notoriety he had achicved, bul
perhaps on account of his particular
mode of Diving. A noled weiter has said
that we all need the tonic of the wilder-
ness. Admittedly. old Mr. Tabor had
more than his share of this commodity
He literally lived in the woods. He had no
known source of income except the herbs
he sold in summer and the few skins he
marketed in winter. The basic needs of
man concerned hum very little He took
his food where he found it. the
overhanging cliff provided his only
shelter: and little money was needed to
pravide such clothing as he wore,

Al the break of day he hegan his ar-
duous toil. He had what was called a
churn drill. He lifled 1t up and let it fall
with its own weight rather than steiking it
with a hammer. It was
laborious pracess After a
would sink o hole six {eel in depth
through the rock and cxrtn At
set off a charge of hlasting powder. he
would pick through the upturned mound,
selecting the stones with orc-bearing
streaks.

In the summer he had no permanent
place of abode He would move from
rackhouse to rockhouse. depending on
where his diggings were lncated At the
first blast of winter. he retreated to a
more protected sheller. For tus winter
quarters, he selected a place under the
cliff near a good source of wood and
water

As a small bay [ heard an old man tell
about visiting him in hiswinler quarters
He said that his bed consisted of 4 deep
mound of leaves cavered with a few
animal skins.

little by htle would fill the heavy kettle
to the brim After Lhis process was
completed he would starl a huge fire
under the kettle Afler several hours of
intense heat, the mass would begin to
melt. He would keep skimming off the
impurities as the mass boiled and finally
all that was left would be a small, saucer
shaped dise in the bottom of Lhe kettle.
After he had collected a num ber of these,
he would bury them in a seeret hiding
spot under the cliff on Arab Fork.

So many stories have been told about
01d Boh Tabor that it is a very difficult
matter lo separate fact from fiction.

Whether the stuff he made in the kettle ~

had any value or not I do not know
However, old settlers were convinced
that he did find a source of lead from
which he manufactured bullets; that he
did find a source of salt peter which he
used in making blasting powder

After many years of arduous toil, the
stlver hunter's strength began to wane. 1t
is said that he used his last remaining
strength to hury his tools and kettle in
some secret spol. Although many people
have searched for miles up and down
Arab Fork to locate the place where he
buried his treasures, the place has never
been found. Finally, as it must to all men,
deathcame to O1d Bob Tabor. It was here
on Arab Fork beneath the lowering cliffs
they laid him ta rest

Below his final resting place still flows
the clear sparkling water of Arab Fork as
it didin his day. a hundred years ago

Clinics Bring Medlcal Aid to Isolated Area Chlldren

By MARY GEHANT
MANCHESTER, Ky.—Reglonal,
travelingelinics can help fill in gaps In the
distribution of health services. In the
past 12 months, over 700 children have
received care they might not otherwise
have had, because pediatric specialists
from the University of Kentucky Medical

Center came to them

Under & contract with the Department
for Human Resources (DHR/, the UK
team conducts alternate-month clinies in
five Eastern Kentucky counties—Clay,
Lee, Magoffin, McCreary and Wolfe
These counties are isolated from the
stale’s (wo major medical centers
Except for the traveling clinics, families
in Manchester would have to travel lo
Lexington, 100 miles away, or
Somerset, 55 miles west, in order to mke
a child to a pediatrician

The traveling chnics are not “‘primaty
care” clinics: patients must be referred
to the chinic by a local health professional
who thinks they should be examined a
second time, by someone with advanced
training in child development and
childhood diseases. Public health nurses
can make direct referrals to the specalty
clinics if they see sume unusual condition
in a child

Dr. Priscilla Lynd. assistant professor
or pediatrics al the University of Ken-
tucky College of Medicine, directs the
regional pediatric program coducted
thrugh the DHR contract. She takes
direct charge of those held in Man-
chester, at the Clay County Health
Center. .

1 see our function us a direct servipe
in areas where pediatricians are not
available,” she explains. “'We're also a
back-up for Ihe.local medical com-
munity—we gel a lot of referrals from
family physicians who want us to
examine a child they've been following.
Uusually, they'd like to confer with us on
one of the less-common pediatrie
problems

Dr. Lynd also points oul that under the
DHR-UK contract, there is a *‘well-olled
mechanism"' for getting a child into the
Medical Center or to special clinics such
as those conducted by DHR's Services
for Physically Handicapped Children
'We can also provide follow-up services
10 youngsters who have been at the
Medical Center They don't have to make
that 100-mule trip as often. For example,
we'll see a diabetic child every three
months—twice here and twice in
Lexington."

