Floyd Could Lose
$200,000 If Rebate
On Seam Location

Awaiting by Floyd and six other coal-
producing counties is a promised Court of
Appeals ruling on the controversy in-
volving coal severance tax rebates

State Finance Commissioner William
E. Scent said last week that an early
decision has been promised by the chief
justice of the court. The decision could
affect plans of the several counties for
use of their coal tax money.

A comprehensive plan for Floyd
county’s use of the funds has not yet been
made and will probably not be made until
the exacl amount of the rebate is known

Alissue s whether the coal tax rebates
should go to counties where the coal
seams lie or those in which the mine
openings are located.

Franklin Circuit Judge Squire
williams has agreed with County At-
torney Ed Hancock that the rebates
should go to the county where the coal
seam lies.

If the appellate court sustains Judge
williams, Floyd county will lose ap-
proximately $200,000 of the $1,293,771
severance tax originally scheduled to it
as a rebate

FIRING UPHELD

A south Daketa U S District Courd has
upheld a school board in Lhe firing of an
elementary teacher who lived with a man
to whom she was not married The judge
stated the board was reasonable in its
belief that the conduct of a teacher would
have an adverse effect on the pupils she
was teaching. The leacher had charged
that the board's action was arbitrary and
capricious.

as Chnist's reference to the sparrow will
live as long as there is a Bible—a book
designed 1o hive forever

Christ used the sparrow as an example
of God’s care for even the lowliest of His
creation. when he said: “'Are nol Iwo
sparrows sold for a farthing and not ane
of them shall fall to the ground without
vour Father ** (meaning He takes note of
their fall and is deeply concerned about
not only sparrows but for all created
things and seeks to care for them and
provide food for their needs :

A farthing. the value of Lwo sparraws,
15 equal 10 about four cents in our money
Againin Luke 12 6. Christ says: “Are not
five sparruws sold for two farthings and
not one of them is forgotten before God?™*
From this Scriplure. we might say that
Gud cares for all of the creatures he

Take the sparrows now: They are

“The Nitty-Gritty”

Federal flood insurance is important to the people of this
country, and the Congress has attempted to meet the public need
by enacting legislation which provides such protection. But the
law was enacted too hurriedly as an emergency-type measure, to
the point that in combatting the disease the doctor comes pretty

near 1o killing the patient.

Floyd county will have a difficult time living with this law.

On the one hand, the law makes flood insurance mandatory,
forbidding any lending institution operating under federal
permission or auspices to loan money for building in areas which
do not comply with the Flood Insurance Act in land usage
planning and other requirements for the insurance.

On the other, it forbids construction of a building in the "“flood
plain,”” that area which has been reached by the highest flood on
record, unless the site of such building is built up to that fiood

level

The Floyd fiscal court and most incorporated communities of
this county hesitated about compliance with the Act. But, their
residents threatened with an absolute cut-off of funds from
lending institutions unless they did, they agreed.

Now comes time for getting into what is called '‘the Regular
Phase’’ of the insurance program. Flood-prone areas are to be
established. Details of the program as it now stands are to be
discussed at a meefing scheduled here at 1:30 p.m., next Tues-

day.

Meanwmle, some efforts aré being made in the Congress to
amend the act in calmer fashion, hopefully to eliminate the
harsh demands made on homeowners and governing bodies.

As matters now stand in a section such as this, most level land
will be defined as lying in the flood-prone areas, leaving bullders
of new homes or businesses only the choice of hillside locations
or to build up their lots in the flood plain to the flood level—to the
exclusion of the rights of their next-door neighbors whose lots
may be left deep in a hole, as it were. Flood insurance, as now
provided, will help only the owners of structures already built in

flood-prone areas.

Strikes us that Congress would more nearly serve the public
interest by establishing flood insurance rates on an acturial
basis, similar to the method employed in the life insurance
field—that is, to fix premium payments on rates based on the
frequency of flood experience, wherever they may build.

