Suspended Wheelwright Police
Chief Charles Harmon claims that
harassment charges filed against him
by two Wheelwright City Commis-
sioners arc just another chapter in a
continuing battle between him and
commissioners.

City commissioners Andy Akers
and Lowell Parker filed separate ha-
rassment charges against Harmon on
Monday, saying Harmon’s charges
are nonsense and that they filed the
complaints because they were con-
cerned about their safety.

Harmon responded to the charges
Wednesday saying he has been the
target of harassment for the past year.
Harmon added that he was pursuing
a lawsuit against the two men in fed-
cral court,

As far as these charges of harass-
ment go, I will agree there has been
plenty of harassment,” Harmon said.
““I have been harassed for over a year
by these fine city commissioners.
These charges they filed are only
anothercheapatemptodegrade me.

“I admit I did advise these com-
missioners they would get what was
coming to them and they will in a
court ol law,” Harmon continued. It
does seem odd, though, these events
took place on January 3 and they
waited until the 11th of January 10

Jury finds
Bank Jo
bandit guilty

Several hours of grueling delib-
cration greeted jurors Thursday in
United States District Court in
Pikeville berore they returned a ver-
dictol guilty against Jeffrey Mullins,
the man accused of robbing a
Prestonsburg nk twice in less than
two wee ter a four-day trial.

Mullins, 34, formerly of Hi Hat,
had been accused of robbing the North
Lake Drive, Prestonsburg branch of
the Bank Josephine on June 26 and
July 8 of lust year, threatening bank
tellers and patons, and stealing a
total ol $12,669.

Mullins was also on wial for the

“I’m sorry I caused this situation
and I'm sorry for what [ did,” Liule
told the judge. “I was under a lot ol
stress; I had some personal problems
and medical problems.

Thompson and the two men shook
hands.

Little was indicted last ycar by a
grand jury on attempted murder and
first degree wanton endangerment
charges.

Prosecutor Jerry Patton said he
was satisfied wilh the ouicome of the
case.

“Under the circumstances, 1I'm

atisfied,” Patton said. “One, that the
gun was emply, even though Sherifl
Thompson thoughtit was loaded, and
that, apparently, Mr. Little was under
extreme emotional distress which is
documented in the psychiatric report.
1 think this was more appropriate.”

David Williams, Little’s public
defender, was also pleased with
Wednesday's events.

“Thesheriff"s office decided to be
lenient, but thisis far more than a slap
on the wrist,” Williams said. “The
man just lost it and he admits he lost
it It’s fortunate that nobody was hurt.
He was being treated at Mountain
Comprehensive Care for a slecp dis-
order at the time and stress brought
on by other things.”

Sheriff Thompson agreed with
Litle’s arrangement.

“Based on the psychiatric state-
ments, onc more year was all he could
have gotten and I'm satisfied with
four,” Thompson said.

The incident happened January
25,1992 when Little’s wife called in
a domestic violence complaint to the
sheriff’s department. The couplc has
since divorced.

Sheriff Thompson responded to
the call.

“I was walking toward the resi-
dence carrying my flashlight when 1
heard somecone yell ‘put out that
light,”” Thompson said after the inci-
dent last year. "I stepped from around
the house and naturally, I turned my
light toward the voice. The man had
a shotgun pointed right at me. Then [
heard ‘click.”™

Thompson said he dived for cover
behind a vehicle and that Litle
pointed the gun in his direction again
and pulled the trigger of the empty
gun two more times before putting
the gun down and going back into the
house.

than 278 tons of food will be rolling
into Kentucky this month for needy
families and also for soup kitchens
and food banks throughout the state.

January's deliverics from the fed-
eral commodities program are just a
part of the 1.56 million pounds of
food allocated for Kentucky during
this quarter ending March 31. The
estimated value is just under $1.05
million.

During the same quarter last year,
Kentucky received 2.3 million pounds
of food valued at $1.29 million, said
Commissioner Mike Robinson,
whose state Department for Social
Insurance oversees TEFAP—The
Emergency Food Assistance Pro-
gram—in Kentucky.

For January through March,
1,281,018 pounds of food valued at
$870,493 and designated for low-
income families and individuals will
be distributed by 17 area develop-
ment districts and community action
agencies including the Big Sandy
Community Action agency.

The other part of the federal com-
modities program will send 282,942
pounds of that quarterly total to over
30 soup kitchens and food banks op-
eratcd by churches, spouse abuse cen-
ters, the Salvation Army, Volunteers
of America and other nonprofitorga-
ons.
na has been added to the foods
available 1o families this quarter, but
it will not be here until March. Other
foods expected arc pork, rice, pcanut
butter, cornmeal, butter, orange juice,
green beans, and raisins.

