An affidavit filed with the motion
for an injunction says that Mullins
will “suffer immediate and irrepa-
rable injury” if he is forced to quit his
job. Mullins would seck of the office
of jailer on his own time and that
running for office would not “inhibit
or limit™ him from performing his
duties as deputy jailer, the affidavit
said.

‘The declaration of rights lawsuit
filed by Mullins Tuesday claims the
county’s personnel code is “without
merit and abridges (Mullins") consti-
tutional right without proof of acom-
pelling state interest.”

“That the restriction of the fiscal
court is not rationally related to the
interests which are thought to (be)
protectedand isa deprivation of equal
protection under the law since other
public office holders are allowed to
continue their employment while
sceking re-election,” the lawsuit said.

Mullins is seeking a judgment set-
ting out his rights under the law and
1o continue his employment while
seeking the office of Floyd County
Jailer.

During the Third
Reich, a number of brave pastors and
lay people formed the Confessing
Church, to affirm that God and not
the “Fuhrer’ was their Master and
Lord. For this they paid dearly, in-
cluding the famed Dietrich
Bonhoeffer who gave his life in a
concentration camp, just before it
was freed by the Allies.

During the time of the GDR (the
Eastern Communist State), the church
had to determine how it would con-
tinue and what its stance would be
toward the state, which officially pro-
claimed and promoted atheism. Chil-
dren of Christians were persecuted
and forbidden entrance to the best
universities and opportunities. To be
a believer was to be part of an un-
‘wanted minority by the state.

Nevertheless, the church was the
only place where free speech could
take place, and so it becamne a sanctu-
ary for many who were displeased
with the state. The churches in East
Germany opened their doors for com-
munity meetings of all kinds, and
even though the Stasis (state secret
police) sought to infiltrate these meet-
ings and did so successfully, they
were not able to stop the people’s
movement.

In the cighties, as bigger and big-
ger groups met in the churches, pas-
tors had to try to persuade the people
not to take to the streets. But, eventu-
ally they did, facing_the possibility
(and sometimes the réality) of brutal
treatmentand arrest. The church tried
1o keep the protests nonviolent, and
so it was. Worshipers would leave
the churches with lighted candles sig-
nifying that they intended no vio-
lence.

Eventually, it was these mass
marches and demonstrations which
‘brought the end to the GDR, and in
the process, the Wall. But the efforts
had started with a very few, with
many others joining as the movement
gained momentum.

Now, in a period of very dramatic
change, pastors and church leaders
are again in the forefront. For years,
they were the only persons (outside
the party) to be trained in public speak-

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New MRI unit installed
at Pikeville Methodist

The Radiology Department at
Pikeville Methodist Hospital recently
announced the installation of its new
Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI)
unitat its permanent site in the build-
ing addition.

MRI has become a well accepted
modality, especially in the examina-
tion of the central nervous system,
the head, neck, and spine, and the
musculoskeletal system.

The new unit, the Siemens 1 Telsa
Impact, not only provides routine
studies with images of superb con-
trast resolutions, but has advanced
medical applications that few MRI
units in other facilities can match
The Siemens Impact has a high field
superconducting magnet whichisone
of few in the state. Paticnts can ex-
pectless time for their exam because
of the rapid imaging speed compared
tolow or medium field strength mag-
nets,

A unique feature called “Turbo
Flash™ allows for sub-second imag-
ing, useful for dynamic processes in
the head and body. This advanced
technology sets the stage for the fu-
ture in brain and cardiac perfusion
imagery.

The ability to achieve multiplanar
reconstruction for 3-D imaging is
amazing. This feature allows the ra-
diologist via computer to reconstruct
areas of complex anatomy from any
orientation or plane. This has been
particularly useful in the joints, such

as the knees were complex anatomic
planes require non-traditional pro-
Jjections which will complementmore
conventional studies.

‘Weightbusters battle the bulge :

Who are you gonna' call?

Looking for a way to lose that
spare tire around your waist? Or, how
aboutdropping those extraten pounds
or more your body started accumu-
lating during the holidays— five years
ago. Or, perhaps you've always been
overweight, and you really want to
lose those pounds, but diets don’t
work.

‘Where do you start?

“You make a lifestyle change,”
advises Joan Shalapin, community
health education coordinator for Our
Lady of the Way Hospital in Martin.
“It’s a lifetime pattern of eating —
it’s not a diet...it’s learning how to
substitute.”

