State officials have stressed that
test scores should not be used o com-
parc one school against another, but
to measure the progress of individual
schools.

The accompanying chart shows
baseline scores for Floyd County
schools and the threshold scores they
arc to attain on 1994 tests.

Sized-down Floyd ASCS office
could be phased out after all

Despite earlier reportsand a United
States Department of Agriculture
spokesman’s insistence to the con-
trary last week, the Floyd County
Agriculture Stabilization and Con-
servation Services may still fall un-
der the knife in a massive budget cut.

The proposed cut is part of a major
down-sizing effornt intended 10 up-

date and streamline the Department
of Agriculture’s operations. The cur-
rent USDA field office structure is
comparable to that which existed
when 20 percent of the U.S. popula-
tion lived on farms and was without
modern communication.

Today, less than one percent of
the U.S. population lives on farms.

According to a press release is-
sued last week by Secretary of Agri-
culture Edward Madigan, the De-

partmentof Agriculture has proposed
to eliminate more than 1,000 of the
nation’s 7,405 ASCS offices. Among
the offices Madigan has proposed to
climinate are 19 ASCS offices in
Kentucky, including those in Pike
and Knou countics. Floyd County
was not included on the list.
Unfortunately, the Floyd County
office is already considered closed,

The woman said she had loaned
Adams money 10 send to his ex-wife
in Indiana and on another occasion,
money to send to his stepdaughter in
Florida. She said Adams repaid some
of the money by letting her use his
creditcard to purchase gas and forcar
rcpairs.

Prestonsburg City police officer
Ricky Conn testified that he found
the woman, hysterical, bound and
gagged, near the Johnson Building.

Kentucky State Police detective
Lynn Cross and Prestonsburg police-
men Greg Hall, Roy Roberts and Jeff
Stumbo arrested Adams the next day
near his home at Hager Hill.

Cross testified that the officers
took Adams 10 his home, at his re-
quest, to feed his dogs. Cross said
Adams consented 10 a search of his
home where officers found a shirt
which had been cut and parts of the
shirt used for the gag. Officers also
recavered muddy, grass-stained
clothing the man said he wore the
night of the incident.

Adams, who testified on his own
behalf, claimed the woman had asked
him to meet her on the college cam-

us to carry out a sexual fantasy.

“I loved her, 1 cared for her,”
Adams testified. “What she wanted
to do, I'd do. I wanted her to be my
companion. 1 wanted her to be my
wife.”

Adams said the two “laid” in the
grass near the college for about 20
minutesand that he attempted to have

sex with the woman, but that he was
“100 scared.” He said the woman
said, “Romie run” and he left her. He
testified that he went back to the
scene because he had lost his carkeys
and wallct.

He testified that the woman helped
him search the arca for his keys and
walletand when theitems were found
he left her at the scene.

During cross-cxamination by
Commonwealth Attorney Jerry
Pauon, Adams said the 1wo were
supposed 1o meet at his house after
the incident at the college.

“Weren’t you worried when she
didn’t show up?” Patton asked.

“Sure,” Adams said. “I got her
some Dict Pepsi and a pizza because
she was supposcd 10 meet me at the
house. I sat home and (ate) some
pizza.”

“You were worried about her, so
you sat home and (ate) pizza?” Patton
asked.

“Sure, I was hungry,” Adams an-
swered.

Adams also testified that the
woman had asked him for money on
various occasions prior to the inci-
dent and promised him “dates” after
he had given her money. He said the
two had engaged in graphic phone
conversations about sex and that on
one occasion she wanted money to
purchase a “sex kit,” which included
a pomographic movie. Adams said
he had previously purchased X-rated
movies at Wal-Mart.

In closing arguments, Adams’ at-
torney, Sid Trivette, argued that the
two had a “weak mind, strong mind”™
relationship and that the two needed
cach other for different reasons.

It's beyond compre-
hension.

“To leave her bound and gagged
on the creek bank and go home and
eat pizza is so ridiculous I don't want
to make this argument,” Patton con-
tinued. “That is a very, very troubled
man who has fantasized the whole
thing.”

The jury deliberated an hour and
35 minutes before returning the ver-
dict.

Formal sentencing has been set
for Friday, February 5.

the presidential candidacy of Arkan-
sas Gov. Bill Clinton.

