The validity of those contracts
and architect contracts are also in
question because apparently the con-
tracts were not brought before the
full board of education for approval.

Martin Engineering holds several
CM contracts with the school dis-
trict—South Floyd High School,
South Floyd gym, Betsy Layne 21-
classroom addition and Betsy Layne:
gym renovation—and those CONtracts;
have brought state scrutiny and criti-
cism

A provision in the company s con-
tracts has been coined as “open-
ended” which provides for continued
monthly payments to the CM if the
project is delayed through no fault of
the CM.

State Education Commissioner
Thomas Boysen has said if the board
does not vote to ratify the contracts,
those contracts will be considered
void.

A Floyd County woman was killed
at Ligon Monday evening in an auto
accident that police say was an alco-
hol-related murder.

Manns, the brother of Lovely's
step-father, was pronounced dead at
the scene by Floyd County Coroner
Roger E. Nelson.

Responding to the scene were
members of the Pikeville Post of the
Kentucky State Police and deputies
Johnny Layne, Bob Hackwol and
Gary Blankenship of the Floyd
County Sheriff's Department.

Lovely was taken into custody
and charged with capital murder

AL his arraignment on Monday in
Floyd District Court, Lovely’s de-
fense attomey, public defender David
L. Williams entered a not guilty plea
on his behalf. Williams told Judge
Danny Caudill that Lovely suffered
from mental impairment, the result
of a childhood accident, for which
Lovely still draws a monthly disabil-
ity check.

Caudill ordered Lovely held with-
out bond in the Floyd County Jail. A
preliminary hearing in the case has
been set for next Wednesday, March

An Allen Central High School stu-
dentwas expelled from school for the
remainder of the year for bringing a
loaded gun to school on February 8.

Floyd County School Board mem-
bers voled Saturday to dismiss the
student and that an alternative course
of education be sought for the sw-
dent.

Board attorney Cliff Latta advised
the board they dxdnolhavemexplam
their actions and recommended the
board notanswer any of the attorney’s
questions.

Morgan hinted that he may file
suit on behalf of the child because he
said the student’s disruptive behav-
jor may be a result of the child’s
medical condition. Morgan said the
student has had two brain tumors
removed and the student is facing the
removal of a third tumor.

In other business Saturday, assis-
tant superintendent Gary Frazier told
the board that it will cost $750,000 1o
equip the new South Floyd High
School in arder for the facility 1o be
opened this fall.

Now it comes up 0
that, that we don't have the money for
South Floyd. It makes me sick. Let's
get with it.”

The lack of money for equipment
in the school and discussions about
outfitting the South Floyd football
team added to Patton’s frustrations.

‘Wheelwright football coach
Donnie Danicels expressed concem to
the board Saturday morning about
the type of equipment proposed to be
ordered for the South Floyd football
team, Daniels said the type of helmet
listed to be bought for the players was
- " The coach

that helmets which offered more
safety measures be ordered instead.
He also noted the omission of certain
safety pads on the proposal.

Daniels also noted that the pro-
posal did not include medical sup-
plies and weight training cquipment
for the football team.

Outfitting 60 football players at
the new school prodded board mem-
ber Hattie Owens to ask if the board
would be required to provided the
same equipment for other schools.

“It allows this for one school, what
about the others that come in here?”
Owens asked. “How can we deny
other schools. If we can afford to do
it for one, can we afford 10 do it for
everybody?”

Owens’ questions moved Pation
to point out that the board was con-
sidering building an athletic track in
Owens district.

“How about your track Hauie?”

Dingus indicted in DUI case

A state highway official, who was
arrested for driving while intoxicated
three times in just over a month, was
indicted Friday on a first degree wan-
ton endangerment charge for alleg-
edly driving his state issued vehicle
on the wrong side of a four-lanc high-
way New Year's Day.

Also Friday, Floyd County Dis-
trict Judge Danny Caudill tentatively
dismissed one DUI charge against
the official, Bill “Crush” Dingus, 57
of Martin.

During a preliminary hearing Fri-
day on the three DUI charges, the
first DUI charge against Dingus was
dismissed from districl court because
it pertained o the indictment

Concerning the second DUI

charge, Judge Caudill ruled that Pre-
stonsburg police officer Mack Stewart
did not have probable cause 10 stop
Dingus.

Stewart testified that he received a
complaint on Dingus from fellow
officer Gerald Clark who was told

in the parking lot from a window at
the jail, told him that Dingus should
not be driving. Clark said he ran to
the window and saw Dingus getting
into a car.

