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In 1992 murder case :

Second
suspect
charged

A sccond suspect has been ar-
rested and charged with murder in
connection with the May 5, 1992
death of a Floyd County man.

Mike Watkins, 23, of Glo Hollow
near Wayland in Floyd County, was
arrested by Floyd County Sheriff's
deputies Thursday and charged with
killing 72-year-old Simson Smith of
Turkey Creek. The arrest warrant
charges that Watkins beat Smith to
death.

Smith’s wife, Brenda, was arrested
last May and charged with murder in
connection with his death.

A Floyd County Grand Jury in-
dicted Smith last May for murder and
her trial is scheduled to begin March
8 in Floyd County Circuit Court.

It could not be determined Thurs-
day if the murder charge against
Brenda Smith will be dismissed be-
cause Commonwealth Attorney Jerry
Patton was out of town to be with his
father who was scheduled to have
surgery.

Brenda Smith told police last May
that she found her husband injured
and lying beside the road near their
home the moming of his death. The
wife told officials her husband had
left their home the night before.

At the time of the initial investiga-
tion, Floyd County chief deputy
Linzie Hunt said that Brenda Smith
told police she tried to get her hus-
band (o see a doctor several times, but
he refused. Hunt said the woman told
him that she had taken a nap around
noon on May 5 and when she awoke,
she found her husband unconscious.

Floyd County Coroner Roger
Nelson said Smith died as a result of
blunt force rauma and that the body
had numerous abrasions, contusions
and bruises.

‘Watkins is being held in the Floyd
County Jail on a $100,000 full cash
bond. He pleaded not guilty to the
charge at his arraignment Thursday
morning.

Deputies Linzie Hunt, Lloyd Pow-
ers, Johnny Layne and Daniel
Hutchinson arrested Watkins at his
girlfriend's home at Stone Coal.

Ex-postmaster pleads

Sherry Kimbler, 35, former post-
master at Honaker, entered a guilty
plea on the embezzlement charge
Tuesday in U.S. District Court.

Memorial service to
mark anniversary of
1958 bus tragedy

A commemorative service will be
held this Sunday marking the 35th
anniversary of the 1958 school bus
tragedy that focused the eyes of the
nation on Floyd County.

On Friday, February 28, 1958, a
Floyd County school bus bearing 46
children and one adult struck two
vehicles, teetered momentarily on the
brink of an 83-foot embankment and
plunged into the icy, rain-swollen
waters of the Big Sandy River at
Knotley Hollow near Cow Creck.
Twenty-six children and one adult
died that day.

Those who perished include:
James Thomas Ousley, 15; John
Spencer Goble, 11; James Edison
Carey, 9; Glenda May Cisco, 19;
Kenneth Forrest Cisco, 14; Margaret
Louise Hunt, 15; RitaCheryl Matney,
8; Kathryne Justice, 16; Randy Scott
‘Walker, 17; John Harlan Hughes Jr.,
13; Sandra Faye Cline, 8; Bucky Ray
Jarrell, 14; Jane Carol Harris, 14;
Thomas Roosevelt Jervis, 13; John
Alex Derossett, 27; Linda Darby, 14;
Marcella Jervis, 14; Joyce Ann
Matney, 14, Emogene Darby, 17;
Nannie Joyce McPeak, 17; James
Edward Goble, 12; Anna Laura

Douglas L. “Dootney” Horn,
driver of the first vehicle the bus
struck, along with eyewilnesses
Bennie Blackburn and C.O. Will-
iams, dove into the icy river and
helped pull twenty of the stranded
children to safety before the bus tragi-
cally, inevitably submerged, trapping
the other 27 passengers.

Parents of the crash victims main-
ained ateary-eyed, three month-long
vigil as rescue workers from around
the nation labored around the clock
1o recover Lhe current-swept bodies.

‘The last victim to be pulled from
the river, nine-year-old Pauleute Cline,
was found on Saturday, May 11— 71
days after the accident. Nannic Joyce
McPeak, among the first victims re-
covered, was buried on her eighteenth
birthday.

John Adams, now a car salesman
for the Lexington-based Paul Miller
Ford, was at the time a young Ken-
wucky state trooper, and one of the
first authorities on the scene.

“It kind of made you feel sick at
your stomach,” Adams said Thurs-
day, “tothink of the little children not
even having a chance 10 help them-

selves... it was one scary feeling.”

The tragedy remains burned into
the memoriesof virtually every Floyd
Countian alive at the time.

