Siwate pohice charge that Ray
Gipson shot ns brother vne ume i
the stomach with a .22 caliber rifle
alter the two mien argued over Fu-
gene Gibson's cx-wile. Lugene
Gibsondicdat X35 am. Wednesday
during surgery at McDowell Appala
chian Regional Hospital.

Public defender David Williams,
whois representing Ray Gibson, 1old
reporters that Ray Gibson acciden-
tally shut s brother and that Eugene
Gibson told state police that his
brother did not mean 1 shoot him.

“Fromall the evidence [ ve heard,
1Cs my understanding that Eugene
Gibson made the swiement and so
did lamily members, that Ray did not
mean 10 shoot his brother,” Williams
said. “IU's a ragedy. Eugene was shot
when he jumped loward Ray and
cither grabbed the rifle or knocked it
to the ground and it went off. Ray
didn’t mean o shoot anybody.”

Floyd Countians should check
with the county clerk to sec if they are
among the nearly 100,000 voters cur-
renuly being purged from the lists of
eligible voters, Secretary of State Bob
Babbage advised.

“Volers need 1o verify the accu-
racy of their voter registration status
before the registration books close in
the county clerk’s office on October
4,” Babbage said.

“Persons who have moved, have
married or changed their name, and
have not corrected their voter regis-
tration should check with their clerk.”

The State Board of Elections se-
fcctively mailed about 185.000 no-
tices of address verification. Nearly
100,000 were returned by the postal
service as undeliverable.

Kentucky law dirccts the state
board of elections o mail registered
volers who may to need update their
name or address a notice of voler
verification every two years, Verifi-
cation notices which are returned as
undeliverable by the postal scrvice
are recorded and the information is
sent to the proper county clerk.

County clerks who have not heard
from voters whose forms have been
returned as undeliverable are 10 re-
move the person from the roll of
eligible volers.

“With most local gevernment of-
fices up forelection this November 2,
it is very important that as many
voters as possible make the decisions
regarding their elected leaders.”

We need to
cut deficit
even more

The down-10-the-wire battle over
Presidemt Clinton’s much-amended
deficit-reduction package shows how
little support there is for any program
that might offend large numbers of
volers.

“Our fiscal problems do not exist
because wealthy Americans aren’t
paying cnough taxes,” he said.

He chided senators for grumbling
about what urned out to be a modest
increase in the federal gasoline tax.

“We find ourselves with a bill that
asks Americans to pay 4.3 cents a
gallon more (for gasoline),” he said.
“If they notice, 1'il be surprised. And
ifthey complain, 1 will be ashamed.”

Figures developed by the Heri-
tage Foundation show the additional
tax will cost the average driver about
$30a year. only a few dollars more in
most of the Western and Southern
states.

Therealso is much grumbling over
taxing 85 percent of the Social Secu-
ity benefits of retirees with substan-
tal incomes. even though the in-
crease—some Telirees now pay tax
on 50 percent of their benefits—
would apply 10 only onc retirce in
cight.

We're talking about retired
couples with more than $50,000 in
annual income. [s there some reason
they should be receiving lax-free ben-
efits while young workers with lower
incomes are paying taxes, including
Social Security taxes, on every dollar
they eam?

Bob Babbage, from the begin-
ning, decided 1o follow the legal advice T gave
him. I changed my mind.”

Babbage agreed with Carter.

John Callaham, 56, who wus sccking a fourth
term, died August 27 of a heart attack. The Martin
County Democratic Purty exccutive committee
voted last week to nominate his son, Kelly
Callaham 1o replace him on the balloL

Babbage, however, said state law prohibited
Democrats from replacing anyone on the ballot
after the first Tuesday in August, even in case of
death.

While he and Babbage were preparing for the
hearing, however, Carter said they discovered
three different stalutes that gave three different
deadlines for naming substitutes in the cvent of
death, disqualification or scvere disability. The
most recent statute says the deadline is “before
the election,” he said.

Stress forces for abuse push from
all sides, prevention specialist says

“We're all at risk; we all have the
potential to abuse our children," said
Donna Page, program director for the
Kentucky Council on Child Abuse
and founder of the Child Watch
agency for missing and abused chil-
dren in McCracken County.

A parent’s marital status, job situ-
ation, age, housing conditions, alco-
hol or other substance use, social
links, own childhood and cxpecta-
Lions, all figure in the stress force that
can push pasents over the edge of
reasonable action or reaction, she said.

Page, who discussed “Recogniz-
ing Families at High Risk for Child
Abuse™ with day care operators and
teachers at the Kentucky Infant Tod-
dler Conference in Lexington re-
cendy, said some characleristics of
the childeen themselves and theis re-
Lationship with the parents are also
risk factors,

“Cioad bonding is one of those
things protecting against abuse, and a
teacher, tniend, or neighborean some-
times sense when a parent has very
negative feelings toward a child,”
said Page.

“My baby is bud and cries all the
tune," heard ofien doesn’tmean they
are abusing whe child, but it is a risk
1or 10 be aware of,” she tld child
care workers at Uie program held by
the Cabinet for Human Resources”
Social Services and Menud 1 ealth/
Mental Retardation Services depart-
ments

Page said that babics bom prema-
turely are especially vulnerable: they
1ypically have a weak, uncontrolled
cry. interrupied sleep patterns and
weak reflexes simply because they
are not yet fully developed.,

“The purent feels very inadequate
or rejected because the buby does not
respond—*Why docsn't my baby
love me?” or *Why can’t | make him
stop crying? —and the frustration
builds,” she said .

This is also often true when chil-

dren have emotional or behavioral
disorders or physical disabilitics, or
are born addicted from the mother's
drug use, she said. They need more
care while family members may feel
less comtortahle providing help.and,
like premigs, these children need more
hospitalization that can interrupt the
bonding process.

“It’s scary o have a bahy. It's
even scarier to have one with special
needs,” Page said.

She said those working with chil-
dren should note signs of substance
abuse—which the National Comunit-
tee to Prevent Child Abuse estmates
is involved in 68 percent of reported
abust—or social isolation on the part
of a parent. Both are among the risk
factors that cross socioeconormic
lines.

“Contacl agencies in your com-
munity that ¢an recommend how ©
approach parents if you suspect these
problems,” she said. “Most of all,
report any suspicions of actual abuse.
You cannot be sued for making a
report i good Fth, but you can be
found guilty-of a misdemeanor for
not reportng abuse.”