During a recent clinic in Manchester,
the UK leam consisted of Dr. Lynd, a
pediatric resident, Dr. Claudia McEwen,
liaison nurse Grace Jones, R.N., two
senior medical students and a medieal
records clerk. This leam was augmented
by staft from the Cumberland Valley
District Health Department. which
covers Clay and Jackson Counties This
local group included public health mur-
ses. a nutrilionist, a nurse's aide and
clerks

The barn owl is noted for its wide
distribution, being found in every con
tinent and 10 such remate 1slands as
Madagascar, off the east coast of Africa
also in Curacao of the West Indies Its
range in nur region 1s given as:“the
mountains of West Virginia "

A few barn owls have been seen in the
Tug Valley Region, but those who sighted
them couldn’t identify them A barn owl
can be readily identified, it is the only
owl with a face shaped like the human
hear! . it is long legged and slender, with
a white breast and dark brown eyes; 1t is
rusty-red on the back and head, and has a
white face, with a look of perpetual
dignity

When seen in the dark about some old
barn. this owl presents a ghoslly ap
pearance, with its white breast and the
eyes glowing like live coals in the dark. If
these is a nest of young nearby. they may
be heard hissing like a nestful of snakes.

The barn owl holds the world's record
as an eater of mice. As a tesl, it was fed
nine mice in quick succession and
quickly swallowed them all, hair and
hide; it soon digested them, ejected the
hair as pellets, then clamored for more
It was given five more mice, which it
gulped down greedily. This owl can eat
its own weight in mice every 12 hours. So
itis a most useful owl to have abaut the
farm.

A pair of barn owls once lived in one of
the towers of the Smithsonian Institution
At the end of the season, a scientist
examined the pellets he had collected
454 of them. A study of these showed the
owls had consumed the following species

-of rodents: 224 field mice, 179 house
mice, 2 pine mice, 20 rats, 6 jumping
mice, 20 shrews and 2 moles. This
establishes the barn owl as a champion
eater of destructive rodents, and a bird of
a great value to the farmer

1 hope iny readers will be on the watch
for barn owls and if any should be found
In vur region, give them the best of
prolection. They're worth their weight in
gold to any farming community. They
scour the fields, gardens and orchards,
gulping up the rodents they find

FRANKFORT, Ky.—News item
Homer Hugh Cartwright, 50, of
Madisonville. was electrocuted shortly
after starting work on the third shift al
the Fies No. 9 mine in Hopkins County.”

H. N. Kirkpatrick reads such reports
as this and he is puzzled. As com-
missioner of the Department of Mines
and Minerals, a report will soon be on his
desk concerning the details of Cart-
wright's death

Last year, only 20 persons were killed
in mine related accidents through the
entire 12 months. So far this year, Cart-
wright was the 25th Kentucky coal miner
to dic at a mine site

“We've been pulling our hair out,” said
Kirkpatrick. “We just can't put our
finger on why more people are being
killed in mine accidents than last year.”

The 20 deaths last year was the lowest
ever in Kentuck. However, in 1973, only
28 men died in the coalfields which was
the lowest up lo that time.

““We could pin it down if the deaths
were coming from roof falls or fires. but
we've had three electrocutions,” said Lhe
state official *We are trying lo do what
we can bul the number of deaths is
mounting

There is, of course, the one obvious
reason for the mounting accident rate.
“‘When you have a coal boom, you have
more people working and more ex-
posed, " said Kirkpatrick.

Kirkpatrick said his office is stressing
safety now more than ever before. ‘We
have seven full-time instructors holding
classes nightly in the field,” he said.

However, he added that mine deaths
such as that of Cartwright are hard to
explan

“The man went under the trolley wire.
He's probably done it hundreds of limes.
Only this time was the wrong time, and
he made the right ground and was
clectrocuted,” said Kirkpatrick

In another recent mine accident, Kirk-
patrick said a man was electrocuted
when he sliced through a cable. “He
thought the power was off and it wasn't""
he said

In yet another incident, the owner of a
mine went into an area without a hard
hat on, he said. There was a rockfall and
the man died three hours later.

“Itisn’t that the mines are not in safer

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conditions than in the past,” said the
state office. “The union has a safety
committee at the mines and under the
contract they can withdraw the men
when they believe a mine is not safe.

“It's just that mining is a hazardous
occupation,” he added. “And these
things seem to run in cycles. The curve is
going back up and we are going to try to
do what we can to stop it."”