At any rate, whatever we may think of National Flood In-
surance as now provided, it will be worth their time for citizens
to join officials at next Tuesday’s meeting.

Fatality Rates Down
Over Last Three Months

Traffic fatalities declined sharply in
Kentucky during the months of August,
September and October of this year,
according lo figures released by the
Kentucky State Police (KSP), marking a
reversal from lhis year's first seven
months

During the three month period, 188
fatalities were reported for the state,
compared to 239 for that same span a
year ago—or a 21 per cent decline.

In August, 70 persons lost their lives on
Kentucky roads. That figure for August,
1974 was 86, or a 19 per cent decline.
Fifty-eight fatalities were recorded in
September and 60 in October. These
months reported 70 and 83 the previous
year for declines of 17 and 28 per cent
respectively

However, the lirst seven months of this
year reflected an increase instead of a
decrease Between January and July, 516
fatalities were recorded, as compared to
429 for that period in 1974 or a 20 percent
increase

LL Col. James H. Mayes, commander
of administration for the KSP said that
there 13 no definite explanation for the
sudden reversal, but he did mention
several factors that could have con-
tributed

“'There has been a |5 per cent increase
in the state police work force,” he said,
**as a result motorists see more police on
the road and tend (o slow down.”

Another possible factor, according to
Mayes, is that more speeding cilations
have been issued this year. During the
first 10 months of this year an estimated
113.110 citations were issued as com-
pared to 86,023 for the first 10 months of
1974,

‘It is reasonable that once Lhe word
gets around that more citations are being
written,” he continued, “'that motorists
become more cautious.”

He also said that good weather may
have contributed, and now that people
are getting used Lo Lhe 55 mile per hour
speed limit, traffic is moving more
uniformly. He estimated that 70 per cent
of the automobiles on the stale’s high-
ways are now traveling within 10 mph of
each other.

For the 10 month period, seven of the
state’s 16 stale police posts have reported
fewer fatalities in their areas than they
encountered last year.

The Mayfield post reported a 27 per
cent decline; Madisonville an 18 per cent
decline; Bowling Green an 11 per cent
decline: and Elizabethtown a 6 per cent
decline The Henderson post reported an
18 per cent increase, from 34 fatalities lo

4.

The state police post in Ashland had the
greatesl percentage of decrease
Fatalities in their region fell from 32 to
16, or 50 per cent. The Larlan and London
posts also reported decreases

A total of 704 fatalities were recorded
in the state during the first 10 months of
this year, as compared to 668 through
October of last year

was blocked there and that a non-
compliance order was issued Feb. 21 but
the stream was still blocked as late as
July 21.

Mr. Whittaker, who handled the case,
said Stephen Ford, who wrote The
Courier-Journal story, phoned him at his
home about the Holbrook situation. I
explained that Warner Ford (the
reclamation engineer! had investigated
and had found the stream was blocked
from other sources and that the state had
its reasons for not enforcing the non-
compliance arder."

The newspaper story alleged that:

1. Wells and the division's engineering
staff in Frankfort often do not follow up_
on reparts of violations and do not sup-
port the inspector who reported offenses.

2. Inspectors’ non-compliance notices
indicating major mine violations and
requiring prompt correction have not
been upheld by Wells and engineers

3. Several inspectors who said they
feared losing their jobs if their names
were revealed said they feel they do not
have the support of their superiors in the
division.

4. The newspaper's investigation of the
response to mining violations was
hampered in some cases by missing
reports and records in the Frankfort and
Prestonsburg offices.

Wells' immediate supervisor, William
Hayes, sald he has heard of problems in
the district, but he refrained from
criticizing Wells. He said he plans to
conduet his own investigation of
reclamation in the Prestonsburg district.

Natural Resources Secretary John S.
Hoffman and Hayes both said effective
enforcement of reclamation laws is
unatlainable if inspectors do not feel they
have the backing of their superiors

Hoffman said he intends to set up a
separate enforcement section solely to
deal with offending coal companies.