“People should be looking at the
commodities program as only a di-
etary supplement, as the food stamp
program is meant o be the main
source of aid for people in need,”
Robinson said, emphasizing that not
all commodities are available in all
counties.

The Kentucky Foundation for
Literacy, Inc. has been awarded a
$20,000 grant from the Knight
Foundation in support of the state’s
on-going Adult New Reader Project.

The Foundation is a non-profit
companion organization to the
Kentucky Literacy Commission
(KLC), an agency in the Kentucky
Cabinet for Workforce Development.

Funds from
the grant will also support the
establishment of new reader
ambassadors to serve as literacy
recruiters, public speakers and leaders
of ncw reader groups throughout
Kentucky. The Knight Foundation of
Miami, Florida, was established in
1950 and awards national grants in
journalism, education and the field of
arts and culture. Grant awards are
expected to total $29 million in 1992.

A recent survey among states to
show the need for more emergency
food assistance program funds led
Congress to authorize $42.3 million
more, but how that will be shared
among the states is uncertain at this
time, he said.

He is the directing attor-
ney for the Mine Safety Project of
thc Appalachian Research and
Defense Fund in Lexington and
spent more than a decade litigat-
ing cascs for the fund's Hazard
office. Many of them were safety
discrimination cases brought un-
der the Federal Mine Safety and
Health Act of 1977. He repre-
sented. in congressional hearings,
widows and families of seven

~miners killed in the 1981 explo-
sion at the Adkins Coal Co. at
Topmost.

He has descended into the
mines, including the "dog holes,”
those sites where miners will turmn
last for work. One miner recalled
inhisletterhow Oppegard spent a
shiftalongside him inonc of those
mines, where the working places
were only 29 to 31 inches high.

As one retired mine inspector
put it in his letter, when it seems
there is no one to stand and repre-
sent survivors when their sons',
husbands’ and daughters'lives are
lost, "people like Tony will al-
ways be there 10 lift the survivors'
hands and to (encourage) them."

Editor's Note: Rev. Timothy
Jessen, who has beenin Berlin, Ger-
many, since January 4 as part of the
Louisville Seminary's continuing
education requirements, conlinues 1o
discover the importance of the unity
of men during his study of the church
in Germany and how it was affected
by exposure to various forms of gov
ernment through the years. He will
return home on January 23.

“Rassismus muss nicht in
Deutschland scin™ the sign scrawled
on the side of a building in former
East Berlin said. Berlin seems filled
with graffiti these days, but this one [
ated: it means “There must be
m in Germany.” While the
Western press has focused much in-
terest on the revival of Neo-Nazism
in some parts of Germany, we have
scen little evidence of that. Rather,
there seems to be a desire to compen-
sale for the crrors of the past, by
remembering the terrible tragedies of
the Third Reich and by being com-
passionate and welcoming to people
from other lands. This is extremely
difficult for persons from the former
GDR, because they were virtually
excluded from outside contacts dur-
ing that regime’s 40-ycar rule. But,

many things are beginning anew in_

Germany these days.

oday, our group visited
Sachsenhausen, one of the notorious
concentration camps of Hitler’s Ger-
many. While it had been presenied
mainly as an "anti-fascist” memorial
by the Socialists, now a revision of
history is taking place that takes into
account the fact Lthat Stalin also used
the camp Lo imprison his opponents
in Germany after the war.

But, the overwhelming feeling
from Sachsenhausen is derived from
the horrors of the Nazi period, when
over 100,000 persons (potitical pris-
oners, forcigners, Jews, church lead-
ers, Gypsies) were put to death here.
(That is about the combined popula-
tion of Pikc and Floyd Countics, and
yetit represents only a small fraction
of Hitler’s victims.) Though it was
not primarily onc of the extermina-
tion camps, it does have gas cham-
bers, the remnants of a crematorium,
a public gallows, and the shooling
trench where uncounted numbers
were put to death. One is repulsed by
the senseless nature of this unspeak-
able brutality, for it seems largely to
spring from racism: the notion that
ourcountry,ourrace, our nationality,
is the only one that counts, and that
all others should be despised, if not
climinated.

‘We also visilted Wannsee, where
the Nazis planned, with typically
Prussian precision, the extermination
of the Jewish race. After a while the
pictures, statistics, burcaueratic pa-
per work, and euphemistic talk dull
one's senses o the immensity of this
tragedy. Germans and all citizens of
our world must face this horror, how-
ever, with the determination “never
again.”