Shalapin should know. During the
last two years she has lost 25 pounds
simply by changing her eating pat-
terns and lifestyle.

“I"d tried all kinds of diets (with-
out success) until I regulated fat and
portion size and chose food from a
balance of food groups.”

Andshe started walkingregularly.
“I had to put exercise in, Befare, I
exercised sporadically. I started put-
ting in three miles a days, five times
a week. Exercise has made all the
difference...I have a total increase in

And I'm not as hungry, Walking isa
way to walk off stress and frustration,
as well.”

Before she educated herself on
basic nutrition facts and the benefits
of exercise, one of her downfalls in
the battle of the bulge was failing to
be label conscious. “I ate crackers
instead of bread. I was not label con-
scious. I'm a lot more educated as far
as labeling is concerned.”

Now Shalapin and a team of area
health professionals are sharing their
knowledge and enthusiasm for
lifestyle change to help others who
wanttolose weightthrougha Weight-
management program at OLW
propriately named “Weightbusters.”

The Weightbusters program is of
ive, th

which focuses on diet and nutrition,

and behavior modification. Shalapin
serves as coordinator. Team leaders
of the program are dietician Cheryl
Bentley, who teaches the importance
of proper diet and ition; physical

The program came about due ©
public demand.

‘“We kept getting calls for a class
in weight-management at the hospi-
tal” Shalapin recalls. “Weight con-
trol is a prevention for so many other
health conditions.”

Realizing that there was adefinite
demand for a soundly-based weight-
management program, the first
Weightbusters class began last win-
ter. The first group of participants
met once a week for 12 weeks from
February to May.

Carolyn Lambert, who works at
Mountain Christian Academy, was a
participant in the first session, and
she discovered basics of a healthy
lifestyle that helped her lose weight.

“I think it’s a good program,” she
says. “It was educational. It taught
you what was in food and how toread
labels... I1ost weight. Anditmade me
aware of the benefits of exercise. T
walk regularly now.”

Schuler Harmon, a pharmacist at
OLW, joined this past fall’s

ment tips, discussions conceming
physical fitness, behavior modifica-
tion, eating disorders, how to read
labels, etc.

~Essentials: a doctor’s slip; a pri-
vate weekly weigh-in, food diary.

Pluses: atwo-hundred page note-
book filled with handouts. Notebook
includes health and exercise lips and
recipes; videos, guestspeakers, group
support, uses USDA dietary guide-
lines; instructors are health profes-
sionals.

We et the
pressure from d\eoulsxde(magumes,
‘TV)come in and distort our vicws of
ourselves. Whatever our size, we need
to feel good about ourselves, 1o know
that we are neat persons.”

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1993 brings some optimism
forimproved farm equipmentsales

Sales of farm equipment, espe-
cially large tractors and combines,
might rebound this year from the
sluggish times of the early 1990s.

“Incentives for capital purchases
are improving as a result of potential
arowth and an improved cash flow in
agriculture,” said Forrest Stegelin,
extension agribusiness specialist at
the University of Kentucky College
of Agriculture.

“Crop agriculiure is the main
driver for farm machinery investment.
And acreage is the key to higher
sales,” he said.

“With the zero setaside for wheat,
we can expect more acreage,” he
explained. “An increase in wheat
should lead to more soybean acreage,
because many farmers double crop
beans behind wheat.”

Stegelin believes the 10 percent
setaside for corn will have minimal,
if any, effect on demand for farm
equipment.

“Farmers had a bumper crop in
1992, so they didn’t need to make
many trips through the field,” he said.
“With the set aside, farmers likely
will go through the field more times
1o get the most from the crop; this
would havea positive effecton equip-
ment sales.”

Farmers’ aging equipment inven-
tory is another reason sales might
increase this year, according to
Stegelin.

“Some farmers haven't bought
equipmentsince 1979, when the farm
cconomy began a down twm, and
much of it needs to be " he

according to Stegelin.

“Bumper crops in 1992 pushed
some harvest prices down to the point
that many farmers will receive defi-
ciency payments this year,” he ex-
plained. “Large-scale farmers, who
would most likely receive the pay-
ments, might use the money to buy
equipment”’

Although many farmers took ad-
vantage of lower interest rates 10 con-
solidate loans, Stegelin doesn’t be-
lieve the lower rates will be a domi-
nant factor in equipment buying de-
cisions.