All the Domnan speeches were in-
tended—or scemingly intended—1o
show that Clinton was not only a liar
and a draft-dodger during the Viet-
nam war but, possibly, a young man
who betrayed his own country to the
Soviets.

He said the threat by Finley
Begley, southeast regional director for the state
Board for Adult and Technical Education, came
because Jones was infected with the virus that
causes AIDS.

Beginning on the 61st day of
incarceration, vets rated 20 percent
or more are limited 1o 10 percent;
veterans rated less than 20 percent
are limited to half of the 10 percent
rate.

Dependents may have the right 1o
an apportionment while the benefi-
ciary is incarcerated. Any apportion-
ments will be discontinued, and full
benefits restored upon release, or upon
participation in a work-relcase or
halfway house program.

Rather, seni
to be shrewd in business deals, that s,
if they're dealing on a one-to-one,
aboveboard basis. However, that’s
not always the case. Many seniors
who tend 10 be a mite more trusting
than they could be, 00 oficn write
checks before checking things out.

One of the “deals™ that is aimed at
the senior market involves so-called
“inside tips” to government give-
aways of surplus property. You may
have seen the headlines on the adver-
tisements for publications that prom-
ise to reveal secret information on
how to get in on these fabulous deals:
*“Drug raid scizures! Dirt cheap.” Or,

“Government homes for $1.” Or, “...
Jeeps for $44. However, as the Con-
sumer Information Center pointsout,

while these ad headlines may make
you think the govemment is practi-
cally giving away surplus property,
orconfiscated vehicles, or seized real
estate, etc., that just isn't true. Also,
you don’t need to buy any publica-
tion promising “inside” tips on how
10 learn about “‘secret” government
sales. For one thing, the sales aren’t
secret. For another, you can getinfor-
mation frec of charge on when and
where sales will be held, what is
being offered, how 1o buy, where 1o
get more details, and other useful tips
ina booklet called “The U.S. General
Services Admi ion Guide to

“pay-next-to-nothing” deals prom-
ised in the ads, because they don't
exist. The government must scll at
fair markct valuc.

A further note: Those guides or
catalogs being offered for sale can
cost $20 to over $100. Also note that
if you reply by phone 1o their 900
number, make sure the ad states how
much you’ll be charged per minute.
Also be wary of attempls to keep you
on the line longer than necessary.
And, be wary if they insiston sending
the publication via UPS or other pri-
vate carricr. This cnables them 1o
avoid investigation by the U.S. Postal
Service for sending fraudulent mate-
rials through the mail,

Clara Barton:
Healing the Wounds

by Cathy East Dubowski

Inthe Declaration of Independence
Thomas Jefferson asserted as a "self-
evident truth” that "all men are cre-
ated equal.” This "truth," however,
did notencompass women. Nowhere,
either in Europe or the new nation of
the United States, were women treated
equally with men. Their place was
thought to be the home—in the
kitchen or the nursery. This sphere of
influence could occasionally extend
to the church or schoolroom. Cer-
tainly women did not have equal op-
portunities in politics. Nor did they
achicve even a hope for equality in
that realm until 1920, when they won
the right to vote.

The situation for women began o
change in the 19th century, particu-
larly in education and religion and,
more gradually, in nursing. In Eu-
rope, almost all teachers were men,
butin the United States women slowly
replaced men as teachers, and—by
the time Clara Barton was born, in
1821—it was waken for granted that
the majority of teachers in the schools
were women.

Young Clara Barton was one of
these women. She was a school
teacher at 16 and, in one way or
another, conlinued to teach for the
rest of her life. By her time, espe-
cially in New England, women had
begun to take charge of education.
Margaret Fuller gave lecturcs to
women on their rights and Elizabeth
Peabody introduced the kindergarten
from Germany. Young Clara Barton
was determined to carve out a career
for herself as well.

Eventually Barton grew weary of
teaching. For some years she had
nursed an invalid brother. and now
she wanted to become a nurse. ‘The
Civil War gave hera more than ample
opportunity. She hurried to Wash-
ington, where she helped organize
medical support for the army. But
Barton was not content with adminis-
tration. After considerable effort, she
oblained permission Lo nursc
wounded soldiers at the actual scene
of the lighting. From that point on
Barton did much of her nursing on
the bauledields. When medicine and
supplies ran out, she had recourse 0
New England towns, many of which
responded lavishly (o her appeals. In
r\tOLmnun of her services, she was