Stewart testified that he had in-
tended to stop Dingus because of the
int. Stewart added that when

Dingus was “inno todrive”
afier he was released from jail on his
first arrest New Year’s Day.

‘When Dingus was stopped the
second time, about 30 minutes after
he was released from jail, he ap-
peared disoriented, had slurred speech
and failed three field sobriety tests,
Stewart said.

At the time of his arrest, Dingus
told officers he was taking prescrip-
tion drugs.

Dingus’ physician, Charles Hardin
of Salyersville, testified that Dingus’
health problems caused him 10 ap-
pear disoriented at times.

Hardin said Dingus suffered from
cirrhosis of the liver, depression and
transient ischemic attacks (TTA).

Someone who has a TIA has most
of the symptoms of a stroke—paraly -
sis and slurred speech, he added.

Hardin testified that the condition
Lasts for about 24 hours. In evaluating
atoxicology report from state police,
the physician testified that Dingus
did not have excessivelevelsof drugs
in his system.

Special prosecutor Lloyd Spear,
Commonwealth Anorney in Greenup
and Lewis counues, asked Caudill o
reconsider the ruling 1o dismiss the
second DUI charge, citing case law
relaling to probable cause.

New 911 service could be operational soon

A long-awaited 911 emergency
response system could be operational
in Floyd County in ninc months if
government leaders agree to share
the operation with Martin County.

Kenlucky State Police Caplain
Robert Forsythe approached Floyd
County Fiscal Court members Friday
with a proposal for the two counties
0 share in costs and advantages of
the Enhanced 911 system.

Forsythe explained that the sys-
tem would be installed and operated
by the Kentucky State Police who
would ln wm, forwardallemergency

agen-

cies in mc two counties.

“I have a personal, as well as a
professional concern in this,”
Forsythe told the court. “911 saves
lives. The state police would not con-
trol 911. A citizen's board would be
appointed with equal representation
forFloyd County and Martin County.
They would control the system. We
would just maintain the system and
answer emergency calls.”

n added plus w the agreement,
Forsythe said, would be that any le-
gal liability would fall to the state
police.

Estimates indicated that subscrib-
ers in both counties would be re-
quired 1o chip in 82 cents a month to
Lo pay for the operation of the system.
1t was notrevealed if the 82 cents per
month would be in addition to the 89
cents per month

Sammons asked the court the status
of the county 's landfill that was closed
last year and expressed concerns
about rising garbage rates and illegal
dumping.

Anumber of Martharesidents have
been gathering together in private
homes to try to find answers to their
questions about the delayed cleanup
of radioactive sludge from oil field
pits on their property and possible
health risks the sludge might carry.

Martharesidents Donald and Mar-
guerite Skaggs brought the issue o
the Lawrence County Fiscal Court’s
attention Friday, Mrs, Skaggs read a
two-page prepared statement in which
she accused Ashland Qil Inc., the
owner of the oil wells, of showing
“little concern for the state of the land
in Martha or the health of its occu-
pants.”

Skaggs said one of the pits was
located on her property, approxi-
mately 100 feetuphill of Blaine Creck

‘“Ashland promised to clean up the
pit, however, instead of cleamng up,

In her statement, Mrs. Skaggs re-
ported that Dr. John Volpe, manager
of the Radiation Control Branch of
the Cabinet for Human Resources,
said that if a person were to spend 25
percent of their time outdoors in.
Martha, they would be exposed 1o
four times the normal amount of ra-
diation.

Dr. Volpe denied making this
statement, saying that while he had
found elcvated levels of radium 226,
the elevated levels have been con-
fined to the areas where the sludge
pits are. “It's not something that’s
spread over the whole county,” Dr.
Volpe said Monday, “it’s very well-
defined areas.” Dr. Volpe said he did

the large pit,” Skaggs stated.

Ashland Oil Spokesman Roger
Schrum said Monday that he could
not comment on the particular com-
plaint Mrs. Skaggs was making be-
cause he was not familiar with Lhe
location. However, Schrum said
Ashland Oil “would be glad to re-
view any locations” in which a prop-
erty owner has a question or concern.
We're “going to follow the letter of
the law inreclaiming those locations,"
Schrum said, “and would be glad to
talk to Mrs. Skaggs.”