“I've worked at Paul Miller's since
1988,” Adams said, “and every time
somebody from Floyd County comes
up here, (the crash) is the topic of
conversation.”

“I think everybody has memories
(of the tragedy),” Prestonsburg Po-
lice Sergeant Sue Blackburn said this
week. “I can remember almost the
exact row... the exact spot in class
where I was sitting when they came
in and announced the bus crash.”
Among the dead were many of
Blackburn’s friends and neighbors.

Sandy Nelson, wife of Floyd
County Coroner Roger E. Nelson,
still displays the original news clip-
pings of the accident. Nelson was
related 1o Derossett as well as Katie
and Bucky Ray Jarrell, two of the
children on-board.

“It’s something you justdon’t for-
get,” Nelson said Thursday. *People
sit here (at the Nelson-Frazier Fu-
neral Home) and just talk about it for
hours.”

The exact cause of the tragic acci-
dent remains a mystery. As reporter

Gym deal is
under review

A questionable construction man-
agement contract for work on a Betsy
Layne gymnasium is expected to be
among those reviewed by the Floyd
County Board of Education under a
state directive issued last month.

‘The gym contract, like others cur-
rently under review by the state board,
appears to have been executed with-
out approval by members of the local
board and in conflict with a previous
assessment that CM services would
not be needed on the project.

The Floyd County board voted at
the February 11, 1992 board meeting
to hire an architect and construction
manager (CM) for a major renova-
tion project on the Betsy Layne gym
provided the CM contractbe reviewed
and approved by the board’s attor-
ney.

Interim Floyd superintendent
Eldon Smith announced last June that
the project would not require the ser-
vices of a CM.

Board atomey CIliff Laua said he
was surprised to learn this week that
a signed contract dated August 3,
1992 existed between Martin Engi-
neering and board chairman Ray
“Shag" Campbell.

‘When first asked Thursday about
payments made by the board o Mar-
tin on the fieldhouse project, Latta
responded, “I've never seen a CM
contract on that project.”

Floyd superintendent Steve
Towler provided Latta with a copy of
the contract later Thursday moming
which stipulated a $15,000
preconstruction fee and a $51,000
lump sum payment 1o be paid over a
12-month period at $4,250 permonth.
Martin’s total fee, $66,000, repre-
sents 10 percent of the $650,000 cost
for construction listed on the BG-1.

Versions of the tragedy given by sur-
vivors varied, and yet all were telling
the truth as they saw or remembered

Rumors abounded that 27-year-
old bus driver John Alex Derossett
suffered a heart auack and lost con-
sciousness, although an autopsy of
Derossett’s body performed by
Pikeville pathologist Dr. E.N.
Thorsness proved conclusively that
Derossett did not suffer a heart at-
tack.

Others maintained that Horn, driv-
ing in front of the bus, failed to signal
properly when he pulled his wrecker
off the road to assist stranded motor-
ist Banner Burchett, grandfather of
two of the children who died in the
crash. Survivorsof theaccident, how-
ever, confirmed Hom’s protests that
he had indeed acted properly.

A report igsued by then-Commis-
sioner of Public Safety Donald S.
Sturgill, based primarily on eyewit-
ness accounts, faulled Derossett for
the accident, indicating that he had
had three opportunities to halt the bus
before it plunged into the river.

Derossett’s family argued that the
bus’ breaks were faulty, but an accu-

Lost in the river of time, the fault
of the accident has become inconse-
quential. All that is remembered now
is that it happened, that it was a ter-
rible, irrevocable tragedy, and that it
will forever remain in the hearts and
minds of those who lived it.

As writer Henry P. Scalf wrote,
... w the witnesses of the the trag-
edy, no dream will torture the nerves
or brain for they were anguished for-
ever by their experience at the site of
the death itself and at the moment the
river was claiming its victims.”

Sunday’s commemorative service,
to be conducted at 3 p.m. at Jenny
Wiley State Park’s May Lodge, will
contain a memorial sermon by Rev-
erend Dan Heintzelman with a spe-
cial presentation by the Prestonsburg
High School Honor Choir, and will
commence the establishment of a
perpetual scholarship fund in the
names of the children and the driver
who died in the accident.

Heavy rainfall, even for short pe-
riods, may be followed by flash flood-
ing in mountains or hilly areas. With
flash floods, reaction time is short
and danger is great. Anyone who
lives in an area susceptible to flood-
ing or who plans to be in an area that
floods casily should get information
together and plan what actions to
take should flooding occur. The Ken-
tucky Division of Water offers these
suggestions for dealing with flash
flood warnings:

» Use a map to check out the site.
Know where you are, where high
ground is and how to get there. Keep
in mind, though, that you don’t have
to be at the bottom of a hill to be a
target for flash flood dangers. Water
runs off higher elevations very rap-
idly.