““We've got an administrative problem
inhandling non-compliances, no question
about it. There’s got (o be a better way,”
said Hoffman, who said he was unaware
of dissatisfaction within the Prestons-
burg district.

Wells said he sends copies of all non-
compliance reports to Frankfort. Charles
F. Peters, chief of the permitting section
in Frankfort, searched for many of the
missing documents, but said the papers
had probably been taken by various
division officers for study and action.

“T haven't been able to find them. I do
know they haven’t been torn up or thrown
away or anything like that," Peters said.
"“They may still be under investigation,
although some of these are pretty old.
Something should have been done."

In addition to the Magoffin operation of
the Holbrook Coal Co., the Louisville
newspaper story cited the Sterling
Hamilton Coal Company on Mud Creek
and four others on which non-compliance
orders have been issued. These include
Princess Cindy Mining, Inc., in
Lawrence county; the Appalachian
Landy & Fuel Co., Johnson county;
Crown Enterprises at Flat Gap, Johnson
county, and Addington Brothers in
Lawrence county.

Frankfort—For the time being,
Robinson forest in Breathitt county is
once again safe from strip-mining

American Flectric Power Corp., which
had been core drilling in preparation of
possible strip-mining just above the
boundary to the stateowned forest, has
informed the University of Kentucky that
it is ending that operation. According to
the letter. the company will not exercise
its option to purchase the coal mining
righls on property adjoining Robinson
Forest.

Both the Kentucky Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection (NREP) and UK had sought
to prevent stripping the area. For
months, suits and counter suits have
been filed by both sides in the con-
troversy

NREP first sued American Power and
Electric when the company began core
drilling this summer near the forest in an
effort to determine the amount of coal
there In a suit filed in Franklin Circujt
Caurt, the department charged that core
drilling is, in fact, a form of strip-mining
and that, therefore, the company was
strip-mining without a permit.

AS a result of that suit, a resiraining
order was issued against American
Power and Electric

The company then requested a
hearing, in which Franklin Circuit Court
Judge Squire Williams upheld the
restraining order.

Next, American Power and Electric
appealed that decision to the state Court
of Appeals, which sent the case back to
eircuit court for a determination on the
merits of the case—whether or not core
drilling is a form of stripmining

The Court of Appeals also dissolved the
restraining order and declared that until
the circuit court decided if core drilling is
a form of stripmining, the company
should not be enjoined from drilling on
the property.

Although the Court of Appeals in-
dicated that it would rule that core
drilling is not a form of strip-mining, the
matter has still not been determined

However. continued litigation has
ended since the company has decided not
to continue its operation in the Robinson
Forest area

The surves. which atilizes sightings of
quarl and rabbits made by cooperating
ural mailcarriers during June. July and
Augusl shows 1hat <tatewide. the rabbit

papulation is up, both when compared to
last year and to the average of the 15
vears this survey has been conducted

Only in the Pennyroyal and western
coal regions of the stale were rabbit
populations helow those of last year. The
hills of Bluegrass region showed the
greatest gain in rabbit numbers, ac-
cording to the survey.

On the stalewide level. quail
populations are slightly lower than the
numbers indicated by both last year's
survey and by the 15 year average. The
best quail populations are in the western
portions of the state, followed by the
central Kentucky regions and then
Eastern Kentucky.

seasonal variations 1 small game
populalions are to be expected, ac-
cording to Jim Durell, assistant director
of the Department of fish and Wildlife's
pame management division. Weather is
perhaps the single most importanl cause
of these fluctuations, Durell says. and the
long dry spells last summer are probably
responsible for the indicated decrease m
quail pepulations.