Weanustnever again discriminate
inst people because of their race,
wional origin, physical handicap, or
political ideas. Wé must never again
allow the discase 0 infect us that
somchow we are superior W others
whoareditferent. And we mustfight,
with allthatis inus, 1o insure thatour

Songwriters Association opens Nashville's
doors to Kentucky musicians and writers

‘The capital of country music —or
at least a part of it — will be in the
heart of country music — or at least
the essence of it — this weekend
when several of Nashville’s top
songwriters and producers come 10
Paintsville for the first East Ken-
tucky Songwriter Showd:

The presentation of orginial coun-
try music and southern rock begins at
noon Saturday, January 16, al the
Carriage louse. The event is spon-
sored by the st Kentucky
Songwriter Association o promote
country music in Eastem Kentucky.

“People have no idea of the talent
here,” said Bill Hall, amember of the
local songwriter's group.

Hall, whose songs have won state
and national contests, has been trying
1o break into the Nashville circuit.
Because he has contacts in Nashville,
local songwriters and musicians are
always bringing him tapes to listen o
and W “pitch it to Nashville.”

“That’s hard to do,” said Hall,
who explained that record compa-
nies won't take outside tapes because
they are fearful of a lawsuit

“The company may not accept
your song, but years down the road,
they may produce a song that sounds
like yours and end up with a lawsuit,”
he ¢xplained. “So, they must go
through a reputable publisher or pro-
ducer.”

That's almost impossible, said
Hall, unless you know the inside track,
and that's what Hall and his group are

doing by bringing Nashville to East-
e Kentucky.

“There are so many good songs
here, so we brought Nashville here,”
said Hall, who explained that the
showcase will open Nashville's door
to area musicians and songwriters.

“Hopefully, they (the producers)
will go back and spread the word,” he
said.

Among those spreading the word
will be Vern Dant, whose song, “Ru-
mor Has I." reached the top of the
charts through the sultry tones of
Reba McEntire. Vern Dant, presi-
dent of Vern Dant Productions, has
also written “Cruisin’,” performed
by Alabama and “Two Broken
Hearts,” performed by Dave and
Sugar.

Songwriter Will Robinson, whois
in the publishing business with Vern
Dant, will also be on hand. Robinson
has written about fifteen No.1 hits,

such as I Know How He Feels,”
performed by Reba McEntire,
“There's No Way,"and " You’ ve Got
the Touch,” by Alabama.

Also in attendance will be the
songwriter of “Achy-Breaky Heart.”

Performers and songwriters from
as far away as Ohio, Virginia, West
Virginia, Tennessee and, possibly.
Michigan, will premiére their talent.
It a producer likes what he hears, said
Hall, he will sign a contract on the
spot.

One of the producers is working
on a record deal for Donna Cox, a
member of the Kentucky Opry, said
Hall. Cox will also perform during
the showcase, as well as fellow Opry
members Jodi Conley, James and
Tony Whiled, and former Opry mem-
ber Sean Caudill. Cox, Conley and
Caudill will sing songs wrilten by
Hall. Ron Spriggs will also perform
songs by Hall.

Griffith forges film industry

Oldham County native David Wark Griffith (1875-1948) staricd his career
asanactor and playwright, but gaincd fame as a groundbreaking film director
and producer.

Just after the tum of the century Griffith, then living in New York, began
developing mation-picture techniques that led to the creation of the film
industry. Griffith developed such dramatic and photographic effects as the
closcup and fade out, and discovered silent film stars Mary Pickford and
Lillian and Dorothy Gish.

Griffith's innovations and (ilms, Birth of a Nation,adrama of the Civil War
and Reconstruction era, Intolerance, and Orphans of the Storm, have been
called some of the most important and influential contributions ever made in
the history of motion pictures. D.W. Griffith is buried in Oldham County.

Coal Miner's Daughter
sings her way to fame

LorettaLynn's life story became widcly known when her fairy tale-like life
story was portrayed in the movie Coal Miner’s Daughter. Lynn was born on
April 14,1935, in her family'scabin in Butcher Hollow, a tiny Johnson County
community. Her father, a miner with Consolidation Coal Company, gathered
Lorcua and her cight siblings around the radio on Saturday nights to listen o
Nashville's Grand Ole Opry.

Just 13 years old, Loretia married Mooncy Lynnand moved to Washington
State. She made her singing debut at a local Grange hall in the late 1950's, and
soon followed that up by recording her song Honky Tonk Girl for Zero
Records. The song was a hit, and the Lynn family moved to Nashville, where
Lorctia made her first Grand Ole Opry appearance on October 15, 1960 and
secured a record contract with Decca Records.

Dubbed the "Queen of Country Music” by the press, this beloved,
international celebrity has won numerous awards, including 11 from the
Academy of Country Music and eight from the Country Music Foundation,
and has logged 16 number one songs. Today she lives on her own dude ranch
at Hurricane Mills, Tennessee.