“Farmers remember the financial
distress of the 1980s, and are hesitant
o get into that simation again,” he
said. "Plus, they are concerned about
the shrinking safety net provided by
federal price support programs anc
uncertainty of future commodity ex-
ports brought on by the North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreementand GATT
negotiations.”

“Capital expenditures for farm
equipment and machinery hit an all
time high of $11.7 billion in 1979 as
boom conditions of the 1970s drew
to a close,” Stegelin said. “The de-
cline hitacyclical low in 1986 a1 $4.6
billion, before rebounding to $8.2
billion in 1990. Sales declined to
about $6 billion in 1992.

Several factors contributed to
‘weak sales through the 1992 harvest,
be said.

“Economics of ownership encour-
aged the trend in custom work—pes-
ticide ication, pasture mowing,

said. “Bailing wirc and bubble gum
will go only so far.”

Other inducements for sales are
the absence of price shocks looming
among production inputs, such as
seed, fertilizer, pesticides, fuel and
labor. In addition, the livestock in-
dustry is in a growth mode fostered
by reasonable feed prices.

Improved cash flow is another
impetus for farm equipment sales,

baling hay, harvesting grain, grind-
ing feed,” he said. “Many farmers
‘withmid-sized operations hire itdone
rather than pay dealers’ prices and
operating costs.

“The Conservation Reserve Pro-
gram, increasing no- or reduced-till-
age practices, weather concerns, and
forecasts of declines in net cash in-
come also contributed to weak equip-
ment sales in 1992.”

Extra Vitamin E can help reduce
exercise-induced muscle damage

by Judy McBride

Trying to shed those extra holiday
pounds, don’t Iry an exercise that
stresses some muscles more than
normal.

Usually, the blame for sore
muscles is placed on individual cells
that tear apart as they lengthen under
the force of exercising.

A new study suggests that a sec-
ond kind of cell damage may also
contribute 10 the soreness. It's caused
by oxygen free radicals that are gen-
erated by the body during a workout.

Oxygen free radicals damage fats
in muscle cell membranes, thus de-
stroying the cells' integrily, says
Mohsen Meydani, a nutritionist at
the U.S. Departmentof Agriculture’s
Human Nutrition Rescarch Center
on Aging at Tufts University in Bos-

But, he found that Vitamin E
makes a difference. Boosting the
body'sVitamin E reserves before be-
ginning an exercise program reduces
the tissue-damaging oxygen radicals,
he says.

Thatextra Vitamin E also appears
to reduce inflamation of damaged
tissue, says Simin N. Meydani, a nu-
tritional immunologist at the Boston
center, which is part of USDA’s Ag-
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Vitamin E’s benefits were found
in comparing the effects of getting
8001.U. of the vitamin daily versus a
placebo for several weeks before
doing muscle-damaging exercise.
Men in their 20’s, and another group
age 55 to 74 were studied.

Mohsen Meydani says the group
that got the vitamin, which included
both young and older men, had less
damage due to oxygen radicals. And
the data suggest that “the older men
were better protected.” he adds.

He says he wanted to compare the
effects of Vitamin E—an antioxi-
dant—in young and older men be-
cause body levels of antioxidant en-
zymes reportedly diminish as people
age.

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Auctions grow in popularity and success, NAR survey finds

The use of auctions by real
estate professionals as a vi-
able marketing tool is steadily
gaining ground, dissolving
the perception that this sell-
ing technique is limited only
to distressed propertics, ac-
cording to the results of an
auction market activity sur-
vey conducted by the National
Association of Realtors.

The survey, conducted in
June 1992, is based on the
responses of 131 U.S. auc-
tion firms and tracks auction
activity from the first quarter
of 1990 through the second
quarter of 1991.

The datacollectedincludes
the number of real estate auc-
tions held per quarter, the
number of bidders attending,
and the types and sclling
prices of the properties of-
fered.

Among the survey’s find-
ings wasa 1 percent increase,
10 4,400, of the number of
real estate auctions held
across the country in 1991,
compared to the number held
in 1990. In addition, the sur-
vey found that the number of
bidders who participated in
real estate auctions rose by
27.6 percent in 1991 to more
than 625,000. In addition, the
number of registered bidders
per real estate auction climbed
by 26.5,10 134 in 1991, from
a ycar carlier.

The survey also revealed
that the number of properties
offered through auctions more
than doubled in 1991 to just
over81,500. Of those proper-
ties offered, the survey found
that 83 percent, or 68,000,
actually sold.