Schrum said the clean-up of the
Martha fields has been delayed be-
cause “there is no state regulations or
laws dealing with Naturally Occur-
ring Radioactive Material (NORM)"
and, consequently, the state had not
been able to tell the company how to
proceed with the cleanup.

According to a news release
Schrum sent the Big Sandy News
Tuesday, “Naturally occurring radio-
active materials (NORM) are found

Schrum said at one time there were
2,000 oil wells in the Martha Oil
Field, in production from the 1920s
through the 1980s. In October 1987,
Ashland Oil entered into an agree-
ment with the federal Environmental
Protection Agency (EPA) 1o plug the
wells, which involved the removal of
surface equipment, pulling the pipe
from underground, and filling the
wells wilh cement. The concern at
that time, Schrum said, was potential

toxicity.”

Lester admitted that the pits trig-
gered the radioactive monitors bul
said he had not yet received the re-
sults from water and settlement
samples.

“We know it's (radioactivity) in
some of the sludge and sediment in
the pits,” Lester said, “and sediment
in the pits could be carried out by
waler running out.

Soon aferwards, though, if this
paperwork bas not been completed
hy hospitals and funeral directors,
these same families arc the first to
feel the pinch

State law requires hospitals to file
birth certificates with the Department
tor Health Services® vital statistics
office within 10 days of the birth.
Mceting this deadline is essential for
many Kentucky families, said Rob-
ert Hurst, state registrar.

“Birth certificates have to be filed
before newborns can be issued a so-
cial sccurity number, which is a re-
quircment before taxes are filed,” he

“Without the certificate, families
can runinto real road blocks in a time
when they are less ablc to deal with
this type of frustration,” he said.

Funeral directors initiate the
completion of death certificates by
filling out part of the document. The
attending physician or coroner fills
out another part and returns it to the
funeral director, who filcs it with the
vital statistics office in Frankfort.

‘The entire process takes approxi-
mately two weeks when cverything
goes smoothly.

Hurstsays that when families come
to Frankfort or call his office to re-
quest a death certificate and bis staff
discovers that the certificate has not
been filed, the office nmediately
begins an investigation into the status
of the certificate.

“We are very aware of the impor-
tance of death certificates and the
family’s frustration when they feel
Whe burcaucracy is not working,” be
said. “So we do our best W track
down the certificate for them

“By and large, Kentucky's
plus funcral homes do a grez
getting the certificates to Frankfort.”

“From these documents, we put
together an enormous amount of
bealth information on the citizens of
Kentucky,” he said. “Among other
things, they are used to figure infant
mortality, leading cause of death, low
birth weight pereentage and the num-
ber of wen births.

Our readers remember

Florida Parsons Tackett is a former
Floyd Countian now living in
Clearfield. That's in Rowan County,
near Morchead, but she and her hus-
band, Logan Tackett, still consider
this home, and they keep up with
their friends and relatives here by
subscribing to our newspaper.

In a recent letter, Mrs. Tackeu
mentioned a story I'd used almost
(wo years ago, told 1o me by Fred
Conn of Dana.

The story was about Bruce Clark
who carried the mail by horseback
from Banner, where the mail arrived
by train, up Prater Creek to Dana.

Bruce had a customer who had
ordered a package and was soon wait-
ing by her mailbox each day 1o see if
her merchandise had come. She had
been disappointed for several days
and it was gelting 10 be an embarrass-
ment to the carrier.

One day as be rode along on his
horse he could see the lady waiting
again, and again her expected parcel
was not in the mail. Before she could
ask he said, “Ma’am, where did you
order a package from anyway?"

“From Sears Roebuck in Atlanta,”
she told him. “T ordered some shoes.”

“Well, no wonder Idon’thaveit,”
he exclaimed. “You know my run

just goes to Banner!"

One reason Mrs. Tackett had en-
joyed the story was that her mother,
the former Gertrude Kidd, had car-
ried the mail on that same routc many
years ago, and she, 100, had traveled
on horseback. She had even served
another post office as she went on to
Honaker on Little Mud Creck. That’s
probably how shc met and fell in love
with her husband-to-be, Sid Parsons.

The post office at Banner was
located in Isaac N. Hall's store back
in those days, and the train wasn’t
alwaysontime. Gertrude Kidd would
usually arrive early, tic her horse toa
post and go o 1. N, Hall’s house.

There she helped his wife, Rebecca,
with her canning and housework un-
til the train arrived with her mail.
Even today, Florida Parsons
‘Tackett remembers that her mother,
now deceased, was a great cook and
a good housekeeper, and she credits
Becky Hall with having taught her.