+ Stay away from natural stream-
beds and other drainage channcls
during and after rainstorms.

« Never camp on low ground. A
flash flood can catch you while you
sleep.

A flash flood watch is an advisory
that heavy rains may result in flash
flooding in the specified areas. If one
is issued by the National Weather
Service for your area:

< Listen to area radio and TV sta-
tions for National Weather Service
warnings and reports.

- Recall your plans for such an
emergency and prepare to move out
of danger’s way.

= If you arc on a road, watch for
flooding at dips, bridges, and low

as.

A flash-flood warning advises that
flash flooding is occurring or is im-
minent in the specified areas. If a
flash-flood warning is issued for your
area:

* Act quickly; you may have only
minutes.

= Do notattempt to cross a flowing
stream on foot if water is above your
knees.,

«If you arc driving, don't try 10 go
through waler of unknown depth. If
your car slalls in rising water, aban-
don it immediately and seek higher
ground.

- Be especially carcful at night,
when flood dangers are harder ©
recognize.

= Stay tuned toarearadio or TV for
additional information or changing
conditions.

After the flash-flood watch or
waming is canceled, continue to stay
tuned to the radio or TV for follow-
up information. General flooding may
come later in headwater streams and
in major rivers.

Opinion poll on Dr.
Shiber's AIDS article

by Dr. John Shiber

A recent (optional and anony-
mous) poll taken of about 200 PCC
students who had read my controver-
sial article “Does HIV Really Cause
AIDS?" (Lifestyles, February 17)
showed that most people welcomed
the information it provided.

“Thisasanexcellentarticle,” com-
mented one man. “I think the whole
world ought to read it!” The students
said that they were surprised, im-
pressed, and definitely enlightened
by the article. One woman said “It’s
about time people realize that more
public information is needed.”

Many of those surveyed had not
known, for instance, that HIV was
named as the cause of AIDS before
even one scientific study about it had
been published in the U.S., and that
the man who was supposed to have
made this “discovery" has since been

for scientific mi

Nor did many students know about
the recent scientific evidence which
shows that HIV does not always oc-
cur in the semen of male AIDS pa-
tients and even when it does, it is not
abundant enough to be considered
infectious.

Also, very few students were
aware of the dangers of AZT
(Azidothymidine), the drug which
was originally developed for chemo-
therapy and is now the most com-
monly prescribed treatment for HIV-
positive individuals (with or without
symptoms of AIDS).

‘The poll further showed thatmany
students did know that being 11IV-
positive does not necessarily mean
that a person had AIDS and that HIV
had not been proven scientifically
beyond doubt to cause AIDS. While
about one-third of the students said
that they had known AIDS was not
epidemic in Kentucky, nearly all of
them had the impression that it was
an epidemic in the U.S. as a whole.
One-third of the students were also
aware that there may be a co-factor
acting with HIV to causc AIDS, that
heavy substance (drug) abuse may be
involved in the occurrence of the
disease, and that AIDS is not com-
men among heterosexuals who do
not indulge in drugs.

“T feel somewhat relieved,” said
one student, “that the outlook for all
Americans on the subjcct is not so
bleak and dim.” Another student said
“The over-use of antibiotics could
prove to be a greater threat (to the
immune system) than the bacteria
they were prescribed for.”

One man said he was “shocked.
‘The government should take respon-
sibility and inform the people about
all facts on the subject of HIV and
AIDS.”

“The media scares more people
than they inform,” declared one stu-
dent, while another said “Scienusts
and publicity have convinced every-
one that we are all going to die of
AIDS. People arc even afraid of sex.”
One woman remarked “1 fecl that
decisions concerning the world’s
health are being made for us by a few
scientists that are mosty only look-
ing out for themselves.”

“If HIV is not the cause of ALDS,”™
asked one of the students in the poll,
“then what is?" As 1 said in my ar-
ticle, “All the evidence is notin.” and
*...Keep an open mind when people
talk to youabout AIDS " Meanwhile,
I'll keep you informed about new
developments in this controversy as
they occur. Stay tuned

Boulder falls through

roof, kills man

A man was crushed to death Tuesday by a 30-
ton boulder that crashed through the roof and
threw his grandfather across the room. But the
victim’s grandmother escaped because she had
gotten up to let the dog in, a relative said yester-
da;

y.