The second part of the squirrel season
also opens Nov. 20, as does the season on
grouse. Squirrels should be easier to find
than n the August through October
season, since they will npw be onn-
centrated around mast-producing trees

Told To Correct
Paint Creek Report

Federal Judge H  David Hermans-
dorfer has ruled that the Army Corps of
Engineers must correct an en-
vironmental impact statement they
prepared on the Paint Creek dam and
reservoir project because they failed to
provide “the opportunily for comment’’
by landowners in the project area

In an order issued in Covington
recently, Hermansdorfer instrucled the
Corps of Fngineers to make a “curative’
statement by soliciting comments from
area citizens on the Corps, proposed
methods to deal with eil and gas seepage
into the lake

Hermansdorfer made the ruling after a
suit was filed by a citizens group
protesting the technical procedures by
the Corps

The Committee of Painl Creek has
bheen fighting the dam project in the
vourts since last January

Hermansdorfer's ruling came as
result of one he made last July when he
said the Corps’ cost-benefit analysis of
the dam project was inadequate and that
nsufficient plans had been made to
account for ol and gas seepage inlo lhe
reservoir

The dam and lake are proposed for
Paint Creek in Johnson and Morgan
counties.

Because there is oil under the proposed
project area, several objections have
been raised as to the possibility of oil
seeping into the lake

To Mine Deaths Increase

Frankfort, Ky —The Kentucky
Department of Mines and Minerals is
investigating this year's 42 mine
fatalities in an attempt to discover why
the figure has already more than doubled
1974's toll of 20 mine-related deaths
Commissioner H. N. Kirkpatrick ex-
plained that this year’s figures inilially
seem especially alarming when com
paredto the 1974 tally, since that figure is
an all-time record low. That same year
also produced a record high of 136 million
tons of coal, a fact which makes 1974 even
more impressive
“Its the $64 question as to what was
being done correctly in 1974 that is not
being done today,”” Kirkpatrick stated
As the department is charged with

maintaining the highest safety standards

“average” victim was 34 and had 10
vears of experience behind him  The
report states that 17 victims did have less
than five years of training bul 12 had
more than 15 years of mumng skills
Moreover, three of those 12 miners had 30
vears experience.

Kirkpatrick views Ihese facts as
evidence that a worker can become
careless through “over-experience’ just
as easily as from inexperience People
firid it hard to believe that disaster can
happen to them, he said.

The report further notes that talls of
roofs. or elns, account for 18
fatalities and continue to be the main
killers 1n Kentucky mines. The com
missioner explained that while in-
spectorscould foresee possible dangerous
areas in the mines, they could not always
be present or force the workers to follow
recommended safety standards. Kirk
patrick added that falls of roofs also

Electrical fatalities and machinery-

related deaths have claimed five victims
each thus far, the report states. Yet of all
the reasons listed for a mine-related
death, surface fatalities have had the
greatest increase with 10 vieums  That
figure isa 13.5 per cent increase from the
yearly base average 'a figure ublained
from calculations based on the number of
fatalities from 1964 thraugh Oct 31,

In addition, the detailed report states
that 13 miners were killed when per-
forming duties other than those usually
assumed. For instance, a mine owner
was killed while temporarily relieving an
employe. The man failed to don a hard-
hat and was struck on the head by a
falling rock

Kentucky's largest county. Pike. lost
the most residents to mine-related ac
cidents. Mining in Pike county cost 10
workers their lives while Hopkins lost
seven men. Other counties in which mine
deaths occurred are as follows: Knolt,
five: Muhlenberg. four; Harlan, three;
Ohio and Floyd, two each: and Elliott,
Knox, Letcher. Martin. Bell, Henderson,
Whitley, Morgan and Perry counties all
lost one worker

Weather does not seem to be a factor in
mine fatalilies as January with seven
deaths claimed the magh lives of any
month. How e and September
with six fatalities each fllowed close
behind.