Survey findings also
showed that during 1991, the
dollar volume of real estate
sold at auction totaled nearly
$6.4 billion, nearly 65 per-
cent more than the value of
the property offered in the
previous year.

Single-family homes, con-
dominiums, and residential
lots accounted for 86.4 per-
centof all sales, and together,
accounted for 61.6 percent of
the value of real estate sold at
auction.

According 0 the survey,
the average price paid for a
single-family home offered
at aucuon during the second
half of 1991 was $80,100,
compared 10 the $125,000
average price for all single-
family homes sold through a
raditional sale during the
same period. By contrast,con-
dominiums durng the same
period drew an average price
of $106,900 at auction. Dur-
ing the second quarter of
1991, single-family homes
sold at auction represented

roughly one-half of 1 percent
of the dollar value of all
single-family homes sold,
while salesof condominiums
through auctions accounted
for 1.5 percent of all units
sold.

The surveyalso found that
the composition of the auc-
tion market changed mark-
edly between the first and
second halves of 1991. Unit
sales of single-family homes,
multifamily structures and
office buildings all more than
doubled, while reiail and in-
dustrial property sales were
at least 50 percent higher.

“The selling prices re-
vealed by this survey show us
that auctions arc not always
primarily comprised of dis-
tressed properties for sale,”
said 1993 NAR President
William S. Chee, a Realtor
from Honolulu.

“Auctions are a relatively
new approach to selling real
estate here in the United
States. This survey clearly
shows that the method is
catching on in our market,
attracting more and more
companiesand drawing more
quality properties,” Chee
added.

“The basic change that is

slowly happening is the per-
ception among Realtors and
the public that auctions are
not always the last resort o
sclling a property. They are
another option and another
way of successfully market-
ing rcal cstate,” said Delbert
D. Ludlow, a Realtor from
Indianapolis, Ind., and 1992
chairman of NAR’s Real Es-

1ate Auction Committee.

“I think Realtors are rec-
ognizing thisfactquicker than
the public. But I think it’s
also starung to catch on with
the public too,” Ludlow
added.

Thislatest survey also pro-
vided NAR rescarchers with
some of the first insight into
the impact of properties

owned by the Resolution
Trust Corp. and the Federal
Deposit Insurance Corp.,
(RTC/FDIC) in the auction
process. The survey found
that nearly 42 percent of the
real ¢state properties sold at
auction in the second half of
1991 were RTC/FDIC-
owned. These propertics were
especially prevalent in the

multifamily and residential
lots categories, where they
represented 84 and 62 per-
centof the total sales, respec-
tively.

The National Association
of Realtors, the nation’s larg-
est trade association, is the
voice for real estate, repre-
senting nearly 750,000 mem-
bers involved in all aspects of

Department of Veteran Affairs promotes LAPP

The Department of Veter-
ans Affairs (VA) has a rela-
tively new program designed
to speed-up the processing of
VA home loans. Called the
Lender Appraisal Processing
Program, it’s better known as
“LAPP”,

Under LAPP, lenders who
already have the authority to
determinea VA buyer’scred-
itworthiness can also be ap-
proved 10 receive appraisal
reports directly from VA-as-
signed fee appraisers, review
those reports and close the
loans on the basis of their
reviews. That helps lenders
clnse loans sooner by elimi-
nating the mailing and pro-
cessing time needed for VA
to receive and review the

property appraisal report and
issue a notice of value to the
lender. The amount of time
saved can be particularly sig-
nificant in very active real
estate markets,

In addition to the obvious
advantage of improving cus-
tomer service by reducing
loan processing time, as the
program’s popularity in-
creases, lenders with LAPP
authority are expected to have
a definite competitive edge.

VA is strongly encourag-
ing eligible lenders who have
not applied for LAPP ap-
provaltodo so. The relatively
simple approval requirements
are outlined in the VA
Lender’s Handbook. Lenders

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The evolving real estate professional crossing lines

As real estate profession-
als seek to balance financial
obligations to homeowners
with fair representation to
prospective buyers, the role
of client representation in a
housing transaction continues
toevolve, according to an ar-
ticle in Real Estate Today,
published by the National
Association of Realtors.