Taking charge through

Homeschooling. It may be a con-
i i #

cation. But for some families,
homeschooling may be the educa-
tional wave of the future.

For over four-and-a-half years
Cheryl A. Cozort has been leaching
her three sons at home. But until
1987, homeschooling was a method
ofeducation Cheryl knew little about.
After all, she was an expericnced
public school teacher with a Bach-
elor of Science degree in Education.
Then she happened to sce malterial on
homeschooling at a pro-family con-
ference in Colorado and her interest
was piqued.

I picked up the material, read it,
and I sent for more information,” she
recalled. “I kept studying and getting
more information.”

After further study, Cheryl and
her husband, Keith, made an uncon-
ventional decision: to homeschool
their three sons.

On Thursday, February 4, Cheryl,
with the assistance of Keith, gave a
presentation at Prestonsburg Com-
munity College about homeschooling
as an allernative 10 primary and sec-
ondary school education. Her pre-
sentation, which was sponsored by
Dr. John Shiber, in his evening class
“Selected Topics of Human Con-
cern,” was the first of its kind to be
given in this area.

In an intcrvicw before the presen-
tation, Dr. Shiber, professor in the
division of biological sciences at PCC,
explained how he met Cheryl.

&

“Mrs. Cozort and her three boys
came to one of my Educational-Sci-
ence-Games-People-Play classes.
She told me she homeschooled her
children. I was interested and asked if
1 could sponsor a class.”

Of homeschooling Shiber said, “Tt
is another way to look at something.
1t’s good to hear the pros and cons.”

In an interview, Cheryl explained
why she and Keith, who live at Hager
Hill in Johnson County, chose 0
homeschool their children.

“We felt that we would be in better
control of the negative influences
found in public schools because our
sons are so young. We are Christians.
My husband is a preacher. In general,
we do not agree with what the public
schools teach, particularly concem-
ing sex education.”

Cheryl noted the positive aspects
of homeschooling.

“With home education, you are
tutoring. One-on-one work is always:
the best...The child gets more adult
attention. And we add Bible to our’
curriculum.”

Her sons receive “two hours aday
of formal instruction. Working one-
on-one, you can cover material in 15
minutes.”

During the interview, one by one
Cherylintroduced her three sons. She
started with Adam, who is nine. He
said that he thinks homeschooling
“is good because I have been able 10!
be with my family 24-hours a day at
a time. I think it's great™

Nathan, 7, said, “I think it works
out okay. It's fun and I like it a lot.”

Aaron, 6, said, *I like being with
my mother and brothers. In public
school I wouldn’tget 1o be with them
as much.”

When noted that her sons are well-
mannered, and articulate, she de-
flected the praise from herself by
quickly replying, “Oh, that’s charac-
teristic of children who are
homeschooled.”

Keith, who is minister at
Paintsville Church of Christ, said that
his wife “was the catalyst behind our’
decision to homeschool our sons.
‘When we started we were in agree-
ment. We looked into it a couple of
years before we got started.

“The best thing is that we have
control over what is taught as well as:
the classroom situation and the influ-

ences exerted upon our children.”

In her opening remarks (o the au-
dience of about 40 people, Cheryl
briefly traced the history of educa-
tion in the United States.

“Homeschooling was the most
common form of education in
America up until the early 1900’s
when public schooling became man-
datory,” she said. She then explained

‘When she first started, “I had all
the doubts anyone would have. I have
an education degree for high school,
not elementary.

She mentioned that some
nomeschooling parents have never
gotten high school diplomas, yet they
have taught their children at home
successfully, even through high
school, and most of the children go
onto college. She then waved alistof
163 colleges and universities, includ-
ing such prestigious institutions as
Harvard, Princeton, and Yale, who
currently bave bomeschooled chil-
dren generally score above 80 per-
cent in the national percentile.

She emphasized that her children
“are not neglected socially... Parents
are in control of what they receive.
We take field trips, auend church”
among other outside activities.

She explained that when it is
placed under a microscope it is mag-
nified 1,000 times and can be easily
seen and diagnosed as to whether
there is cancer or nOL

(the study of blood and its diseascs)
and Histology (the testing of tissue).
‘When she was finished speaking ev-
eryonc had a better idea of what hap-
pens when the doctor says, “Well, 10
be perfectly Denmn I think we need to
run some tests.”