“They heard nothing coming... It just hit,” said
Zelva Corman, whose 19-year-old son, Jackie D.
Johnson, was killed. “It just hit."”

Pike County Coroner Charles Morris estimated
that the rock fell 500 feet from a cliff behind the
family’s mobile home. He said Johnson, of Adams
Branch near Elkhorn City, died about 11:30 p.m.

Johnson's grandparent’s, Virgil Ramey, 61,
and Lucille Ramey, 58, were taken to Pikeville
Methodist Hospital. Corman said that her father’s
rightshoulder was broken but that her mother was
uninjured.

Both were released yesterday.

Corman, who came from ber home in Lexing-
ton after the accident, said her parents told her that
Virgil Ramey and Johnson were sitting on the
living room sofa watching television when the
boulder came crashing through.

“My mother gotupto letthe little dog in, or she
would have been hit,” Corman said. “My mother
thought there was an explosion.”

Corman said her father was still on the couch,
and “when it hit, he was thrown through the air.”

Morris said the couple were lucky to be alive

“When I saw the rock, the only thing I could
see was the rock,” be said.

Corman said the rock apparently hita ledge on
its way down the cliff and became airborne. She
was not aware of any mining that would have
caused it to fall.

She said the boulder went through the floor
Rescue workers from the Department of Mines
and Minerals office in Pikeville used inflatable
balloon-jacks to lift the rock off Johnson, said
Morris. — The Courier-Journal

Hearing loss in children

Onc of the most important parts of
a child’s development is learning.
‘The learning process may be slowed
down when a child suffers from a
hearing loss. Finding a hearing prob-
lem at a very young age is important
to the child’s later life.

A child learns easiest in the very
early years. With special help, a child
withahcaring loss will be able to lake
advantage of this learning ability just
as any normal child. However, it is
not always easy to tell if a baby or a
young child has a hcaring loss. This
information will help you understand
hearing problems and suggest ways
to check for a hearing loss.

One common cause of hearing
loss in children is due o fluid collect-
ing behind the eardrum. This type of
hearing loss is often a result of ear
infections. Enlarged adenoids, colds.
and allergies can make a child more
likely to develop infections. The best
way 10 avoid this Lype of problem is
to follow your doctor's instructions
untl an ear infection is complelely
cured. Medicine and surgery can cor-
rect most of this type of hearing loss
if it does occur. The child may not
have pain or may not be uncomfort-
able enough to complain, Therefore,
hearing loss of this type may be over-
looked for some lime because the
child isn't showing any symptoms

Serious health problems and per-
manent hearing loss can result if this
problem continues for a long time
and is not treated by a doctor. Your
child should be checked for infection
in the ears: If, (1) the child has a cold
for more than a weck, or has many
colds, one right after another; or (2)
the child has an carache or “running”
cars—that is o say, il he or she has

pus coming out of the ears: or, (37 any
time you are not surc about the child’s
hearing.

Remember, if you can answer
“yes” to any of these questions, you
should seek medical help for the child.

You can help prevent hearing loss
in children by obscrving a few simplc
rules: (1) never poke anything in a
child’s ears, and don’t let your child
poke anything in his or her cars
ther; (2) clean cars only with a wus
cloth held on your lingier, never with
cotton swabs, or Q-tips: (3§ never
slap your child on the head; (4) if
your child starts picking or puiliog at
his or her ears a great deal, or
plains about his or her ears, get
cal help; (5) waich your childs gen-
eral health d guard against cold 1\
and exposure W childhood dis
(6) take him or her o the doct
shots 10 help protect against child
hood diseases

The Praying Mantis

by Nathan Hall

Like all insects, praying mantises
have three body parts: head, thorax,
and abdomen. They also have an-
tenna like all other insects. But their
front legs are different from other
insects. Their front legs are shaped
like fangs that zip out and catch their
prey but they are not poisonous. And
their front legs are only used to catch
prey, notkill. The way praying man-
tises hold their prey, itmakes it nearly
impossible for their prey to escape.
But once in a while something like a
bee or wasp gels away.

Praying mantises can also fly.
They can fly good but they aren’t
graceful. You might find one outside
at night in the summer flying around
alightata tennis court or at a football
game

Now, lets look al different kinds
of praying mantises. First, lets look at
ground mantises. Unlike other man-
tises, ground mantiscs can’t fly. Like
their name says, ground mantises stay
on the ground and hunt.

Now to the Chincse mantis: This
one is my favorite mantis because of
its brilliant colors and ils amazing
length. The tip of its wings are light-
green and its back is grayish-brown
During the day ils eyes are light-
brown and at night, theyre chocolate
brown. It can grow W be 4 inches
long!