Kirkpalrick explamed that Johnson's
report was made to determine if the
deaths were following a certain trend so
department ¢mployes could zero in on
that problem. However. he acknow-
ledged that no main reason for the acel
dents could be discerned so depart
ment employes would continue to empha-
size all safety issues

Kirkpatrick said that federal and state
regulations have greatly reduced coal
mining accidents from the 1920s and the
1930s when a mine disaster occurred
nearly every year and claimed dozens of
lives

“‘Miners are now more careful and
routine inspections help to upgrade their
working conditions, butl a year with just
one death would still be a tragedy. The
department must continue to instill
workers with the idea that they should be
constantly aware of what is going on
around them so as to avoid these ac-
cidents Hopefuly, we will some day
reach the point where no lives will be lost
o mining. Only then will we have a
perfect year ” he added.

courts system. Gov. Carroll feels the
agency should conlinue to lead Ken-
tucky’s effort by helping in the
preparation of legislation through which
the constitutional amendment will be
implemented

To help in the orderly consideration of
necessary courts-related legislation,
Gov. Carroll told Judge Reed that he will
ask the members of the General
Assembly to limit their work related 1o
the Judicial Article in the upcoming
session to the Circuit Court the new Court
of Appeals, and the Supreme Court

If the lawmakers agree, the Governor
said, he will commit himself to call a
special session of the Kentucky
legislature to deal with the establishment
of the new District Courts. He would call
that special session prior to January 31,
1977. The terms of office of the judges of
the District Courts do not begin until
January, 1878,

Gov. Carroll believes that delaying
action on that part of the amendment will
give the Judicial Council the time it
needs to fully examine and complete its
District Courts legislative proposals

Additionally, Gov. Carroll suggests
creation of an advisory committee to be
made up of members of such interested
agencies and groups as the Kentucky Bar
Association, KACO, Kentucky Municipal
League, the .Legislative Research
Commission, the Office of Local
Government, the Executive Department
for Finance and Administration, the
Justice Cabinet, the County Attorneys
Association, the Commonwealth At
torneys Association, the Office of the
Public Defender. the Circuit Clerks’
Association, and the County Clerks’
Association, and others

The Governor feels this committee
would encourage further participation
and input with the Judicial Council's
Office of Judicial Planning.

Says Criticism,
If Constructive,
To Be Welcome

Kentucky's chief environmental officer
says he welcomes constructive criticism
and the state needs more of it

“‘Sometimes vou get hedded down in
the forest and you can't see the trees.”
said John Stanley Hoffman. secretary of
the Department of Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection. " Though
occasionally il takes someone else lo
come in and say vou need 10 start doing
this. "

The secretary was referring to &
study released recenlly by lhe Center
for Science in the Public Inter
criticized Kentucky's enforcement of
stripmine laws :

“I don't disagree with some of the
things those fellows found.” he said, *‘but
I think probably we've begun solving
some of the problems since they were
h

ere

Hoffman said the young lawyers who
conducted the study were given “‘free
and open access” to departmental
records, but that they had never asked
for his views

Amony the ¥eriticisms leveled at
Kentucky were:

—That the fines levied by the slate for
violations of stripmine reclamation laws
often amount to nothing more than a slap
un the wrist for a coal operator

That mine inspectors are offered
bribes by coal aperators for not reporting
violations

That Kentucky's mine inspectors are
generally incompetent and overworked.

Hoffman said the investigators ap
peared to show a lack of understanding of
the legal prucess used in dealing with
reclamation law violations. He said the
state has settled many cases oul nf court

for more money than i1 could have gulten
in court

He also said the centor researchers
appeared to have “glossed over™ a more

important fact, “the environmental
measures which we made them take

‘We don’t just find them und sav see
vou around,”” he said

“It's a question of a fine secon: panied
by reclamation done in a cerlan manner
within a specified time

Regarding bribes, Hoffman said. ~lve
tried to follow up on all those rumors "
He said he sent a lawyer to each
reclamation district field office to read a
personal memo Irom him advising in
spectors thal 1f anyone was found ac-
cepting or offering a bribe. their case