Real Estate professionals
face unique challenges when
dealing with the issue of
agency, as profiled in Stecele
V . Propp’s article, “Loose
Lips Sink Ships.” Agency
involves the obligations areal
estale practitioner must up-
hold when representing buy-
ers, sellers, or both. Propp
illustrates potential problems
agency conflict can cause by
featuring typical situations
involving real estate profes-
sionals and consumers in a
housing transaction. One gen-
eral example has a real estate
professional offering infor-
mation to prospective buyers
that the seller has not explic-
itly approved. Although bro-
kersand sales associates work
with the good intention of
completing the transaction on
the client’s most favorable
terms, reveal ing certain in-
formation to buyers can foil

the entire sale and even result
in legal penalties.

The author notes that in
residential real esiate, bro-
kers/sales associates tradi-
tionally represent the seller,
and act in the best interests of
that client. But when a real
estate professional agrees 1o
represent a buyer's interests,
the client relationship is re-
ferred to as buyer brokerage.
Consumers can choose real
estate professionals to repre-
sent them under traditional
seller arrangements, buyer
brokerage or dual agency, the
representation of both seller
and buyer.

The scenario of an open
house is presented as a case
where agency problemscould
casily arisc. To avoid mis-
takes regarding price, terms,
or other selling conditions,
the seller should provide the
broker/sales associate with
written directions. A written
agreement will prove espe-
cially useful if another sales-
person in the real estate com-
pany holds the open house.

Real estate professionals
must also clearly understand
when the reasons foraclient’s
move should be respected as

confidential. Since net-work-

ing among real estate sales-
people often results in more
potential buyers tor aclient’s
property, the listing broker/
sales associate should make
itclear to colleagues whether
certain information can be
revealed to buyers.

The article offers tips di-
rected to real estate profes-
sionals which, if understood
by buyzrs and sellers at the
start of a transaction, would
end in a more satisfactory re-
sult. The following advice
applies o real estate sales
associates exclusively repre-
senting the seller:

= The buyer should not be
told a personal opinion on the
value of a client’s property.
Answering a buyer's ques-
tion, “Seems overpriced,
doesn't it?” by honestly and
openly restating allegiance to
the seller will prevent any
inadvertent misrepresenta-
tion.

« The buyer should not be
advised on how much should
be offered for the property. If
the buyer is aware of the real
estate professional s role and
has turncd down an opportu-
nity to work with a buyer/
broker, aresponse by the sales
associate reiterating profes-

So, you will
spend about one-third of the
amount of renovation costs
just on a move.

In addition, built into the
total cost of the new house is
the costof that particular sale,
which you, asacustomer, will
also pay.

Given that, if the neigh-
borhood is as stable as you
say, and if your current house
will notbe disproportionately
priced, it may well pay you to
do the renovations you've de
scribed.

The kitchen and baths are
the most expensive. You cer-
tainly will want to do some
shopping around. It may be
there are some savings, such
asresurfacing or refacing your
cabinets rather than replac-
ing them altogether.

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What to take to alender when applying for amortgage loan

You've shopped months
for your dream home, signed
the sales contract, deposited
earnest money and are ready
10 meet with your chosen
lender. Unfortunately, apply-
ing for a loan is much more
complicated than just filling
out of a few forms, and it is
only the first step toward
mortgage loan approval. You
must be prepared to field
many questionsand prove the
accuracy of youranswers with
documentation. To speed up
the application process, be
sure to take the following with
you:

Signed and accepted pur-

chase contract—This is the
legal document that you
signed with the home seller
that contains a description of
the property, including an
engineer’s survey (map that
charts the property). Don’t
forget to attach any and all
riders, and if there's a gov-
erning association for the
property, have its rules and
regulations. Also, give the
lender a copy of the check or
money order you used for the
earnest money (deposit) on
your soon-to-be new home.

Signed tax returns for the
last three years.

All entitlement documen-
tation—If you receive social
security, pension or disabil-
ity payments, you must dis-
close the amount. In most

cases, two recent check stubs
for each entitlement is suffi-
cient.

Proof of your annual gross
salary—The last two years’
W-2 Forms is the best way to
show your earnings; if you're
paid bonuses and/or overtime,
list these separately. If you
want to show that your salary
is increasing over time, it
doesn’t hurt to take the last
three or four years’ W-2sand
the most recent salary check
stubs.

Social Security numbers
for all persons to be listed on
the title.

Bank statements—Take
the last three months’ bank
statements for each type of
account and investment you
have, including checking and

saving accounts, Certificates
of Deposit, Individual Retire-
ment Accounts, 401k’s,
stocks and bonds. For the last
five items, ke sure their
current cash values are docu-
mented.