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Fresh market grape short course

set February 27

If you're looking for a new farm
crop or one 1o complement an exist-
ing operation, you might find the
answer at a short course on the Uni-
versity of Kentucky campus later this
month.

The Kentucky Fresh Market Grape
Short Course is scheduled February
27 in Room N-12 of the Agricultural
Sciences Building North. Registra-
tion isat9 a.m. A $6-fee covers lunch
and meeting materials.

“Kentucky has a good potential
market for seedless grapes,” said John
Strang, extension fruit and vegetable
specialist with the UK College of
Agriculture. “This short course is in-
tended to provide more information
for people interested in starting a
fresh market grape operation.”

Program topics include site and
variety selection; economics of pro-
duction; fertilization; irrigation; vine
physiology; cold hardiness: trellis
construction; pruning; pest control;
fruit quality considerations; harvest-
ing; and marketing. The program will

in Lexington

conclude with a grower panel discus-
sion on marketing.

“Several new seedless grape vari-
eties have performed well in Ken-
tucky,” Strang said. “Two of them,
‘Reliance’ and ‘Mars,’ have survived
our winters much better than other
cultivars. They are beginning 1o de-
velop strong markets.”

“'Most people who try these grapes
really like them,” he added. ““And,
there is a lot of interest in Kentucky-
grown produce, especially from the
wholesale markets.”

Strang said seedless grapes would
mesh especially well with orchard o
small fruit operations because grow-
ers could use the same equipment
and many of the same pesticides.
This fruit also would be a nice addi-
tion to roadside and farmers markets.

“As with other fruit crops, seed-
less grapes require a high level of
management,” Strang said. “They are
not for everybody. I'd recommend
starting with one acre and see how it
goes from there.”

*“This is why good personal hy-
giene is so critical to keep from
spreading the disease to other people,
as well as to foods and food-handling
equipment,” she said. “Wash your
hands with soap after going o the
bathroom, prior to preparing or cook-
ing food, and again beforc sitting
down Lo a meal.”

Foodborne illnesses also can be
spread by cross-contamination from
meat that has the germ to other foods
that are already cooked, or won’t be
cooked, according to Maruyama.

“Ihe best way 10 prevent Cross-
contamination is by keeping un-
cooked meat away from other foods
that will not be cooked, such as salad
ingredients,” she said. “Always wash

cutting boards and utensils that were ~
in contact with raw meat before using
them with other foods.™

8 Choose the correct filing status.
Your marital status is important in determining which

from your spouse the last six months of the tax year,
and you kept up a home for your child (listing the
child's name on the return) or, if you are unmarried. for
the person for whom you can claim as a dependent.
Couples not divorced by year end may be able to file a
“joint” return (married filing joint status), or separate
returns (married filing separate status). Figure your tax
both ways to make sure you are using the method that
will result in the lower tax.
= Exemption amount increases for 1992.

You are allowed to deduct $2,300 for yourself and each
person you can claim as your dependent for the 1992
tax year. An exemption for your spouse is allowed only
if you are marricd and file a joint return with your
spause. or you file a separate return and the spouse had
no gross income and was not a dependent on another

= Who gets to claim the kids?
There are several tests a parent must meet lo claim an
exemption for a child. A child’s exemption usually may
be claimed by one of the parents (not both) if the child
had gross income of less than $2,300 for 1992 or that
child is under 19 or is a student under 24. Generally, the
parent who provided more than half the child’s support
is allowed to claim the dependent’s exemption. The
parent who has custody of the child for the greater part
of the year is generally treated as the parent who pro-
vided more support. If neither a divorce decree nor
agreement establishes custody, then the parent who had
physical custody for the greater part of the year is con-
sidered to have custody of the child. The custodial
parent can release the exemption to the noncustodial

You should request a breakdown showing the amount
charged for each service performed.

However, you may deduct legal fees paid for tax advice
in connection with divorce, and legal fees to get alimo-
ny that you must include in gross income. You may
also include fees you pay o other professionals, such as

If you itemize deductions, you may claim the
deductible charges, subject to the 2 percent of adjusted
gross income limit.

Working Students and Taxes

Becoming an adult means taking on
more responsibilily. including tax
responsibility. Students who work
should look at their whole situation,
not just how much they make on the
job, when determining their tax liabili-
ty. Working more hours. going from
job to job. or even eaming interest on
a savings account could change a stu-
dent's tax situation during the year.