Last but not lcast, we'll view the
rcgular praying mantis.

The process of egg laying is very
interesting. First, the male praying
mantis must find a mate. Next, after
he spots a mate, be will sneak u
‘behind her and get on her back. Then
they mate.

The male must be careful geuing
off the females back because she may
cat him! After they mate, the female
finds a suitable place to lay her eggs,
such as a tall flower stem. It takes up
to 4 hours for ber to lay the eggs, but
that’s not long to lay 300 eggs! She
makes abubble case forthe eggs with
atiny room for all of them. At first the
case is soft but after a while it hard-
ens. In the spring the eggs hatch.

Praying mantises also shed their
skin. Before they shed their skin
they're light-brown.

Praying mantises are my favorite
type of insects and just because
they're so interesting.

A TAXING SITUATION

ASHINGTON—De-
spite signs of dissatis-
faction among Con-

gressional Republicans, President
Clinton appears to have convinced
the American public that his newest
tax proposal will spur economic
growth by the end of the century.

Although it has mct with some
opposition from people with respira-
tory conditions such as asthma and
bronchitis, Clinton backers say the
new proposal to tax air is said to be
"the fairest tax of all since almost
everyone who lives, breathes.”

President Clinton’s biggest sup-
porter on the new Air Tax is Vice
President Al Gore who believes that
if air is taxed, people might become
more conscious of preserving the
environment. This will probably be
the case due to lack of oxygen, but
only if they do not lose conscious-
ness.

‘The new tax would be assessed by
body weight. "The more you weigh,
the more you pay,” says Secrelary
Bentsen. "It will also make people
more aware of their diets, too. There
is almost a two-fold plan in all of
President Clinton's new tax propos-
als. Cutting the fat will take on new
meaning."”

Republican leaders disagree with
this idcology because they believe
there won't be enough people left 1o
pay taxes. Senator Robert Dole
breathlessly told reporters that taxing
air is like trying to get politicians to
cut their salaries. "You can talk till
you're blue in the face, but you can't
regulate how much air a person
breathes.”

Clinton says that his proposal
would only apply to exhaled emis-
sions. "You can breath in as much as
you like,” he told a group of insur-
ance agents yesterday ata seminar in
Chicaga. "It's bound to cut down on
the amount of hot air floating around,
the President laughed.

Most Republicans and a few
Democrats are not laughing.

"If they start taxing air, the next
thing you know they'll be taxing bil-
lionaires," said Donald Trump.

A spokesperson for the President
said that people who lived in the
larger states would pay more on their
air there ismore air lo breathe.
For example, a person living in Ken-
tucky would pay two cents every 24
hour period, while a person living in
Texas would pay four cents during
the same time period. As everybody
knows, the air is bigger in Texas. The
only exception would be for women.
They would only pay 1/2 of what
men pay because they catch their
breath less often

‘Wars raged in western Kentucky, so it is appropriate that his first novel was
entitled Night Rider. Nor wasthat his only literary account of life in Kentucky.
Throughout his prolific career he addressed himself 10 the issues and charac-
ters of the South, and particularly of his home state.

Successful as a novelist, short story writer, and literary critic, Warren was
mostadeptasa poct and became the nation's first Poet Laureate. He is perhaps
best known for his novel All the King's Men, a portrait of a corrupt politician

based on Huey Long, Loui 's

like governor. Other

works include The Cave, an account of the events surrounding real-life
Kentucky cave explorer Floyd Collins, who became trapped in a cave and
died despite rescue efforts; The Briar Patch, an essay in I'll Take My Stand,
a collection of essays by southem writers in defense of the South’s agrarian
traditions; and New and Selected Poems, 1923-1985, a represcntative collec-

tion of his poetry.

Nicknamed "Red,” for his auburn hair, Robert Penn Warren was onc of the
most distinguished writers the staie, and the nation, has produced.

With win over Prestonsburg...
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Dilce Combs extends winning streak to 17

The Prestonsburg Blackcats
loaded on the bus Tuesday night and
journcyed into the 14th Region as the
basketball wars enlered the final week
of regular season hasketball.

But this just wasn't any 14th Re-
gion tcam that Coach Gordon Parido's
ballclub  faced. This was Dilce
Combs, state champions of the recent
Class A tournament held at Rich-
mond

Prestonsburg had one more two-
point basket than did Dilce Combs.
The Blackcats outshot them from the
three-point circle 8-3.