Amount and cash value of
all life insurance policies.

Employment records—If
you haven’t been with your
current employer for more
than three years, you need to
have the names and addresses
of previous employers dur-
ing that period. If you're self-
employed, provide year-to-
date profitand loss statement/
balance sheetsand three years
of corporate tax returns. If
you were a student any time
during the last three years,
provide school transcripts.

Otherreal estate/rentdocu-
mentation—Take 12 months
of canceled checks for rent

and/or mortgage payments.
If you own other real estate,
youmustprovidethelender’s
name and address, theaccount
number and what you still
owe on the property.

List of monthly expenses,
such as auto payments and
insurance, alimony and/or
child support payments, credit
card debts, student loan pay-
ments and any other ongoing
payments. When applicable,
be prepared to supply current
balances and account num-
bers sothe monthly payments
can be verified.

Divorce decree—Supply a
copy of all decrees and scpa-
ration agreements. This veri-
fies the amount of alimony or
child support paidorreceived.

Gift letter—If someone is
giving money toward the
down payment, you must
show the signed “gift” leter.

V Aloan documentation—
If applicable, be prepared to
show the certificate of eligi-
bility or what is called the
DD-214,

Finally, if you’re using an
attorney instead of an escrow
firm officer for your closing,
have her or his name, address
and phone number handy.
And, don’t forget your check-
book. You'll have to pay the
lender for credit reports, ap-
praisals and miscellaneous
paperwork; but request that
the lenderexplaineachcharge
and why it is levied.

If you’re armed with all of
these documents whenapply-
ing for your loan, you’ll elimi-
nate or reduce any delays to-
ward loan approval. If all the
needed proof of your finances
is presented up front, loan
processing takes an average
of 30 1045 days to complete.

“FIXER-UPPERS”:
FIRST THINGS FIRST

Before you begin work on
a major “fixer-upper,” some
serious planning can helpsave
money. Start by outlining a
budget, based on available
finances. Knowing your op-
tions and their financial im-
pact will result in better
choices in your project.

While youcansavealotof
labor costs by replacing dry-
wall, plastering and painting
yourself, the major infrastruc-
ture items and appliances will
most likely have to be in-
stalled by others. Here are
some items for your consid-
eration:

Electric: You may have o
upgrade the service (amperes
being fed to the house from
the street) depending on the
existing capacity. The first
step will be to decide what
major appliances will be in-
stalled in the house. The big
energy users are air condi-
tioning, the hot water boiler,
washer and dryer, furnace or
heat pump, refrigerator, dis-
posal, dishwasher and the
oven. You have achoice with
most of these appliances to

use gas, oil, electric or even
propane.

If you plan to put in sepa-
rate air conditioners for win-
dows, you probably need o
run separate circuits to have
adequatc power at each loca-
tion. Central air conditioning
requires Major energy sources
at both the fan and compres-
sor. At the same time, con-
siderif you will want “clcan”
computer outlets for certain
areas, which would require
running new wires inthe walls
and would take up room in an
electrical panel. Alsoremem-
ber to plan for adequate
heavy-duty kitchenappliance
outlets.

After you have decided
what electric appliances you
will be installing, total the
usage and consult with an
electrician to verify if an up-
grade is necessary.

Kitchen: Remember to in-
clude all those appliances
listed above in your budget
andadd the microwave, range
hood and venting, and spe-
cial lighting.

The cabinet costs will be
at least as expensive as, if not
more than, the cost of the
appliances combined. All
laminate cabinets arc usually

on the lower price scale and
look clean and modern. With
wood cabinets, look for solid
fronts. In all makes, sturdy
hingesandrollersare themost
important considerations.
Solid hardwood custom cabi-
nets can be two to four imes
the cost of laminate.

Flooring: If you plan to
refinish hardfloors, first in-
terview several contractors
and inquire how many more
“sandings™ the floor has left
in it. Try 10 have as little of
the floorremoved as possible,
in order to maintain the
strength in the wood. This is
one job better left to the pro-
fessionals, but make sure to
get references and several
bids. If the floors are in poor
shape, your money may be
better spent by installing a
new layer over the top of the
existing floor. Obtain bids for
both options. If you are not
soldon the wood floors, check
out carpet samples and get
bids to compare the differ-
ence in price for alternate
flooring.