A working student can complete
Form W-4, “Employec’s Withholding
Allowance Certificate,” to determine
how much, if any, tax should be with-
held from each pay check. Once filled
out. Form W-4 must be given to the
employer so he or she may withhald as
necessary. Whether a student needs
withholding te pay for income tax
depends on many things. including:

= the total earnings the student will
make this year at this and any
other job,
savings accounts or other invest-
ments that produce income,
scholarships that may be partially
or fully taxable for the year, and
whether the student can be claimed
as a dependent on someone else's
tax return

In general, a single student who can
be claimed as a dependent by another
person will owe no federal income tax
if he or she:

= does not have more than $600 in

total income, some part or all of
which is uneamed income; or

= is under age 24 at the end of the

calendar year and earns up to
$3.600 in wages, tips, taxable
scholarships. and other carned
income, provided he or she has no
unearned income such as interest
or dividends: or

® is 24 or older at the end of the

calendar year, has no unearned
incomne, and earns less than $2,300.

A student who is 24 or older at the
end of the calendar year and earned
$2,300 or more usually cannot be
claimed as a dependent on another per-
son’s return. However, if this student
earns $5,900 or more, he or she must
file a tax return on which he or she can
claim his ar her own exemption.

Unemployment
Comp Taxable,
Report On Return

When you're collecting unemploy-
ment compensation, just because
federal income tax is not being with-
held doesn’t mean it isn’t taxable
Unemployment compensation is fully
taxable and should be included on
your federal income tax rerurn.

If you receive a substantial amount
of unemployment compensation in
1993, you may need to increase the
amount of tax being withheld from
your wages when you do work, using
Form W-4, “Employee's Withholding
Allowance Certificate.” Or, you can
make estimated tax payments, to pay
the tax yourself, using Form 1040ES.
“Estimated Tax for Individuals.”

Unemployment compensation gen-
erally includes any amount received
under an unemployment compensation
law of the United States or of a state.
IRS Publication 525, Taxable and
Nontaxable Income. gives details on
which specific benefits or payments
are included as unemployment com-
pensation. How to claim repayments is
also explained in the publication.

To figure out if you will need to
make estimated tax payments or adjust
your withholding, see Publications
919, Is My Withholding Correct for
19932 and 505, Tax Withholding and
Estimated Tax. Publications can

Seniors Get Special
Tax Package

This package. for Form 1040A fil-
ers, includes Form 1040A; Schedule 1,
for reporting over $400 of interest or
dividends; and Schedule 3, developed
especially for computing the credit for
the elderly or the disabled.

Single Parents Get Tax Breaks

Tax On Gifts?

No matter how modest a $10.000-
plus gift giver may he. the Intern
Revenue Service wants 1o know about
the gift transaction

Usually. people may give as many
gifts of cash or property as they please,
without reparting the gift. as long as
the total value of all gifts given ta a
donee during a calendar year is
$10,000 or less. Certain gifts of more
than $10.000 for qualifying medical or
educational expenses do not need to
be reported.

A gift that carries with it a "future
interest,” however. must be reported
regardless of its worth

Even when you do have to report
gift giving on your annual return, you
still may not have to pay any tax on the
qift. The first $10,000 in value of gifts
‘other than gifts of future interest in
property) to each person or recipient is
excluded from tax and a special “uni-
fied credit” of $192.800 may eliminate
the payment of gift taxes for many
gifts

If you receive a gift, you do not
have to report the gift’s value as
income. However. you must include in
your income any income from property
you receive as a gift (for example, div-
idends from stock given to vou)

Business travelers can choose one
of two ways of deducting their car
expenses on their federal income tax
returns; by using actual operating
expenses or by claiming the standard
mileage rate

When claiming actual cxpenses
the costs af the following items
may be deducted: Gas., oil. deprecia
tion. maintenance and repairs. rental
fees, lease fees, interest, taxes, insur
ance, licenses, tolls, parking. and
garage reni

The standard mileage rate takes the
place of certain actual expenses of
operating a car. For 1992, you can
deduct 28 cents a mile for an unlimit-
ed number of miles along with any
business-related parking fees and
tolls. You cannot use the standard
mileage rate if you, (1) do not own
the car. (2) use the car for hire, such
as for a taxi. (3) operate two nr more
cars at the same time (as in fleet oper-
ations). or. (4) claimed a deduction
for the car in an carlier year using
ACRS or MACRS depreciation. a

Everyone can use a break now and
then. At tax time, single parents may
geta tax break. If certain qualifications
are met on their federal income tax
retumns, they are eligible to use a spe-
cial filing status and claim certain
income tax credits.

Many single parents qualify to file
their tax returns as “head of house-
hold.” This status gives a larger
standard deduction which reduces the
amgunt of income being taxed. Also,
depending on the amount of taxable
income. income may be taxed at
a lower rate than that of single and
martied filing scparately filers

To file as head of household, the
parent must be unmarried, or consid
ered unmarricd. on the last day of the
vear. The parent must pay more than
half the cast of keeping up his or her
home. His or her spouse must not have
lived in the home during the last six
months of the tax year. Also. generally
his or her child must live in that home
for more than six months of the year
The child does not have to be the par
ent’s dependent unless the child is
married or a foster child

Out of sight. out of mind? Don't be
fooled into thinking that not filing an
income tax return is the answer to your
tax dilemma. Nonfilers who owe taxes
face higher penaltics. while thase who
fail to file for refunds could lose their
nght to the maney

The penalty for failing 1o file a fed
eral income {ax return — five percent
per month of the tax due — 1s ten
times the late payment penalty: one
half percent per month. And all
overdue taxes are subject to interest
charges — currently eight percent per
vear. compounded daily. A person
who fails to claim a refund within
three vears of the due date of the tax
return loses the right 1o the refund

IRS experience shows that many
nonfilers are single people with low to
middle incomes. They may lack a W-2
form or an interest statement needed to
complete the return. Or they owe a
balance they can't pay. Or they
skipped filing for one or more years
and now they're afraid of contacting
the IRS. Those who would get refunds
are usually wage carners. Self-
emplayed individuals — who don't
have taxes withheld — are more likely
to have a balance due. However it hap-
pened. the IRS wants 10 help nonfilers
settle their tax problems.

The IRS offers taxpayer assistance

through walk-in offices. a toll-free "
information number — 1-800-829-
1040 — and trained volunteers at

locations in your community. For
those missing a W-2 form. there's a
substitute form to reconstruct income
and withholding. A payment plan may

Rental Income
Is Taxable

Income from .S rental properties
received by nonresident aliens is tax-
able in the vear it 1s received

The rental income can be from real
property or any interest in U.S. proper-
ty. Generally, rental income is subject
to 30 percent tax because it is not
effectively connected with a U.S. trade
or business.

Rental income can also be treated as
income effectively connected with a
trude or business which allows the tax-
payer to claim deductions for rental
expenses. The taxpayer may make this
choice by atiaching a statement to the
tax return. This is explained in detail
in IRS Publication 519, U'S Tax
Guide for Aliens

To qualify to claim the deduction on
rental property. taxpayers must file
their retums on time

The necessary forms and instruc-
tions and Publication 519 are available’
from the IRS. Forms Distribution
Center, P.O. Box 25866, Richmond,
VA 23289, USA.

Free Tax Help
Available to Many

The Internal Revenue Service has
many programs to help people learn

Some programs are year
round efforts: some are available only
during the tax filing season from
January to mid-April.

Major tax law
changes and information of interest 10
single parents and seniors are somne of
the topics covered. There is line-by
line self-help préparation of federal
tax retumns for those who want to pre-
pare their own.
| Through the Small Business Tax
Education Program, trained experts
teach small business workshops
These workshops are especially use-
ful to those starting a new business,
but they offer information helpful to
all small business taxpayers. Topics
include employment taxes. federal
tax deposit rules, quarterly returns.

accounting methods, and other
tax-related 1ssues

Dunng the tax filing season. two
groups of IRS-trained volunteers in
community locations help fill out tax
returns for the elderly. people with
disabilities, non-English speaking and
other people who cannot afford pro-
fessional assistance. Tax Counseling
for the Elderly (TCE) volunteers are
trained specifically in issues that may
affect older taxpayers such as the
credit for the elderly or the disabled
and the taxability of social security

benefits. Volunteers working in
the Volunteer Income Tax Assistance
(VITA) program are trained in special
credits and deductions such as the
child care and earned income credits,
the tax credit for the elderly, and
deductions for medical and dental
expenses. Both groups are trained
to do basic Forms 1040, 1040A
and 1040EZ.

Contact Employer, IRS
for Missing W-2s

Do you have what it takes to file
your federal income tax return?
Employers are required to supply each
of their emplayees with Form W-2,
“Wage and Tax Statement,” by
February 1, 1993. If you don’t receive
a W-2 form by that date, ask your
employer for one. Your emplayer can
even provide you with a duplicate if
your original is misplaced.

If you cannot get the form by
February 15, call the IRS toll-free tele-
phone number for your area. The
number is listed in the federal tax
forms instruction booklets. You will
be asked for your employer's name,
address, telephone number, and if
known, identification number (if avail-
able, check your records for a prior
year's W-2 form from the same
emplayer). The IRS will contact your
employer and/or will give you a sub-
stitute W-2 form to attach to your
retum

The Form W-2 is important, not
only because a copy of it must be
attached to your tax return when you

file, but also as a personal record for
you.

The form includes such items as the
wages paid, the amount of federal
income tax withheld, social security
and Medicare tax withheld, any uncol-
lected employee social security and
Medicare tax on tips, social security
and Medicare wages, social security
and Medicare tips. advanced earned
income credit payments, and the cost
of group-term life insurance over
$50,000.

If your W-2 form has an error,
notify the employer of the error so

Should You Itemize?

Continuing tax changes make it pos-
sible for many taxpayers to file the
simpler 1040A and 1040EZ forms
However. there will be millions of tax
payers who will find it to there
advantage to itemize deductions on the
1040 form

Generally, you will benefit from
itemizing deductions if, during the
year, you paid interest and taxes on

a home you awn. or had unusually
large uninsured medical and dental
expenses. or made large cantributions
to qualified charities, or had major
uninsured casualty losses. Even
some employee business cxpenses
are allowed

To itemize your deductions. you
must file Form 1040 and fill in
Schedule A (Form 1040). Schedule A

provides space for listing deductible
medical and dental expenses. charita-
ble contributions, taxes, interest paid,
casualty or thefl losses. and miscella-
neous items such as union dues or
business-related educational expenses.
Those who can’t itemize can still use

Q: I recently received a payment
frommy IRA. It was from abank that
recently went down the wbes. I did
notrequest thatdistribution. The bank
just mailed it to me. Is this taxable to
me? Can I roll itover?—J. W, Louis-
ville, Ky.

A: If a government-insurance
agency gives you a check for your
IRA balance, the check is a taxable
distribution. It is also subject to the
early withdrawal penalty if you hap-
pen to be under 59 1/2 years of age.
This is true even if the payout is
involuntary. To avoid tax, you must
roll the payment over to another IRA
within 60 days of receipt.

Q: We installed an elevator on our
stairs to assist my wife. This was
done at the advice of our doctor and
striciy for medical purposes. Is the
maintenance and upkeep also deduct-
ible? —T.R., Springfield, 111

At Ifa capital expense qualifies as
amedical expense, amounts that you
pay for its operation and upkeep also
qualify as medical expenses as long
as the medical reason for the capital
expense still exists. This is true even
if none or only part of the original
capital expense qualified as a medi-
cal care expense.

Q: You talk about tax simplifica-
tion. I"'m not stupid, but after reading
the instructions for depreciation, [
don’tcven know what the question is
let alone the answer.

Save money on your income taxes
by claiming an earned income credit.
A credit is a dollar for dollar reduc-
tionof the income tax youowe. Claim
income credit if you maintain
ahousehold that is the principal resi-
dence for you and a child or children
fore more than half of the year. You
must be:

1. Married, filing a joint return
and entitled to a dependency exemp-
tion for a son or daughter, adopted

child or stepchild; or

2. A surviving spouse; or

3. Head of household, and your
household includes a child (or de-
scendant of the child) who is unmar-
ried or, if mamed, must qualify as
your dependent.

The credit is 14 percent of your
carmed income up w0 $6,810, or
$953.40 up 10 income of $10,730.
When eamed income is between
$10.731 and $20,264, the credit is 10
percent of the greater of either your
g:amedmc(xneoryouradjmmdgmss
income.

You may elect to receive advance
payment of the credit through your
paycheck. Use Form W-5 to notify
your employer.

Another tax strategy is to file a
4868 automatic extension. It will give
youabreak if youdon’thave your tax
forms completed on time and also
reduces your chances of andit.

‘The automatic extension gives you
an extra four months—until Aug.

You can estimate this amount, but be
as exact as you can, If the estimate is
not within 90 percent of taxes owed
to the IRS, the extension will be null
and void. You will owe interest on
tax not paid by the regular due date of
your return and could owe a late
payment penalty of up to 25 percent
and a late filing penalty of up 10 25
percent if the IRS thinks you were
simply avoiding paying the money
you owe.
